All awards are to be
used for the 2019-2020 school year. Students must re-apply each year. Discrepancies or falsification discovered during
the application process will result in the student’s elimination. If discrepancies or falsifications are discovered following
the award, the student must return the award to the Tri-Valley Endowment Fund.

3. Student must attach a letter of recommendation from two (2) certified classroom instructors with whom they
have had classroom experience.

What other scholarships have you received to date or are you guaranteed to receive by fall term?
How will your post-secondary education be funded (discounting this scholarship)?
Describe your academic accomplishments throughout your elementary, middle and secondary education.
Describe your extra curricular and community service activities and accomplishments.
What are your employment experiences?
What are your educational and professional objectives?
Add any other information you think would be helpful to the committee in making this selection.
