TIR is the only universal transit system that allows goods to transit from one country to another without the payment of
gustoms duties and taxes. The goods are ransported from the country of departure to the country of destination in sealed vehicle
Ioad campartments. The TIR System can be used for all modes of transport. providad that at least ona lag of the joumey (=
undertaken by a road vehicle. The TIR System minimises administrative and financial burdens, and the customs duties and taxes
that may become due are cavered by an international guarantee.

The TIR System has proved to be extremely successful and is the only universal customs fransit system in existence. Its popularity can be
axplainad by the spacial features of the TIR System which offer transport operators and customs authorities a simple, flexible, cast-
affective and secure customs regime far the international transport of goods acrass frontiers.
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The TIR System also offers numerous benefits for all the players in fhe supply chain: transport operators, customs administrations, and
intarnational trade in general.

The goods will then be released into free circulation. Goods wifl be examined in order to calculate these duties and taxes,

These traditional Customs controls are time consuming and expensive, both for Customs authorities and transporters. If similar traditional controls
are applied at each international border, these Customs controls can easily become an obstacle to international trade and restrict the movement of
goads.That is why the TIR system has been developed to accelerate international transit operations and to simplify Customs procedures at
intemational borders.

For goods in transit, a way had 1o be found to enable the cusioms controls applicable to impored goods to take place at depariure and
destination rather than at the customs offices of transit,

In a nutshall, the salulion was faund by using approved vehicles, which would be secured by cusloms seals, and protecting customs duties and
taxes with a guarantee represented by the TIR Camet.
