Recent technological advances in manned and unmanned undersea vehicles
have overcome some of the limitations of divers and diving equipment. Without a
vehicle, divers often became sluggish and their mental concentration became limited.
Because of undersea pressure which affected their speech organs, communication
among divers was difficult or impossible. But today, most oceanographers make
observations by means of instruments which are lowered into the ocean or from
samples taken from the water. Direct observations of the ocean floor are made not only
by divers but also by deep-diving submarines. Some of these submarines can dive to
depths of more than seven miles and cruise at depths of fifteen thousand feet.

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Getting a vaccination could soon be as simple as eating a potato. Researchers at
the University of Maryland, led by Dr. Carol Tacket, are developing edible vaccines that
could grant immunity against some diseases.

To be inoculated against a virus, bacterium, or toxin, the antibodies of our
immune systems must be exposed to the illness-bearing agent, or pathogen. Vaccines
work by exposing the body to pathogens that have been killed or disarmed. Once
sensitized, antibodies can mobilize rapidly against familiar enemies by binding to them
and preventing their growth and activity.

Most vaccines are delivered in shots or pills, but the new one will be incorporated
in raw potatoes. The potates have been genetically engineered to produce the key piece
of an E. coli toxin that causes acute diarrhea. As the spuds move through the intestinal
system and are digested, the toxin fragment is released and exposed to the immune
system, which then generates antibodies against the toxin.

Dr. Tacket's group is waiting for approval from the Food and Drug Administration
(FDA) to test the potato vaccine on humans; it has already been tested successfully in
mice. The next step would be to genetically modify bananas to carry vaccines, because
raw bananas taste better than raw potatoes.

The potential for edible vaccines is tremendous, especially in developing
countries. Whereas current vaccines are expensive to produce, store, transport, and

Education is much more open-ended and all-inclusive than schooling. Education
knows no bounds. It can take place anywhere, whether in the shower or on the job,
whether in a kitchen or on a tractor.

The term "folk song" has been current for over a hundred years, but there is still
a good deal of disagreement as to what it actually means. The definition provided by
the International Folk Music Council states that folk music is the music of ordinary
people, which is passed on from person to person by being listened to rather than
learned from the printed page. Other factors that help shape a folk song include:
continuity (many performances over a number of years); variation (changes in words and
melodies either through artistic interpretation or failure of memory); and selection (the

acceptance of a song by the community in which it evolves).

When songs have been subjected to these processes their origin is usually
impossible to trace. For instance, if a farm laborer were to make up a song and sing it to
a couple of friends who like it and memorize it, possibly when the friends come to sing
it themselves one of them might forget some of the words and make up new ones to fill
the gap, while the other, perhaps more artistic, might add a few decorative touches to
the tune and improve a couple of lines of text. If this happened a few times there would
be many different versions, the song's original composer would be forgotten, and the
song would become common property. This constant reshaping and re-creation is the
essence of folk music. Consequently, modern popular songs and other published music,
even though widely sung by people who are not professional musicians, are not
considered folk music. The music and words have been set by a printed or recorded
source, limiting scope for further artistic creation. These songs' origins cannot be
disguised and therefore they belong primarily to the composer and not to a community.

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Large animals that inhabit the desert have evolved a number of adaptations for
reducing the effects of extreme heat. One adaptation is to be light in color, and to
reflect rather than absorb the Sun’s rays. Desert mammals also depart from the normal
mammalian practice of maintaining a constant body temperature. Instead of trying to
keep down the body temperature deep inside the body, which would involve the
expenditure of water and energy, desert mammals allow their temperatures to rise to
what would normally be fever height, and temperatures as high as 46 degrees Celsius
have been measured in Grant's gazelles. The overheated body then cools down during
the cold desert night, and indeed the temperature may fall unusually low by dawn, as
low as 34 degrees Celsius in the camel. This is an advantage since the heat of the first
few hours of daylight is absorbed in warming up the body, and an excessive buildup of

heat does not begin until well into the day.

Another strategy of large desert animals is to tolerate the loss of body water to
a point that would be fatal for non-adapted animals. The camel can lose up to 30
percent of its body weight as water without harm to itself, whereas human beings die
after losing only 12 to 13 percent of their body weight. An equally important adaptation
is the ability to replenish this water loss at one drink. Desert animals can drink
prodigious volumes in a short time, and camels have been known to imbibe over 100
liters in a few minutes. A very dehydrated person, on the other hand, cannot drink
enough water to rehydrate at one session, because the human stomach is not
sufficiently big and because a too rapid dilution of the body fluids causes death from
water intoxication. The tolerance of water loss is of obvious advantage in the desert, as
animals do not have to remain near a water hole but can obtain food from grazing
sparse and far-flung pastures. Desert-adapted mammals have the further ability to feed
normally when extremely dehydrated. It is a common experience in people that appetite
is lost even under conditions of moderate thirst.

Without regular supplies of some hormones our capacity to behave would be
seriously impaired; without others we would soon die. Tiny amounts of some hormones
can modify moods and actions, our inclination to eat or drink, our aggressiveness or
submissiveness, and our reproductive and parental behavior. And hormones do more
than influence adult behavior; early in life they help to determine the development of
bodily form and may even determine an individual's behavioral capacities. Later in life
the changing outputs of some endocrine glands and the body’s changing sensitivity to
some hormones are essential aspects of the phenomena of aging.

Communication within the body and the consequent integration of behavior
were considered the exclusive province of the nervous system up to the beginning of
the present century. The emergence of endocrinology as a separate discipline can
probably be traced to the experiments of Bayliss and Starling on the hormone secretion.
This substance is secreted from cells in the intestinal walls when food enters the
stomach; it travels through the bloodstream and stimulates the pancreas to liberate
pancreatic juice, which aids in digestion. By showing that special cells secrete chemical
agents that are conveyed by the bloodstream and regulate distant target organs or
tissues, Bayliss and starling demonstrated that chemical integration could occur without

participation of the nervous system.

The term “hormone” was first used with reference to secretion. Starling derived
the term from the Greek "hormon”, meaning “to excite or set in motion.” The term
"endocrine” was introduced shortly thereafter. “Endocrine” is used to refer to glands that
secrete products into the bloodstream. The term “endocrine” contrasts with “exocrine,”
which is applied to glands that secrete their products through ducts to the site of action.
Examples of exocrine glands are the tear glands, the sweat glands, and the pancreas,
which secretes pancreatic juice through a duct into the intestine.

These scientists, however, are cautious about the extent to which animals can be

Explanations of animal behavior that leave out any sort of consciousness at all
and ascribe actions entirely to instinct leave many questions unanswered. One example
of such unexplained behavior: Honeybees communicate the sources of nectar to one
another by doing a dance in a figure-eight pattern. The orientation of the dance
conveys the position of the food relative to the sun's position in the sky, and the speed
of the dance tells how far the food source is from the hive. Most researchers assume
that the ability to perform and encode the dance is innate and shows no special
intelligence. But in one study, when experimenters kept changing the site of the food
source, each time moving the food 25 percent farther from the previous site, foraging
honeybees began to anticipate where the food source would appear next. When the
researchers arrived at the new location, they would find the bees circling the spot,
waiting for their food. No one has yet explained how bees, whose brains weigh four ten-
thousandths of an ounce, could have inferred the location of the new site.

Other behaviors that may indicate some cognition include tool use. Many
animals, like the otter who uses a stone to crack mussel shells, are capable of using
objects in the natural environment as rudimentary tools. One researcher has found that
mother chimpanzees occasionally show their young how to use tools to open hard nuts.
In one study, chimpanzees compared two pairs of food wells containing chocolate chips.
One pair might contain, say, five chips and three chips, the other four chips and three
chips.

It is estimated that over 99 percent of all species that ever existed have become
extinct. What causes extinction? When a species is no longer adapted to a changed
environment, it may perish. The exact causes of a species’ death vary from situation to
situation. Rapid ecological change may render an environment hostile to a species. For
example, temperatures may change and a species may not be able to adapt.

Other species may become better adapted to an
environment, resulting in competition and, ultimately, in the death of a species.

The fossil record reveals that extinction has occurred throughout the history of
Earth. Recent analyses have also revealed that on some occasions many species became
extinct at the same time—a mass extinction. One of the best-known examples of mass
extinction occurred 65 million years ago with the demise of dinosaurs and many other
forms of life. Perhaps the largest mass extinction was the one that occurred 225 million
years ago, when approximately 95 percent of all species died. Mass extinctions can be
caused by a relatively rapid change in the environment and can be worsened by the
close interrelationship of many species. If, for example, something were to happen to
destroy much of the plankton in the oceans, then the oxygen content of Earth would
drop, affecting even organisms not living in the oceans. Such a change would probably

lead to a mass extinction.

One interesting, and controversial, finding is that extinctions during the past 250
million years have tended to be more intense every 26 million years. This periodic
extinction might be due to intersection of the Earth’s orbit with a cloud of comets, but
this theory is purely speculative. Some researchers have also speculated that extinction
may often be random. That is, certain species may be eliminated and others may survive
for no particular reason. A species’ survival may have nothing to do with its ability or
inability to adapt. If so, some of evolutionary history may reflect a sequence of

essentially random events.

1 Butterflies are among the most extensively studied insects—an estimated 90 |
percent of the world's species have scientific names. As a consequence, they are |

perhaps the best group of insects for examining patterns of terrestrial biotic diversity
and distribution. Butterflies also have a favorable image with the general public. Hence,
5 they are an excellent group for communicating information on science and conservation

issues such as diversity.

Perhaps the aspect of butterfly diversity that has received the most attention
over the past century is the striking difference in species richness between tropical and
temperate regions. For example, in 1875 one biologist pointed out the diversity of

10 butterflies in the Amazon when he mentioned that about 700 species were found within
an hour's walk, whereas the total number found on the British islands did not exceed
66, and the whole of Europe supported only 321. This early comparison of tropical and

temperate butterfly richness has been well confirmed.

A general theory of diversity would have to predict not only this difference
15 between temperate and tropical zones, but also patterns within each region, and how
these patterns vary among different animal and plant groups. However, for butterflies,
variation of species richness within temperate or tropical regions, rather than between
them, is poorly understood. Indeed, comparisons of numbers of species among the
Amazon basin, tropical Asia, and Africa are still mostly "personal communication’
20 citations, even for vertebrates. In other words, unlike comparison between temperate

and tropical areas, these patterns are still in the documentation phase.

In documenting geographical variation in butterfly diversity, some arbitrary,
practical decisions are made. Diversity, number of species, and species richness are used
synonymously; little is known about the evenness of butterfly distribution. The New
World butterflies makes up the preponderance of examples because they are the most
familiar species. It is hoped that by focusing on them, the errors generated by imperfect

Researchers in the field of psychology have found that one of the best ways to
make an important decision, sué‘t'\:}ist choosing a university to attend or business to
invest in, involves the utilization of a decision worksheet: Psychologists who study
optimization compare the actual decisions made by people to theoretical ideal decisions
to see how similar they are. Proponents of the worksheet procedure believe that it will
yield optimal, that is, the best decisions. Although there are several variations on the
exact format that worksheets can take, @gy are all similar in their essential aspects.
Worksheets require defining the problem in a clear and concise way and then listing all
possible solutions to the problem. Next, the pertinent considerations that will be affected
by each decision are listed, and the relative importance of each consideration or
consequence is determined. Each consideration is assigned a numerical value to reflect
its relative importance. A decision is mathematically calculated by adding these values
together. The alternative with the highest number of points emerges as the best decision.

Since most important problems are multifaceted, there are several alternatives
to choose from, each with unique advantages and disadvantages. One of the benefits of
a pencil and paper decision-making procedure is that it permits people to deal with
more variables than their minds can generally comprehend and remember. On the
average, people can keep about seven ideas in their minds at once. A worksheet can be
especially useful when the decision involves a large number of variables with complex
relationships. A realistic example for many college students is the question “What will I
do after graduation?” A graduate might seek a position that offers specialized training,

pursue an advanced degree, or travel abroad for a year.

A decision-making worksheet begins with a succinct statement of the problem
that will also help to narrow it. It is important to be clear about the distinction between
long-range and immediate goals because long-range goals often involve a different
decision than short-range ones. Focusing on long-range goals, a graduating student
might revise the question above to "What will I do after graduation that will lead to a

successful career?”
