Il GOODBYE TO PIT-STOPS?

All too often in the past the very things that have enlivened motor-racing have been abolished
by Officialdom. Chicanes to spoil high speed on long straights, long races reduced in length,
more powerful engines legislated against by weight or fuel-consumption rules or the banning of
blowers, minimum body-widths stipulated when really slim single-seaters were beginning to
appear, and so on. Now Big Brother is peering at pit-stops, which returned to F1 racing last year.
Some of us may regard today’s : l
racing with raised eyebrows,

remembering when it was

inadmissible to change cars on the '
start-line, when cars used the same 1
kind of tyres for practising and |
racing, before the introduction of i
special “qualifying tyres” and 1
race-tyres which have little grip
until warmed-up and lose this
rather essential quality as soon as it
rains, when drivers were not
classed as finishers with their cars
in the dead-car park, and when the
cars mattered as much, if not
more, than the brave men who
drove them.

before the war (see page 656), we o flames during a pit-stop.

had even begun to wonder if this was beginning to happen in today’s F1 racing, after Renault
had won in France and Ferrari in Italy! So we are truly grateful to Patrese for proving
otherwise, at Imola — for you would hardly slam a valuable racing-car into the crash-barrier
just to stage a fake finish!

In spite of the changes racing has seen, F1 has now reached a particularly interesting stage, as
five different “makes” finishing in the first six places at Imola underlined.

But now the future of pit-stops is in doubt, We welcomed on this Editorial page in February
1982 the return of pit-stops in Grand Prix racing, saying they would add further interest to an
already enthralling sport. This has proved to be the case. The pit-pauses in the recent French
GP did not change the race positions but, as even the critical D.S.]. agrees, they did add to the
interest of the contest. That is the crux of the martter. Apart from enabling fuel-thirsty
turbocharged cars to start with half-full tanks and on stickier tyres, pit-stops give the spectators
additional anticipation as to the outcome of a race. They also involve the pit-mechanics,
enabling such personnel to add their skill to that of the drivers and engineers, and thus likewise
feel pride in success, chagrin over failure.

On the face of it, a generally good thing. It is the fire-risk that is causing mumblings in official
circles about banning pit-stops. We do not deny the threat of pit-stop conflagrations, although
modern couplings on the fuel system reduce the risk almost to nil. One recalls the dramatic
occasion during the 1938 German GP, when von Brauchitsch’s Mercedes-Benz caught alight
during a refuelling stop, after which he courageously climbed back into the foam-drenched car
and restarted. One remembers more recent pit-lane fires, notably at Goodwood in the Aston
Martin pits in the 1952 Nine-Hour race and especially that when an Aston Martin lit-up during
the 1959 TT, the resultant fire nearly reaching the time-keepers’ box, threatening to end the
race.

But many aspects of motor-racing are
dangerous and no serious fire has happened
in the F1 races of this year or last. It would
therefore seem a great pity, and probably
unnecessary, to ban such pit-stops. If this is
done, how will it affect turbocharged cars,
which would need to carry a very heavy fuel
load at the start of a race? And what of
long-distance races? It may be argued that,
in a long race, refuelling need not be such a
split-second operation as in a Grand Prix but
this i1s nonsense — if a race requiring a
pit-stop is close-fought, whether it be a
motor-mower marathon, Le Mans, or Fl,

no unnecessary tme 1is going to be
sacrificed.
We cannot resist reprinting the

photograph taken by a MOTOR SPORT
photographer of the fire that engulfed the
Salvadori / Moss Aston Martin when f{uel
was spilt during a pit-stop in that 1959
Goodwood TT (in the same issue we
published another, fabulous, photograph
showing how the fire originated, in the days
when mechanics used simple garage-type
hoses) — incidentally, Moss went on 1o win,
in another Aston Martin. But we hasten 1o
emphasise that we are not advocating the
continuance of refuelling stops simply for
the benefit of our photographers! Nor do we
wish anvone to quote this event as a reason
for a ban on future pit-stops. . . .
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[ IT CONCERNS YOU . ..

We have received a letter from a reader
who thinks 1t 1s about time speed-limits were
revised (upwards, of course), now that
seat-belts are compulsory and we pay so
much for the roads we drive on. With a
General Election pending, due now on June
9th, this could well be a useful vote-winner
for motor-minded Candidates. There are
many other matters that come under the
same heading.

It 1s said that man’s two most important
possessions are his woman and his home.
There 1s plenty of vote-catching material in

these categories —  rates-reductions,
repairs-grants, self-purchase of Council
houses, increases in one-parent family

allowances, free abortions, and the like.

As it is also said that, after wife and home,
the thing a man cherishes most 1s his car —
some may query this sequence! — there
should be some hope of better treatment and
more consideration for motor vehicle users,
while an Election is pending. A reduction in
car-tax and petrol-duty, obviously, dubious
radar-meters being disallowed, roads 1o be
improved using more of the savagely-raided
taxes we pay on our motor vehicles, and
many other things of this nature. There
might well be a look, too, at the very high
fines imposed on those whom the Police find
using vehicles suffering from minor defects.
So often these heavy fines are imposed on
people in temporary jobs after long spells

out of work — you have only to scan any
local newspaper to see this is so — and who
rely on their vehicles to remain in work, ata
time of mass-unemployment. Surely such
fines, and all the paperwork, Court hearings
and Police-time, are not warranted for
things like a defective hand-brake or
silencer, which could so easily be the subject
of a “suspended sentence”, consequent OB
such small defects being quickly put right
and the vehicle presented for Police
inspection within a reasonable time? We
would have thought it was on such matters
that at least some useful polling could be
done. But perhaps Messrs. Thatcher, Fool,
Steel and Jenkins think we all ride bicycles.

Which reminds us that whacking great
caravans, never mind the humble bicycle, g0
tax-free, while the cost of

running

often-essential motor vehicles ever escalates.

And now Big Brother (a very busy chap) is
turning his attention to the abolition of lead
in petrol. We thought this had been resolved

way back in 1923, when Esso and others 10

America started putting lead in petrol

e

introduced it to Europe around 1926. Our

freedom, from victory in the “Battle of
Britain”, was assured by the use of Jeaded
fuel in Rolls-Royce Merlin aero enginess
remember. Perhaps the greatly-increa
number of motor vehicles on our streets
caused the subject to require re-examinings
with public health in mind.
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It is too early to say how this will affect
our cars, should some other means of
retaining present octane-values not be
discovered. But another correspondent has
drawn our attention to the question of what
will be the future of rtoday’s classic
sports-cars, if lower compression-ratios are
brought about because of a universal ban on
lead in petrol. Could it be that many
now-cherished, and currently very valuable,
old cars will be unusable in the future,
unless their owners are prepared to “pink”
and knock all the way to and from the
Classic-car meets of the 1990s?

Then there is the pressing matter of
licensing, with the use of quarterly licences
and the half-yearly or vearly disc dating only
from the first of every month, seen by some
people as Mrs. Chalker pandering to the
police rather than the convenience of vehicle
users. Add to that the long silence over the
short term licences we were promised if ever
Swansea gets into top gear together with
objections to bridge and tunnel tolls, and
there are plenty of points which might affect
voting, which governments, however, never
seem [0 appreciate.

The Things They Say . . .

“The seemingly endless list of displays,
shows and rallies threatens to get out of
hand. Events which used to be the preserve
of the clubs have been duplicated by any
number of charities and village shows, and
now it seems increasingly that commercial
Interests are organising events.”

Lancias dominate

THE EVENT now has three parts, the first
up to Bastia, the second returning to
Ajaccio, and the third forming a short loop
to the South of Ajaccio. There were 32
special stages of which four were cancelled
for various reasons.

From the start there was never a hint that
Lancia considered anyone a serious
challenger. Five of them led after two
stages, followed by Beguin’s BMW M1 and
the two Quattros. At this stage there was
little to choose between Alén and Rohrl; first
the Finn led, then the German, but then
Andruet got ahead, which seemed logical
since he knew the island better than anyone.

Beguin's car split a water pipe causing the
head gasket to blow, and this let Mikkola up
to fifth place, while a few punctures caused
Rohrl to drop back a little. Mikkola was
struggling with a gear lever which would not
stay in the engaged position, caused by a
broken gearbox mounting, whilst Thérier
had the unhappy experience of watching his
car consumed by flames.

Initially the turbocharger waste gate
activator lost its synchronisation, and
although a temporary repair was effected the
problem returned, and got worse.
Eventually the mixture became leaner and
the exhaust gas temperature higher. Flames
appeared and the car had to be evacuated —
fast! :
Rohrl got himself back up to second
place, and still the Quattros were not really
challenging. True they had a few problems,
but it seemed that the drive, handling,
power, braking and weight balances built
into the Lancia’s rear-wheel-drive system
were superior on tarmac to the equivalent
achieved with the Audi’s four-wheel-drive
system.

Andruet stopped to change a wheel after a
puncture, but was carrying only an
emergency spare which could fit either front
or rear, but was ideal for neither. This is an
old Stratos weight-saving dodge which never
really pays off if you actually have a
puncture, and Andruet was slowed by
indifferent handling afterwards.

Ragnotti, who had been coping with tyres
which lost much of their friction properties
when they got too hot, eventually stopped
very smartly indeed when he ran full tilt into
a cow and smashed his radiator, putting him
out of the rally there and then.

A re-route on one stage was contested on
the grounds that there had been no
opportunity to practise the new part —
another of the FISA’s rules for no other
reason than “to show who is boss” — and
the stage was cancelled. The same rule
plagues the Safari, whose organisers have to
1issue a huge file of alternative route notes in
advance just so that competitors will not be
put to the tremendous risk of driving down a
road they may never have seen before!

At Calvi, the coastal garrison town on the
way back to Ajaccio, Alén led Rohrl by over
a minute and a half, and only Mikkola, in
fourth place, broke the run of five Lancias.
It was important to mend this break and
Bettega was told to do his best to get ahead
of the Finn. They did change places once,
but they changed back again before the end
of the leg and the order into Ajaccio was
Alén, Rohrl, Vudafieri, Mikkola, Bettega
and Mouton.

Andruet had vanished, his engine full of
water after the supercharger water injection
system had gone haywire. Fiorio
endeavoured to conceal this little problem,
though it's difficult to appreciate what
strategy might have been behind the
attempt. After all, Andruet’s team-mates
were well entrenched in the lead,
comfortably ahead of their rivals.

Team orders are quite common in the
Lancia team, as Bjorn Waldegird will bear
witness, and it was not surprising that the
three front runners were told to keep
station. Only Bettega was told to “attack”,
for Mikkola’s presence among the Lancias
was somewhat embarrassing. Bettega did get
ahead, but the spurt had not really been
necessary for very soon afterwards Mikkola
was out with a broken suspension and a lost
wheel.

The orders to the Lancia men seemed not
to have been heeded by Rahrl, for as the
others eased off a little, so he gained time.
But everyone was keeping a careful watch on
the others’ times, and Alén was making
quite sure that the German didn’t get too
close. But he must have wondered whether
Rohrl was attempting to pull a fast one by
taking advantage of his team-mates’
obedience to orders.

The result was an ourtstanding triumph
for Lancia, in a car said often to frighten its
drivers, and a personal moment of jubilation
for Alén and his regular partner Kivimaki.
He is now within striking distance of the
Championship lead, so what Fiorio has in
mind for his Finnish driver remains to be
seen. Mikkola still leads with 65 points, and
Rohrl second with 47, but Alén now has 45,
ahead of Mouton'’s 37, Vatanen’s 34 and
Blomqvist's 27. Among the makes, Lancia
has moved to the top with S50 points,
followed closely by Opel with 49 and Audi
with 48, rather a tense situation to say the
least. — G.P.

Castrol Welsh Rally

LONG gone are the times when this event
was crammed into a weekend without
respite, starting on a Friday evening and
finishing on the Sunday after no official rest
stops at all. Like other events which have
been softened by FISA decree, the Welsh
now has rest stops, whilst the need for main
road runs from and back to Cardiff has been
removed by locating the start and finish in
Mid-Wales, much nearer the available

forests. .
Just as the Scottish Rally seems to attract

the sun, so the Welsh seems to attract storm
clouds, and this year was no exception.
There were a few dry periods during the
weekend, but the stage roads were
invariably slippery, which Blomqgvist used
to good advantage.

He led right from the start, and whilst
there were changes immediately behind him
he never once appeared at risk of losing his
lead, and his final winning margin over
Englishman Russell Brookes in a Cheverte
was over seven minutes, a remarkably wide
marging for an event with just 24
comparatively short special stages.

Scot Jimmy McRae had been holding
second place for much of the time in his
Opel Manta 400, but towards the end he
went off the road and lost all of 15 min.
heaving and pushing to get the undamaged
car back on firm ground.

This was the Manta 400’s first competitive
appearance, or rather, half of it, for it was
making a simultaneous début in Corsica in
the hands of Guy Frequelin. It has often
been seen at rallies in the past, but mainly
for trial usage as chase car or some similar
role. It has even been seen in
four-wheel-drive guise, but we attach little
significance to that.

Malcolm Wilson, driving a new Ford
Escort 16001, lost tume having a clutch /
gearbox unit changed (no-one tries to cure a
slipping clutch with Vim these days!) and
then more when his second gearbox lost a
ratio and had to be changed again. Per
Eklund drove his GpA Toyota Corolla with
his usual aplomb to finish fourth overall and
win the group comfortably.

Last year there were criticisms of the
event’s organisation, although we were not
there to see it ourselves. This time we heard
none of that and the celebrations afterwards
were largely those of satisfied customers

rather than disgruntled ones. — G.P.

Grand Prix

— Gambler’s Luck

Monte Carlo, May 15th
THE planning of the 1983 Grand Prix
season is not working out too well. It started
off all right in Brazil, with everyone
surprisingly fit and ready to race, then the
scene moved to Long Beach where there was
an all-pervading atmosphere of it being the
last Formula One race in the Californian
sea-port town. The European scene began
entirely on the wrong foot, by having the
French Grand Prix in April instead of its
traditional mid-summer date in July; added
to which it was held at the featureless Paul
Ricard circuit and afterwards there was the
feeling that the European season had not
really begun. Then came the San Marino GP
at Imola and all was alive and well with a
superb meeting, a great race, a fantastic
atmosphere and you really felt that 1983 was
under way. This was followed by the
Monaco Grand Prix which is always
abundant in atmosphere and at the end of
the first day of practice things were looking
good with Renault and Ferrari in a
toe-to-toe battle. But then the rain came.
Monte Carlo in the rain is awful. You might
as well be at Cleethorpes.

As usual the Automobile Club of Monaco
produced its own rules for the Grand Prix,
which are at variance in many ways with the
rest of the world. The first difference was
the limitation of only 20 cars on the starting
grid, and the second was the restriction of
petrol in the pits, which effecuvely banned
high-pressure refuelling and pit stops. The
limitation on the number of starters was
easily solved by a qualifying session at 8
a.m. on Thursday morning for those teams
that did not score any points in last vear’s
Manufacturers Championship, which were
Toleman, March and Theodore, so
Warwick, Giacomelli, Guerrero, Cecotto
and Salazar were out bright and early and
the fastest three were to move up into the
serious business of practice and qualifying
due to start at 10 a.m. Everything that could
go wrong did go wrong with the Toleman
team and Warwick had to use all three team
cars before he got in a decent lap, and the
Theodore-Ensign team successfully
eliminated 1uself with verv little effort.
Cecotto crashed and Guerrero’s car broke a
driveshaft, so Salazar with the lone
RAM-March and the shambolic Toleman
team were the survivors to join the rest for
the official practice.

In spite of a number of spectacular
accidents in the San Marino GP none of the
cars involved had to be scrapped, which savs
a lot for the constructional methods used in
today’s Formula One cars and rebuilding
was achieved without 0o much trouble.
After the time-wasting exercise of changing
the pedals and seat in the spare Ferrari to
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after problems with his McLaren MP41C on the first day — he and his team mate Fohn Watson failed to qualify

as a result,

suit either Arnoux or Tambay, the Scuderia
solved the problem by arriving at Monaco
with four cars, two for Arnoux (064 and 062)
and two for Tambay (065 and 063). The
only other team that indulges in this luxury
is Lotus who have two Renault powered cars
for De Angelis (93T/1 and 93T/2) and two
Cosworth powered cars for Mansell (92/10
and 92/5). After the first appearance of the
1983 Cosworth DFY engine at Paul Ricard,
they are now well in production and Team
Tyrrell joined the ranks, along with
McLaren and Lotus, and though the DFY is
better than the DFV in many respects it is
still no answer to the power shortage that

Ferrari, Renault and BMW make
increasingly obvious at each successive
meeting,

At Imola Ferrari had suffered from
vapour bubbles getting into the injection
system, so all four cars at Monaco were
fitted with a control by the driver’s left
shoulder which operated a valve in the fuel
system on the left side of the engine which
was effectively a de-aerator.

Renault arrived with their two team cars
carrying a lot of modifications (RE40/03 and
RE40/02), while the spare car (RE40/01) was
unmodified. Instead of the exhaust pipes
and the boost-control outlet pipe exiting
upwards just in front of each rear wheel,
where much of the heat was blown onto the
rear tyres, the exhaust from the wrbine on
each side split into three small-diameter tail
pipes of the same diameter as the
boost-control-valve pipe. These four pipes
on each side were fed downwards and out
under the rear axle assembly and exhausted
into a neatly shaped tunnel formed by
fibre-glass panels around the gearbox and
under the rear of the car. A cold-air duct was
fed onto each boost control valve unit, none
of this new arrangement being passed to
Team Lotus for the moment, though the
spare works Renault was fitted with this new
kit by Sunday morning. With such major

changes to the exhaust system on the factory
cars one 1s tempted 1o wonder what internal
changes have been made to the Renault
engines that have vet to be passed on to
Team Lotus.

The McLaren team, still champing at the
bit to get to grips with the new Porsche
engine, had a brand new MP4/1C for
Watson, with a DFY Cosworth engine, but
other than that no new cars were being put
at risk within the Armco tunnel that forms
the track round the streets of Monte Carlo.
With no testing allowed before official
practice  began, newcomers to the
Monogasque street-racing like Sullivan,
Corrado Fabi and Ghinzani were thrown in
at the deep end. With the skirtless
non-ground effect cars of 1983 new to the
streets all the teams had to make inspired
guesses as to the required sertings for
suspension, brakes, aerodynamics, gear
ratios, tyres and all the other variables
available on the Formula One car of today.
Bizarre rear aerofoils seem to be this year’s
fashion and the ATS team had a blatant
copy of the complicated Ferrari rear acrofoil
with side plates and extensions running
forwards almost to the front of the engine,
and Ligier and Osella had double rear
aerofoils similar to the Toleman. Lotus had
abandoned their four-tier rear aerofoil for
the time being and the Williams team, who
claim to know about these things, were
lamenting their shortage of horsepower
which  prevented them using the
aerodynamic settings thev would like to
have employved. It was not so much 2
shortage of horsepower as the fact that reams
with better engines, like BMW, Ferrari and
Renault, had so much more horsepowerl
than a good Cosworth V8 that they could
indulge in aerodynamic luxuries which give
lots of down-force at the expense of high
drag. :

so the six slowest were going to be
spectators, except that there was another
chance to improve on Saturday. Or was
there?

Apart trom Patrese being a long way
down the list, due to the troubles with his
Brabham-BMW, all the hard-chargers were
in the “top-20" and after all the trouble in
pre-qualifving early in the morning Derek
Warwick was pleased to be in 10th position,
with the twin-plug Hart engined Toleman.
His team-mate Giacomelli was just out of the
running in twenty-first position, but behind
him were Lauda and Watson in the
McLarens, both using DFY Cosworth
power. Excuses were rife but none held
water and the “party-line” from the team
management was that their Michelin tyres
were unsuitable for a normally aspirated
engine, having been developed specially for
Renault turbo-power. It was a splendid
story that was blown into the harbour by the
fact that the Cosworth-powered Ligier cars
were both in the “top-20", Jarier in ninth
place and Boesel in 18th place, both running
on Michelin tyres. There was a slight
modification to the story that said that the
Ligier was such an evil chassis that it heated
its Michelins up to working temperatures
unintentionally, whereas the McLaren
International chassis was so perfect that it
could not get any temperature into 1ts
Michelins!

While the McLaren situation was no real
surprise, neither was the Williams situation,
for Rosberg was right up among the front
runners by dint of really hard press-on
driving, his progress being good value for
the spectators, even if it was a bit unruly. He
ended up in a courageous fifth place, albeit
one-and-a-half seconds slower than Prost,
and that is “forever” round the streets of
Monte Carlo. You simply cannot keep a
good Finn down.

As the first day at Monte Carlo 1s
inevitably a bit of a guess, everyone is
relieved that there is no Formula One
practice on Friday, so that they have time to
re-think the whole situation. Saturday
morning saw the activity starting up again
under overcast skies and the pit lane was
filling up with everybody and his girl friend
or someone else’s wife, as is the fashion in
Monaco. Some personalities were there
because they love motor-racing, others
because they love themselves, and one or
two because it is their business, notably
Signor Agnelli the number one man of Fiat,
and the number two man of the Regie
Renault. Although the morning was meant
for testing in preparation for the final hour
of qualifying, there was a lot of “testing to
destruction,” among such action being the
driveshafts on Piquet’s Brabham, the engine
in Arnoux’s Ferrari and the front end of
Salazar's March when he understeered into a
barrier. Nigel Mansell leapt smartly out of
his Lotus 92/10 when the battery under the
seat shorted out and passed a heavy current
through the carbon in the fibre seat pan,
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nearly setting his backside on fire! Not
everyone was in trouble and Patrese was
getting into the groove with his
BMW-powered Brabham, and Manfred
Winkelhock shook everyone when he
scratched round in the ATS to record an
excellent 1 min. 25 sec., while Lauda and
Watson quietly put in some laps that would
put them in mid-field if they could repeat
them after lunch. But it was not to be.

At 1 p.m. the rain was still dripping down
and the town was very wet, while the wind
was stirring up the sea and rocking the boats
in the harbour so that many of them had
their decks awash with gin and tonic. As far
as qualifying for the starting grid was
concerned it was all over; Thursday’s times
were the ones that were going to count and
while some of the non-qualifiers didn’t
bother to get themselves wet, others like
Lauda and Wartson splashed around for no
good reason. Those who were confirmed for
the start, with good times, were soon skating
around the circuit on wet weather tyres just
in case the rain stayed for another day.
Tambay was the first to venture out,
running on some new Goodyear tyres of
radial construction against the American
firm’s normal cross-ply construction.
Michelin and Pirelli, of course, make all
their tyres, wet or dry, in radial form. The
other Goodyear users, like the Williams
team and the Tyrrell team, were also using
the new radial wet-weather tyres and
Rosberg was again good value for the damp
spectators. He doesn’t display the artistry of
a Stewart or a Villeneuve, but he does have
the courage and skill of a Peterson, and he
should be paid special “appearance money”
by FOCA for he keeps the paying customers
happy, wet or dry. Needless to say he made
the best time of the afternoon with 1 min.
52.030 sec., just beating Arnoux in his spare
Ferrari, who recorded 1 min. 52,183 sec.
Some idea of how slippery the circuit was
can be gained from the fact that lap times
were nearly 30 seconds slower than in the
dry.

As if to issue a warning to Formula One to
“watch it” the rain stopped when the
qualifying hour was over and the scene dried
quite rapidly for the supporting events, but
it returned in the evening as everyone
contemplated the Sunday race and the
starting grid without the McLaren team and
with Patrese (Brabham) and de Angelis
(Lotus) right down at the back. The former
had good excuse to be there with tangible
reasons and troubles with his Brabham-
BMW, but the latter seemed to spend most
of the time moaning about everything except
the colour of the Lotus-Renault and the
money he was being paid!

While everyone surfaced on Sunday
morning the rain poured down and as all the
grandstands around the circuit are
uncovered it was a very wet and miserable
crowd that assembled to watch a race that
was going to bear little relationship to
reality. By 11 a.m. when the old sports cars
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had their 10 laps race the rain had stopped
and before Martin Morris had completed his
start to finish win the streets were drying
rapidly and even the narrow tyres of the old
cars were beginning to make a “dry line”
round the circuit. The Formula One
“warm-up” started at 12.30 p.m. for 30
minutes, but continuous spatterings of rain
kept parts of the circuit damp so that even
though treadless dry weather tyres were
being used by most of the twenty starters it
was impossible to do much in the way of fast
laps, and as the rain returned after the
“warm-up” was over nobody really knew
where they were going. The Alfa Romeo
team knew where they were not going, for
the engine in de Cesaris’ car sprang an oil
leak underneath, which took a fair time to
cure, and the Toleman team stopped going
anywhere when Warwick came to a stop just
past the pits with a damaged turbocharger,
so they were soon hard at work fitting a
replacement one.

The 76 lap race was due to start at 3.30
p.m. and at 3 p.m. when the pit lane was
opened it was still spitting with rain and the
circuit was very damp in places, so nobody
knew what was going to happen. One
colleague who was watching events with
four local people asked their opinion and
two said the rain would hold off and it would
dry up and two said the rain would return! A
weather specialist said the rain would return
because the wind was coming from the east,
while another looked at the clouds and said
they were rising so the weather would clear
up and it would be dry. Not surprisingly
none of the teams knew what to do as their
cars went off on the warm-up lap.

As the twenty cars sat on the grid awaiting
the signal to start up and prepare for the
parade lap final decisions had to be made as
to whether to start on heavily grooved
rain-tyres with all the  springs,
shock-absorbers and anti-roll bars adjusted
to “soft” conditions for rain, as Renault
decided. Whether to start on rain-tyres but
with dry settings, so that if it dried up a stop
could be made for dry tyres and the car
would then be well set up, as Ferrari and
Brabham decided to do, or whether to
gamble on it drying up and start on dry
tyres, hoping that the drivers could keep out
of trouble in the opening laps. The Ferrari
team decided that both of their drivers
would start on wet-weather tyres, in spite of
Tambay coming back from the warm-up lap
and offering to take a chance and start on
dry-weather tyres. Both Renaults were on
“wets” as were both Brabhams, but Rosberg
had the same feeling as Tambay and wanted
to start on “dry” tyres, which suited Frank
Williams and Patrick Head, as they had seen
that all the front-running turbocharged cars
were starting on wet tyres.

If they started both their cars on “‘wet”
tyres the outcome was obvious, they would
not keep up, but on “dry” tyres it was a fair
gamble. If it dried up they were in with a
chance while the others stopped to change,

if it rained they would have to stop and

change tyres and all hope of getting
anywhere would be gone. There were three
possibilities, two of which were dead-cert
losers and the third was a gamble that could
pay off. They gambled, as did most of the
others who were not in the front-rank turbo
race, including Warwick with the Toleman,
the Tyrrells and Surer with his Arrows.
Alan Rees hedged his bets both ways and
put his second car on “wet” tyres. As the
twenty cars went off on the parade lap
behind Prost it was all up to the controller of
the heavens. The constant spits of rain were
not enough to penetrate through the trees,
but enough to dampen the road where they
fell, so on the starting grid those on the right
like Prost, Cheever, Rosberg and de Cesaris
had a dry surface and those on the left like
Arnoux, Tambay, Piquet and Laffite had a
damp surface on which to start. As the grid
line-up bore little resemblance to what it
would have been had it not rained on
Saturday afternoon, the whole affair was a
bit of a joke. It was a gambler’s paradise, so
suitable for Monte Carlo.

When the green starting lights shone
Arnoux’s Ferrari hung with wheelspin,
Prost made a good start but Rosberg simply
rocketed off the line, diving down the
middle into second place, managing to miss
everybody this ume. Up the hill it was
Prost, Rosberg and Cheever with the rest
hard behind and no spray coming up from
the tyres, for the wind was drying the track
rapidly, even though the downhill hairpins
were still damp. At the back Mansell was
trying to force his Lotus 92 into gaps that
didn’t exist as they disappeared into the
Casino Square, so it was no surprise when he
tangled with Alboreto’s Tyrrell before the
end of the opening lap and they were both
out of the race. Before the end of the lap
Rosberg had dived past the leading Renault
and led the field as they started lap two, and
there was already a fair sized gap between
these two and the others led by Cheever.
Already the conditions were changing
visibly and it was not going to rain, so all
those who had started on “rain” tyres were
in trouble. Rosberg made the most of ;he 4
clear road ahead by “reading” the changing
road surface and running on the dry
patches, changing his line each lap &
conditions improved. Piquet was the first i,
at the end of lap four, and with a set of “dry"
tyres on his Brabham was back in the race, . =
but down in fifteenth place as a lot of time¢
was lost on the slow entry and exit to the 5
Monte Carlo pit lane. On the next lap
Patrese was in for a tyre change, and Jarier
was in with the Ligier, followed by ArnouX;
but the Ferrari was in for a different reaso.
On lap six there had been a collision
between the Ferrari and Laffite’s Williams
as they descended to the sea-front before the
tunnel, and the Ferrari had come off second =
best. While Arnoux’s car was in the pits =

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until the end of lap 10, by which time he had
dropped a long way back from the leaders.
Prost had been in and out at the end of lap
seven, but had dropped back to eighth
place, and Cheever’s stop had put him back
to 12th place.

At 10 laps the order was Rosberg well
ahead of Laffite, with Surer a long way back
in third place, followed by Warwick, all four
having started on “dry” tyres and the
gamble had paid off, for though the
afternoon was not bright the rain was
holding off. Behind Warwick came Prost, de
Angelis, Piquet, Cheever, and Jarier, with
Baldi leading the rest. Arnoux had done one
more slow lap and then retired and
Winkelhock had eliminated himself and
Boesel’s Ligier in a collision. It was now all
over, the gamblers had succeeded and the
two Williams cars were uncatchable, but
there was a good scrap going on behind.
Surer was third in his Arrows, but it was not
a secure third place for Warwick was
pressing on in the Toleman-Hart, which was
behaving itself for the first time in a long
while, and its Pirelli tyres were performing
well. The reason the Hampshire driver was
pressing on was not so much that he was
trying to catch Surer, but that he was being
chased hard by Prost and Piquet, though
they both were a bit handicapped, the
Renault by reason of being too softly set up
for the dry conditions and the Brabham by
having its BMW boost-pressure held down
in the interests of fuel economy. With
refuelling forbidden and the BTS2 tank
being below the maximum permitted
capacity, Piquet was having to run on
restricted boost and power to make the fuel
last the distance. Nonetheless both he and
Prost were driving hard and Warwick was
doing a good job staying in front of them.
Rosberg was driving brilliantly and had
settled into a very consistent rhythm once
the track had dried out all round, and
Laffite was holding station some thirty
seconds behind. After being passed by
Cheever’s Renault, de Angelis stopped at
the pits for more Pirelli tyres, pretending
they would make an improvement to his
poor progress, which they didn’t do, and
meanwhile Warwick’s Pirellis were working
admirably. Patrese in the second Brabham
was still working away to overcome his

the Citroén suspension units collapsed.

At just over half distance, on lap 43 1o be
exact, Rosberg had an anxious moment
when his Cosworth engine missed a beat
three or four times and then cut out
momentarily as he dived into the swimming
pool corners on the harbour front. He just
had time to think “Oh ****1” when it cut in
again and ran perfectly for the rest of the
race. Laffite was not so lucky, for he missed
a gearchange as he ended lap 53 and as he
started on his next lap he knew it was not his
fault, for something had broken internally
and though he got back to the pits his race
was run. Meanwhile the battle for third
place had become very heated for Warwick
and Piguet had caught Surer, and the
Arrows, Toleman and Brabham were nose
to tail. Prost was having trouble finding
fourth gear and had dropped back, while
Rosberg’s slight hesitation in his rhythmic
progress had allowed Patrese to get by the
Williams and on to the same lap, though
Tambay was still a lap behind, but going
very fast and smoothly. A piece of the
complicated rear aerofoil on the Ferrari had
broken off, which changed the “trim” of the
car slightly, but Tambay was easily able to
allow for it.

As Surer was completing lap 49 Warwick
was looking for a way by and Piquet was
watching the two of them. Both drivers were
driving hard with more at stake than ever
before, and the inevitable happened. Surer
inadvertently squeezed Warwick over to the
left as they passed the pits and then when
braking for the St. Devote “chicane” from
130 m.p.h. the Toleman hit the Arrows and
punted it into the guard rails. Surer was out
on the spot while the Toleman bounced off
into the rails and wrecked its left rear
suspension. While a smiling Nelson Piquet
went by into third place, soon to become
second place when Laffite retired, alas poor
Warwick limped round to the pits to retire
from his moment of glory. As he did so de
Angelis was back in the pits with the
Lotus-Renault for more Pirelli tyres and as
he set off again a drive-shaft broke which
saved everyone a lot of embarrassment.
Meanwhile the Pirelli engineers were
looking at the tyres on the Toleman, which
had been driven hard, and were delighted

with their condition. Patrese had recorded
fastest lap of the race, improving on
Tambay’s times, but then had to stop for a
tyre change and this let the Ferrari by into
fourth place for the Frenchman’s speed had
carried him by Rosberg, to be on the same
lap as the leader. After his stop Patrese’s
BMW engine coughed and died, then
picked up again, and then died altogether
with a malfunctioning in the fuel system.

With the end in sight Piquet wound
things up for a couple of laps and snatched
the fastest lap from his team-mate, but could
not make any impression on the flying
Rosberg, so settled back in second place a
comfortable few seconds ahead of Prost.
Only four cars completed the full 76 laps,
Rosberg winning in 1 hr. 56 min.
38.121 sec. having driven hard the whole
way, so much so that he had blistered his
hands and was very relieved to be able to
stop, but it was a fine example of his tenacity
and enthusiasm and a well deserved
“gambler’s win”. He was followed home by
Piquet, Prost and Tambay on the same lap
so it was Williams-Cosworth V8,
Brabham-BMW 4 cyl., Renault V6 and
Ferrari V6, an interesting result for the
Golden Book, but one that bore little
resemblance to reality.

The remaining three runners were
Sullivan (Tyrrell), Baldi (Alfa Romeo) both
of whom had had non-stop runs, and Serra
(Arrows) who had stopped to change on to
“dry” tyres. All three were two laps behind
the winner, but at least they had kept off the
guard-rails and clear of trouble, unlike many
others. The Monaco GP is invariably
unpredictable, but this year it excelled and
while the Williams team were grinning at
each other, Ferrari, Renault and Brabham
were looking a bit miserable, realizing they
had “goofed” in more ways than one.
Arrows and Toleman were thinking “well at
least we were right in there for a bit” while
the McLaren International team were not
looking at anyone. They had gone off to cry
in their beer. It wasn’t a memorable race
because of the motor racing but it will
become memorable because of the weather
and in a few years time we shall say *“. . . do
you remember when Rosberg and the
Williams team. . . .” — D.S.].

WHEN the first Grand Prix of San Marino
was mooted for 1981 a lot of people scoffed
and said it was absurd for the uny
Principality near the Adriatic coast to have a
Grand Prix on the International Formula
One calendar. You can hardly drive a Fiat
Panda round the mountain-top town, let
alone race Grand Prix cars round it, but the
San Marino Automobile Federation had no
intention of holding their Grand Prix in the
ancient city, they planned to use the Imola
Autodromo between their Principality and
the town of Bologna, and to get the
Automobile Club of Bologna to run it for
them. This year saw the running of only the
third Grand Prix of San Marino, but the
whole affair has taken off so well that you
would think it was the 30th. It is like the
Austrian GP when it was held for the first
time on the newly-built Osterreichring, it got
off the ground immediately, and the San
Marino race at Imola has done the same
thing. It is all a martter of having the right
ingredients, the right reasons for the event,
the right circuit, the right atmosphere, the
right organisation. The third Gran Premio
San Marino was a superb event. Grand Prix
racing is alive and well and lives in Italy.

Although we have had Formula One races
already this year in Brazil and California
they can never witness a total commitment
by the teams as they are too far from the
home base. The French GP at the
fgatureless Paul Ricard circuit recently was a
bit unreal and you felt that most people did
not really believe they were back in Europe,
but by the end of April when official practice
began on the Imola Autodromo everyone
had their feet firmly planted back in Europe
and there was a very exciting atmosphere
about. the pits and paddock on Friday
morning as engines were warmed-up, tyres
fitted, adjustments made to aerodynamic
tweaks, refuelling and wheel changing
€quipment set up, spare engines unloaded
and new designs of tyre assembled.

A quick look down the row of large and
well-equipped pit lane garages showed that
the three Ferraris (065, 064 and 062) all had
the neéw rear suspension that appeared
b; iefly in practice at Brands Hatch, and has
since been thoroughly tested at Fiorano, Spa
and Imola. This has wide-base wishbones
and an inboard mounted spring uhnit
Operated by a pull-rod working on a
SWinging link on which the spring is
Mounted. The whole affair is much more
ngid and controllable than the old
rocker-arm system and provides improved
geometry to keep the tyres in better contact
With the road. The cars were carrying
Enormous rear aerofoils and had huge

breglass air ducts to the front brakes as
raking on the undulating Imola circuit is of
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A HUGE crowd, estimated at 111,000, at

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prime importance.

In the Brabham pits was a brand new
BTS52, number four, which was destined for
Patrese, while Piquet had BT52 / 3 and
number one was the spare car, Stll with
carbon-fibre brake discs the cars had extra
air ducts to the rear ones, these being
clipped onto the normal cooling ducts.
Renault also had a new car, RE40 / 03 for
Prost, the Frenchman’s Paul Ricard-
winning car taking on the position of spare
car for him and Cheever, the prototype car
RE40 / 00 being scrapped. The ATS team
were finishing off a new car for Winkelhock,
to the same design as the previous car, with
carbon-fibre composite monocoque and
BMW turbocharged engine, but a bit lighter
overall by attention to details; this was
D6-02.

Surprisingly the Arrows team found the
menocoque of Serra’s car, which went
upside down at high speed in practice for the
French GP, almost undamaged and the
whole car was rebuilt and back in service. At
the end of the pit lane the Osella team,
under the direction of Tony Southgate, were
finishing off a new car made from old bits
for Ghinzani. The whole point of this
project was the V12 Alfa Romeo 3-litre
engine supplied to Enzo Osella by Auto
Delta, complete with gearbox, transmission
and rear suspension, which Southgate had
grafted onto one of the old Osella aluminium
monocoques as a test-car, before embarking
on a new one., With three spare Alfa Romeo
V12 engines in the van it was probably a
better bet to have obsolete Italian engines
than obsolete Cosworth engines.

All the other teams seemed to be in good
order, Lotus with their two Renault V6-
powered cars for de Angelis and the two
Cosworth-powered cars for Mansell, with a
DFY unit standing by to replace the DFV,
while McLaren had three DFY engines for
Lauda and Watson, but only as a stop-gap
until the Porsche turbocharged engines are
available. The Toleman-Hart team had
revised their suspension front and back, to
give more travel and the engine in
Warwick’s car was Brian Hart’s latest with
two sparking plugs per cylinder; the normal
one in the centre of the combustion chamber
and the second one between the two inlet
valves lying almost horizontally in the side
of the monobloc casting. These extra plugs
were fired from a second distributor on the
back of the engine, below the normal one.
The electronic fuel injection system was the
work of Hart and Lucas.

Judging by the quantity of tyres about the
place Goodyear, Michelin and Pirelli were
not pulling any punches and their
competitive battle was as hard as that of the
engine manufacturers. In spite of what some
people think about handling, road-holding,
aerodynamics and driver skill, the engine of
a Grand Prix car is still the most important
part, other factors merely being used to try
and make up for an engine deficiency. Imola
is the spiritual home of Ferrari, the
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ALAIN PROST was fourth quickest in practice and drove his Rmull into second place not qmzte finding the

Jform he showed in the French GP.

Autodromo being named after Enzo’s son
Dino, and it is only 55 miles from Maranello
so it can be considered to be the heart of
Ferrari country. From the word go it was
clear that Renault, BMW and Alfa Romeo
were out to trounce the cars from Maranello
on their home ground. The Alfa Romeo
team, run by Paulo Pavanello’s Euroracing
team, were a bit like a ship without a captain
as the Frenchman Gerard Ducorouge had
been sacked from his position as team
co-ordinator following the fiasco of the
exclusion of the Cesaris’ car at the French
GP practice reported last month. However,
there was no shortage of Alfa Romeo
mechanics and staff, nor of the compact V8
turbocharged Alfa Romeo engines.

When the Friday morning test-session
began at 10 a.m. the Autodromo was still
damp from heavy overnight rain and as
everyone was geared up to test various types
of dry-weather tyre, there was not much
enthusiasm to start. As the weather was
warm and hazy, conditions began to
improve and activity soon began, only to
stop very abruptly for Patrick Tambay when
his Ferrari died with electrical trouble.
While he waited for the spare car to be
adjusted for him he must have thought
“Paul Ricard all over again”, especially as
Arnoux was circulating in the other Ferrari
without any bothers. By 11 a.m. testing was
in full swing and everyone was out on the
track, and the scene was becoming very
clear; it was going to be a battle of the
industrial giants with the small-time
special-builders like Williams, Tyrrell and
McLaren with their 3-litre Cosworth V8§
engines being lucky to see which way the
last turbocharged car went. For the really
small teams like Theodore, RAM-March,
Arrows and Ligier they could only hope to
try and keep up. However, a pleasant
surprise was to see the Swiss driver Marc
Surer in the leading Arrows A6 up with the
“professionals”, on sheer driving ability and
enthusiasm for the Imola circuit, for it is one

of those circuits on which a fast lap makes
the driver very satsfied that he has
accomplished something worthwhile,

In the afternoon conditions were good
when the timed qualifying hour got under
way at 1 p.m. With only two sets of tyres
allowed to each driver and some of the
special Goodyear ones only good for a single
flying lap, drivers can take their time about
deciding when to go out and they all try to
pick a time when not too many slower cars
are out there. After his morning troubles
Tambay went out early, simply to get some
mileage, and Surer went out promptly to
post a good time before the traffic got too
thick. Warwick was all set to have a real go
with the Toleman fitted with the
dual-ignition Hart engine when he was
forced back into the pits with a loss of
turbocharge pressure. The connecting pipe
to the intercooler had split and there was
feverish activity to replace it. While this was
being done he went out in the spare
Toleman-Hart but that developed an oil leak
so his second lap of the afternoon, with the
engine misfiring, had to count for qualifying
and that put him in tenth position at the
back of all the big factory turbocharged cars.
Toleman were not the only team in trouble
for Tambay’s Ferrari engine blew up and
the spare Ferrari was not running cleanly s0
he could qualify no better than fifth, while
Arnoux had the fans cheering loudly with
fastest time of the afternoon in 1 min.
33.419 sec., an average speed of just over
120 m.p.h. round the exciting little circuit.
But engine trouble was not confined 1o
Ferrari alone, for Patrese had to take the
spare Brabham when his own car’s BMW
engine broke, and de Angelis had to take the
spare Lotus-Renault when the engine in his
number one car wrecked a turbocharger;
but not before he had set his best time in it.
In the Alfa Romeo camp there was also
turbocharger trouble, these units being
made by Alfa 'Romeo themselves,
incorporating many design features from
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KKK and Garrett but even so de Cesaris
and Mauro Baldi were well in the hunt.
Anyone who thought the obsolete
Cosworth-powered brigade were going to
put up some opposition to the new engines
were sadly disillusioned, for there were
turbocharged engines in the first ten cars at
the end of the qualifying hour, and some of
them had recorded their times in far from
100% condition. The order was Ferran,
BMW, Renault, Renault, Ferrari, Alfa
Romeo, Alfa Romeo, BMW, Renault and
Hart, in respectively, Ferrari, Brabham,
Renault, Renaulr, Ferrari, Alfa Romeo, Alfa
Romeo, ATS, Lotus and Toleman and there
was still another Toleman and another
Brabham that were out of the running for
the moment. While some drivers and teams
were worrying about the situation, Surer
had got on with the job and got his Arrows
A6 at the head of the 3-litre brigade, in
eleventh place overall. It was all getting very
Serious.

Anyone not knowing would have thought
Saturday was race day, the crowds were
enormous and 90% of them seemed to be
waving Ferrari banners and many of them
still believed that Ferrari No. 27 belonged to
Gilles Villeneuve. Most race organisers
would have settled for this crowd on race
day and considered their event a success,
burt this was only the second day of practice
at Imola. Conditions were warm and sunny
and the morning test session saw not only a
lot of activity but also a disproportionate
amount of mechanical mayhem. Nobody
was actually flying off the road, though there
were a few harmless excursions here and
there, but Patrese had to change over to the
Spare Brabham again when his own car
broke a drive-shaft. Guerrero had a similar
happening on his Theodore-Ensign and with

1€ spare car a non-runner he was forced to
SIt In the sun. Rosberg was in the spare
Wllhams, which is the latest FW08C, while
his own car had the rear springs changed,
Lauda went out in the spare McLaren and
de Angelis used his second Renault-powered

Lotus 93T with a normal rear aerofoil in
place of the four-bladed one. Giacomelh
abandoned his Toleman-Hart out on the
circuit when the oil pressure failed and
Warwick’s dual ignition engine wasn’t
working properly. Mansell was using his
Cosworth DFY engine as was Watson, and
Lauda had one in his number one car, but
didn’t rate it much of an improvement over
a good DFV. The Williams team were
remaining faithful to their John Judd
developed Cosworth engines for Rosberg,
rather than the new Cosworth works engine.
Arnoux’s Ferrari broke its engine and there
was some feverish work to install another
one but the Renault team seemed trouble
free and were getting on quietly juggling
with all the variables in preparation for the
qualifying hour in the afternoon.

While all the hangers-on, non-workers
and party-goers had an early lunch the
garage/workshops were a hive of activity as
engines were changed, parts replaced, tyres
were sorted out, gearboxes were checked
and so on, as mechanics and engineers did
their utmost to get all the cars in good fettle
for the handful of qualifying laps their
drivers were going to do between 1 p.m. and
2 p.m. The Toleman garage was a sorry
sight with only the spare car complete and
plans were laid for both Warwick and
Giacomelli to use it to make their lap time
for the starting grid, with the Englishman
obviously having the first go. In the Alfa
Romeo garage de Cesaris had opted to use
the spare car from preference, burt all the
other teams had got their drivers in their
proper cars. The fact that none of the big
works teams sent a car out when the circuit
was opened for qualifying indicated that
something was in the wind. The Renault
team were still in the shade of their pit
garages as was the Ferrari team. The BMW
engines were being warmed-up at a constant
4,500 r.p.m. making their harsh crackle
from the megaphone exhaust pipe that is
characteristic of the Munich engines, and
the Alfa Romeo garage seemed to have a

thousand people in it, all milling around the
two drivers.

There was such a tenseness in the air that
it was obvious we were in for some very
short, but very sharp action, and the
thousands of Italians in the grandstands
opposite the pits seemed to sense it as only
Italian racing enthusiasts can. Various
people were putting in lap times in the 1
min. 35 sec. bracket, which was of little
interest with pole position standing to René
Arnoux’s Ferrari in 1 min. 33.419 sec. from
the previous afternoon. Then Arnoux left
the pit lane and the crowds buzzed with
anticipation, and burst into cheering as the
loud-speaker announced a time of 1 min.
33.007 sec. on his first flying lap, a new
pole-position time. His next was | min.
33.102 sec. and then he returned to the pits.
Ferrari had played their first card. Piquet
then went out and did 1 min. 33.988 sec. as
if to give notice that the BMW powered
Brabham was not to be overlooked, and
Patrese followed with 1 min. 33.799 sec. as
another warning. Tambay took his Ferrari
round for two comparatively quiet laps in
the 1 min. 34 sec. bracket and then flashed
round in 1 min. 32.603 sec., a new
pole-position time and Ferrari first and
second. The excitement among the public
who- were being kept well informed by the
loud-speakers was visibly growing. Piquet
went out again as Tambay was on his
slowing down lap and then there was
pandemonium around the pit area for
Tambay's Ferrari was seen heading up the
pit lane with smoke pouring from the
right-hand exhaust pipe, indicative of a
melted piston at the least. To add to this
disaster Piquet put in a lap in 1 min. 32.784
sec. and he had split the Ferraris, the
Munich men were all smiles, Cheever had
plaved the first card for Renault with a good
lap in 1 min. 33.450 sec., but it was not good
enough, and Prost had yet to make his first
run. Patrese now recorded 1 min. 32.969
sec. to back up the Brabham team leader
and the order was now Ferrari, BMW,

PATRI CK TAMBAY was ousted from the front row of the grid but drove a good race, hampered towards the end by a slight musfire. His success, “for Gilles”, delighted the

talian fans.
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BMW, Ferrari with pole-position time
standing at 1 min. 32.603 sec. to Tambay.
Renault now wheeled Prost out on his first
set of tyres and he did a lap in 1 min. 32.401
sec. to put himself on pole, and the battle
was now well and truly on. Piquet went out
on his second set of tyres and snatched
pole-position from Prost with a lap in 1 min.
32.148 sec. and followed it with a second lap
at a searing 1 min. 31,964 sec.; BMW on
pole position from Renault, with Ferrari
third, the noise was getting louder. All this
time Arnoux was sitting in his Ferrari in the
shade of the pit garage, while next door the
spare Ferrari was being made ready for
Tambay as he still had a set of tyres to use.
Arnoux was wheeled out on his second set of
tyres and the crowds erupted, everything
hung on the little Frenchman, the whole
honour of Italian motor racing was at stake.
Away went number 28 with Ferrari flags and
banners waving all round the circuit and
shouts and screams and applause, Arnoux
wouldn’t let them down. Suddenly there
was a deathly hush. Instead of accelerating
past the pits and grandstands at over 150
m.p.h. the Ferrari was nosing into the pit
lane. There was no consternation, just a
complete silence, the silence of utter
disbelief. Engineer Tomaini plugged his
intercom connection into Arnoux’s helmet,
mechanics poured water over the tyres to
lower their temperature, a few more litres of
petrol were put in the tank, some minor
adjustments made to the mixture controls
and then the engine was started and Arnoux
set off again and the crowd breathed again,
very noisily. Next time all was well and the
Ferrari went by on full song, the speed-trap
timing indicating all but 152 m.p.h. as he
gathered speed round the long left-hand
bend after the pits. Arnoux didn’t need any
encouragement, but he got it nevertheless
and as he flashed by the pits again the
Longines timing equipment recorded 1 min.
31.238 sec. (over 123.5 m.p.h. average
speed). All hell broke loose and if you
weren’t waving and cheering you were liable

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to be crushed by those who were. But it
wasn't over, Prost still had another set of
tyres, as did Tambay, and while the crowds
were still waving and cheering for little René
Arnoux, the phlegmatic Prost improved on
his own time with 1 min. 32.138 sec. to take
third place and then Tambay was away in
the spare Ferrari, and once more the crowds
demonstrated their enthusiasm for Ferrari.
It was the car that mattered, not the driver,
two Ferraris on the front of the grid was
what they all wanted to see, regardless of
who was driving them. Arnoux had gone out
on the one-lap duration Goodyear tyres, in a
do-or-die attempt, and he had do-ed,
Tambay was more cautious and had opted
for normal Gooedyear qualifying tyres which
gave him a possible two attempts. He
recorded 1 min. 31.967 sec., only
three-hundredths away from the BMW
time, but it was his final shot and he had to
be content with third place. Brabham and
BMW had split the Ferraris and though
Maranello were on pole-position they had
been really pushed by the might of Munich
and Billancourt. Try as they might Alfa
Romeo never got a look in and the
“customer” cars of BMW and Renault, in
the shape of Lotus and ATS, were right up
behind this homeric battle of the giants.

Teams like Williams, Tyrrell, McLaren
and Toleman could only watch with their
mouths open in awe, while the little amateur
teams felt like weeping and going quietly
away. The 1983 season has only just begun
and the works teams were going hard at each
other like we haven't seen for a long time. In
the shadows were men from Porsche and
Honda who watched it all with very serious
expressions on their faces!

If the organisers had said “That’s 1t, it is
all over we've cancelled the Sunday
actvities”, no-one would have complained,
no-one would have gone away feeling they
had been cheated. Everyone had had their
money’s worth, but the organisers didn’t say
that and through the night cars poured into
the area from all directions and a crowd of
110,000 was estimated to be assembled
around the 5 kilometre circuit. After a drive
round in the early morning with Derek
Ongaro, the FISA track inspector, I would
not argue with the estimate, and there were
some superb spectator vantage points on the
sides of the hills through which the circuit
runs. The morning had started with clear
blue skies, but before the warm-up
half-hour began some ominous clouds had
appeared, but the rain kept away and the
cool atmosphere was absolutely ideal for
racing.

There is little doubt that Ferrari use
special tweaked-up engines for practice and
qualifying and they often blow apart,
whereas their race engines are models of
reliability, and there was an air of
confidence about the team. BMW knew
they had got the red cars on the run and
Piquet and Patrese were completely
confident in Gordon Murray's sleek

Brabhams, the Brazilian out to win yet again
on this circuit that he likes and the Italian
out to win on his home ground even though
he would be labelled a traitor if he did so.
The Renault team had had so few problems
in practice, apart from not being fast
enough, that they were not over-confident
for the race. Alfa Romeo were thrown into a
panic during the warm-up when de Cesaris
had the throttle pedal stick down and skated
off the road on the uphill Acqua-Minerale
corner and rolled the car upside down onto
the wall of old tyres. This was the spare car,
and it was only damaged superficially so it
was dusted down and repaired in time for
the race. The ATS team had intended to
race their new car but the fuel tank sprung a
leak so they were kept hard at work
fettling-up the old car for Winkelhock, The
Toleman team were still in twouble for
Warwick’s twin-plug engine was still having
electrical trouble due to a fault somewhere
in the chassis installation, so he was going to
have to race the spare car. On the previous
afternoon this car had broken its differential
output shaft after one flying lap so
Giacomelli did not get a drive, but even so
he had qualified comfortably with his Friday
time. The new Osella-Alfa Romeo V12 was
too new 1o even qualify, but Fabi Junior had
qualified the Cosworth DFV powered car.
Piquet felt his BMW go off-song and the
Brabham was snatched away to have a new
engine installed, while he went out in the
spare car and before the end of the half-hour
Prost’s Renault died on him with the
injection pump seized up, but a new one was
soon fitted when the car was towed back 10
the pits. With the first five rows of the grid
occupied by turbocharged 1%:-litre engined
cars, two Ferrari, two Brabhams, two
Renaults, two Alfa Romeos, and one each
from Lotus and ATS, the Cosworth brigade
were wondering why they were there. With
120-degree V6 from Ferrari, 4-cylinder from
BMW, 90-degree V6 from Renault and
90-degree V8 from Alfa Romeo there was
more than enough technical interest for
most people, and by mid-season they should
be joined by 80-degree V6 engines from
Porsche and Honda.

There were small Formula car races and
saloon car races to keep the enormous crowd
amused, but in reality they were happy
enough with their wine and picnics in the
pleasant  countryside, waiting  with
anticipation for the sort of race that
Saturday’s qualifying had suggested. They
were not to be disappointed. At 2 p.m. the
pit lane was opened and you did not have 10
look to known that a Ferrari had accelerated
away, the noise from the crowd told you
that, nor did you have to look to see that it
was Rosberg on his way with the Williams,
the whistles and cat-calls told you that. Italy
hasn’t forgiven him for punting Tambay’s
Ferrari out of the lead of the Long Beach
race. Afraid that somebody might have an
unfair advantage everyone who was in with a
chance, and some that weren't, were
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planning pit stops for petrol and tyres,
Ferrari, Brabham, Willilams, Renault,
Lotus, Alfa Romeo and Ligier all being
geared up for stops, starting the race on soft
sticky tyres and with only 25-27 gallons in
the tank instead of the maximum permitted
55 gallons. In consequence of this the pit
lane was kept commendably clear of
unnecessary people, including some
sponsorship people who seem to think they
own Formula One!

After the clouds of midday the sun had
returned, but not with unbearable heat so all
was set for a good race, but not for everyone.
As the cars completed their warm-up lap
and assembled on the grid a plume of smoke
was seen heading for the pit-lane and under
it was the Lotus 93T/1 of Elio de Angelis,

the Renault engine had devoured a

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turbocharger before the race had started, as
it had done in Brazil. The Lotus mechanics
hurriedly wheeled the spare car 93T/2 onto
the grid and a dejected de Angelis
transferred himself to it. As it was not fitted
with a large quick-action petrol filler the
idea of a rapid pit-stop had to be abandoned
on the spot. Away they all went on their
parade lap, following Arnoux’s red Ferrari,
while the crowds cheered and waved. While
the two Ferrari drivers knew who was being
cheered some of the other drivers must
have been thinking that they would
put a stop to the cheering if they possibly
could. One of these was Nelson Piquet, in
second position on the grid. All twenty-six
cars arrived back in formation and lined up
in staggered pairs, the Alfa Romeo GTV fire
cars and the doctor’s 4001 Ferrari were in
place at the back of the grid, The red lights
came on, then the green and with a roar
twenty-five cars shot forward, the
twenty-sixth stalled. It was Nelson Piquet’s
Brabham-BMW on the front row on the
right and as he crouched down in the
cockpit waiting for a repeat of the ghastly
accident at Montreal last year, everyone
miraculously avoided the stationary car, and
each other. After everyone had gone the
start-line  marshals  push-started the
Brabham and with the BMW ¢ngine giving
the rev-limiter a hard time Piguet took off in
a cloud of smoke from spinning rear wheels.

It was “joy day” for laly all round the
first lap with Arnoux leading from Tambay,
Ferrari first and second, and again on the
next lap, with Patrese, Prost and de Cesaris
following. Cries of derision greeted the sight
of Cheever's Renault heading slowly into the
pits with smoke pouring from one of the
exhaust pipes. A turbocharger had
destroyed itself and Cheever was out on only
his second lap. Cecotto had also stopped on
the second lap to have his visor cleaned as he
had collected a lot of oil from Cheever’s
ailing Renault and that done he rejoined the
race. There was every chance that we were
in for a goodly bout of “rigering” from
Piquet as he made up for his muffed start,
but it was not to be for he had taken the fine
edge off his engine as he over-revved once he
got going, possibly damaging a valve seat or
valve tip, but whatever it was he could
barely match the pace of the leaders let alone
make up any ground on them. On lap three
the crowd became a bit subdued for Patrese
had overtaken Tambay's Ferrari, and on lap
six there was a stony silence round the
circuit for the Brabham-BMW driver
overtook Arnoux’s Ferrari and was leading
the race! You would expect the Italians to
cheer an Italian driver in the lead of a race in
Italy, but to the 100,000 and more at Imola
Patrese was a traitor, driving a foreign car
and actually leading the Ferraris. In Italy
drivers are relatvely unimportant, it is the
cars that count, and the red ones in
particular. Almost unnoticed Guerrero and
Sullivan had had a coming-together, leaving
the Colombian driver's Theodore flanged

along the guard rail and the American’s
Tyrrell still in the race. Alboreto came to
rest in the hills in the other Tyrrell with a
broken gearbox and a lap later Lauda joined
him with the front of his McLaren smashed
up, having made a mistake at the chicane on
the highest point of the circuit, and on the
same lap Cecorto slid off the track into
retirement. | he race had barely started and
five cars were out.

There wasn't much enthusiasm for
watching Patrese lead the race and no doubt
there were many spectators “putung the
evil-eye” on him as he went by in a safe and
secure lead. Arnoux was keeping the blue
and white Brabham in sight, but he was not
menacing it, and Tambay was dropping
back a little but was firmly ahead of Prost.
Then came de Cesaris (Alfa Romeo) all on
his own and already a long way back came
World Champion Rosberg in his Williams,
driving his heart out as always, passing
Baldi's turbocharged Alfa Romeo and
Winkelhock’s turbocharged BMW-powered
ATS that was proving to be a bit of a
handful, having been hastily built up during
the lunch hour. There did not seem to be
any solution to this unsatisfactory state of
affairs, but as all the front runners were
planning to stop for more petrol and new
tyres all was not lost for the huge crowd.

Arnoux was the first to stop, at the end of
lap 20 or exactly one third distance and he
was away in 16 sec., but it had dropped him
down to fifth place and given Patrese an
even bigger lead. Piquet in the other
dart-shaped Brabham-BMW  was stll
working his way through the field, but not at
an exciting rate and was now in eighth place,
behind de Angelis in the Lotus-Renault.
While Arnoux was regaining his pace
Giacomelli retired his Toleman when a
badly fitted bolt in the left rear suspension
sheared and about the same tme Corrado
Fabi spun off the road and out of the race.
All round the circuit the corners were
becoming covered with rubber chips off the
tyres, mixed with road surface chippings in
places, and any inattention on the part of a
driver, or misjudgement, could put a car
onto these “marbles’ and then all would be
lost. In the tume towards half distance not
very much happened at the front of the field
and Patrese held an untroubled lead from
Tambay, Prost, de Cesaris, Arnoux,
Rosberg, Piquet, de Angelis, Baldi, Laffite,
Watson and Mansell, all spread out with the
only excitement being a little scrap between
Watson and Mansell before they were
lapped by the leader. At the end of lap 27
Prost peeled off into the pit lane, followed
by de Cesaris, and the Renault team got
their man back in the race in 16.4 sec. but
the Alfa Romeo team took much longer as
their driver overshot his pit and had to
reverse back. These stops naturally let
Arnoux by up into third place but Prost
rejoined before Rosberg appeared, so the
order now was Patrese, Tambay, Arnoux,
Prost, Rosberg, de Cesaris, Piquet, de
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AN unhappy race for the Brabham team ended when Riccardo Patrese re-took the lead and prompily lefi he

road due to a driver erroy.

Angelis, Baldi, and Laffite, the rest now
being a lap behind. On lap 30 Rosberg was
in and out of the pits with more petrol and
new tyres in 14.1 sec., but even so Piquet
and de Cesaris went by while he was
stationary and on lap 32 Tambay was into
the pits. Petrol went in, the four wheels
were changed and he was away in 15 sec.
without losing his second place. On lap 34 it
was Patrese’s turn 1o stop and he misjudged
his braking and overshot by about three feet
which was not serious enough o jusufy
reversing but it meant that the 11 mechanics
who were poised and ready for acuon had to
move their positions. It still wasn't serious,
but then one of the air-lines to the
pneumatic wheel hammers was stretched
and pulled off its connection and though the
Brabham mechanics recovered the situation
very quickly 23.30 sec. had elapsed before
the car was away. This had let Tambay go
by into the lead and joy broke out again all
round the circuit, All eyes were on Brabham
number six to see if 1t was gaining on Ferrari
number 27, and almost unnoticed Piquet
made his scheduled pit stop in an incredible
11.2 sec. but even so it let de Cesaris by into
fifth place. Laffite had made his stop in 14.0
sec. and now the second half of the race was
being run.

While all the excitement of the pit stops
had been taking place Warwick had got off
line at the Rawvazza corners at the bottom of
the hill on the back of the circuit and had

fuel pick-up problem being aggravated by
centrifugal force in one direction only.
Although everyone was urging him on the
Brabham was closing relentlessly and for
three laps they were nose to tail. Then the
Brabham was alongside as they disappeared
round the very fast left-hand curve after the
pits to start lap 55 and with the Ferrari
engine misfiring at peak r.p.m. Tambay had
to resign himself to warching the BMW
M-Power car go by into the lead. Another
stony silence fell over the entre circuit.
Round the Tosa hairpin the Ferran lost
ground; it was all over and Tambay resigned
himself 1o second place for team-mate
Arnoux was a distant third, never having got
back into his stride after his pit stop, and
Prost was an even more distant fourth
struggling along with an engine that had lost
its sharp edge and a gearbox that was
reluctant to engage fourth gear. Evervone
else had been lapped by the leaders, even
World Champion Rosberg who was still
driving his heart out in the uncompetitive
Williams-Cosworth DFV.

Suddenly a cheer went up that Enzo
Ferrari must have heard in Maranello,
Patrese had crashed, unhurt but the
Brabham was a smoking wreck against the

tyre barrier on the outside of the Acqua
Minerale corner. Only three corners after
taking the lead Patrese had gone a fraction
too fast through the chicane at the bottom of
the hill, the tail had flicked right, he caught
it but it had then flicked left, he caught it
again but this put him off line for the uphill
right-hander of Acqua Minerale and he got
on the marbles and under-steered off into
the tyre wall and it was all over. Afterwards
a very calm Patrick Tambay said ‘he got
over excited”. While marshals were running
to the crashed Brabham and yellow flags
were waving Arnoux arrived, got off line
and spun off onto the grass, He kept the
Ferrari engine running, rolled down the hill
on the grass and rejoined the race, but not
before Prost had gone by into his third place
and Tambay had re-appeared to put him a
lap behind.

While the crowd waved and cheered and
feted Patrick Tambay all round the circuit
on his last five laps there was a lot of drama
behind him. The four-tier rear aerofoil on
the Lotus 92 of Nigel Mansell suddenly
broke off and sent the car into a series of
spins on the fastest part of the circuit and he
was lucky to escape unhurt when it crashed
into the barriers. Mauro Baldi’s Alfa Romeo
engine blew up and Winkelhock’s BMW
engine expired just as he started his
fifty-eighth lap. An expectant crowd waited
at the pits and start line area for the arrival
of the winner but he never appeared!
Arnoux arrived, Prost arrived, Rosberg
arrived and the tail-enders trickled in but no
number 27! The Ferrari had died half-way
round on the slowing down lap, apparently
out of petrol and eventually Tambay was
brought round in one of the Alfa Romeo
course cars and took his place on the
winner's rostrum with Prost and Arnoux
and the rejoicing began.

It took hours to get away from the circuit,
the traffic jams were unbelievable, but
nobody worried. It had been a great day, in
fact a great week-end — in truth a great
Grand Prix, and there could be more like it
later in the season. — D.S.].

An Important Trial —
75 Years Ago

I HAVE been reminded that it was 75 years
ago this month that an important trial took
place, which is usually regarded as having
set the seal to the fame of the Laurence
Pomeroy-designed 20 h.p. Vauxhall, which
led on to his renowned Prince Henry, 30/98
and other desirable Luton-built motor cars.
This was the RAC International Touring
Car Tral of 1908, which covered nearly
2,000 road-miles, and concluded with a
200-mile race at Brooklands Track. The
route passed through England, Scotland and
Wales and included some 20 miles of timed
hill-climbs.

We hear much about the Prince Henry
and Alpine Trials, but this British event has
been largely neglected. 1 have been
reminded of it because Maurice Plart,
author of that enjovable book “An
Addiction to Automobiles” (Warne, 1980),
thoughtfully lent me the Official Report
issued by the RAC after the event, which is
full of things of interest to the old-car world,
even if neither Vauxhall Motors nor the
RAC, as far as | know, intend to do anything
to commemorate the trial.

It is worth noting that at the time the
RAC was just as powerful a body as it is
today — His Majesty the King was its
Patron, HRH The Prince of Wales its
Vice-Patron, His Grace The Duke of
Sutherland, KG, its President, and it had an
influential Committee composed of the Earl
of Dudley, Lord Stanley, CB, Sir David
Solomons Bt., The Earl of Onslow, GCMG,
Lord Montagu of Beaulieu and 1two
commoners, Mark Meythew and C. D.
Rose, the former perhaps acceptable
because he was a Lt.-Col. in His Majesty's
Armed Forces, while Rose was an MP.

Anyway, the Trial was conducted with a
thoroughness which only such an
authoritative body and the more spacious
days of those times could ensure. Thirteen
well-known motoring personalities formed a
Trial Committee under E. B, Cozen-Hardy
and the SMM & T was represented by
Messrs. Austin, Coleman, Edge, Gascoigne,
Hutton, Instone, Jarrott, Claude Johnson,
Powell, Siddeley, Harry Smith, Sidney
Straker, Williams and Woollen. Four

time-keepers, Dutton and Ebblewhite
among them, and a dozen judges were
assembled and under the RAC's Secretary,
Julian Orde, separate officials looked after
the routes, the depots, the records, the
observers, who rode on each competing car,
and the Press. The event was intended to
find the best touring car in the eleven
capacity-classes specified, from among
“modern cars which have reached such a
pitch of excellence” that this arduous
method was considered justified. (I expect
the late Laurence Pomeroy remembered it
when he drew up rules for the VSCC’s
Pomeroy Trophy Contest, which had the
same aim.) Entries were received of cars
made in Great Britain, America, Belgium,
France, Germany and Italy, 41% of which
were foreign cars. The routes took in the
Scottish AC’s Trial and the Brooklands bit
was intended to simulate fast motoring over
Continental roads.

Of the 46 starters, 36 cars got as far as
Weybridge for the high-speed finalé on June
27th (for which fresh tyres were required)
having left the start at St. Albans on June
11th (no Sunday running) and gone as far as
Inverness in Scotland — I have studied the
route but cannot see where Welsh roads
were supposed to have come in, unless you
include stopping in Church Stretton. The
Straker Squire, Zedal, Thornycroft and
Lorraine-Dietrich which had arrived at the
Track were too far behind handicap on
marks lost on the road to be allowed to race,
the officials pointing out that, had they done
$0, Brooklands would have been needed for
two additiona! days! Cars had to carry a full
complement of passengers, lady drivers
were barred, and all stops, replenishments,
repairs, etc., were noted, making this a
complex feat of organisation.

Space does not permit of much comment,
except that the entrants ranged from a 6.2
h.p. £241 De Dion Bouton to a 59.5 h.p.
£750 Ariel, and that they used Dunlop,
Palmer, Clincher, Continental, Jenatzy and

Michelin tyres of from 750x85 to 920x120.
The observed hills included Cairnwell,
Finty, part of Cairn O’Mount, Trinafour,
Rest & Be Thankful, Dunmail Raise Pass,
Kirkstone Pass, Aston Hill, Hartley Hill
and Broadway Hill; apart from being timed
up these, any car that needed pushing was
disqualified.

Entry fees ranged from £51 to £60 per
class. The eventual class-winners to whom
great praise attached were De Dion Bouton,
Adler, Cadillac, Singer, Vauxhall, Talbot,
Adler, Armstrong-Whitworth,  Ariel,
Rolls-Royce and Ariel. The 20 h.p. £460
Vauxhall was deemed to have done
exceptionally well by winning Class E with
less than one-hour penalty, although the 30
h.p. Adler had lost only just over
half-an-hour, the next best being a Cadillac,
the worst a Singer with more than six hours
lost.

Percy Kidner's Vauxhall has been up
against Coventry-Humber, Talbot, Hill-
man-Coatalen, Daimler, Belsize, Benz and
Panhard-Levassor opposition.  Another
interesting class was that in which two 40/50
h.p. £1,184 Rolls-Royces met a Deasy and &
Lorraine-Dietrich. One Rolls-Royce was
withdrawn on the sixth day with a seized
piston, while the class-winner, driven by
Platford, had had its carburetter, coil, and
tappets adjusted and had required water. It
beat the Deasy by 44 miles, however. In
contrast, Kidner's Vauxhall lost no marks at
all for involuntary stops, the only
competitor to achieve this, although 2
Beeston-Humber would have equalled this
had tyre problems not intervened, _

Of their reurements, the 20 h.p. BC[H‘I?—C
had water in its cylinders, the Benz broke 1S
crankshaft, the White steamer’s differential
failed, the Deasy broke a back-axle ball-race€
and a Zedal was also withdrawn, while the
live-axle Panhard (the other was
chain-driven) dropped out at Brooklands
with water-system troubles, a Daimler \\'.llh
a broken universal-joint. Those disqualif
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for failing to get up a hill were a 13.9 h.p.
De Dion Bouton, the Hillman-Coatalen,
and a Star. The highest average speed of
those who completed the full 200 miles at
Brooklands was 62.7 m.p.h. by the 30 h.p.
Adler, the slowest 39.6 m.p.h. by the 24.8
h.p. Junior; the Vauxhall did 46.1 m.p.h.,
the Rolls-Royce 53.4 m.p.h., although
maximum top speed was not necessarily
used.

So this interesting test was a great
Vauxhall promoter but in a way a set-back,
not often quoted by historians, for the new
40/50 h.p. Rolls-Royce. — W.B.

V-E-V Miscellany. — Hastening to switch
off the television the other night as it started
a programme on Karl Marx or some such
subject, I was surprised to see some shots of
Edwardian Fiats under construction in
Turin and of a restored Fiat 501 being
driven round the roof-top Fiat test-track at
the factory there — something to do with
the Iralian industrial strikes of the early
1920s, and a reminder that the hiring of old
motor vehicles to film and TV companies is
big business these days ... Indeed, one
hears rumours of a TV programme on the
complete history of the motor car, to end all
other such documentaries, and another,
based in America, that intends to do a
documentary, or perhaps a drama, on the
life of Parry Thomas. One wonders whether
either will reach fruition? I mentioned
recently low-priced pre-war cars advertised
for sale in certain of the one-make Club
magazines; now | see that two pre-war
Vauxhalls, a J-saloon and a 1938 10/4 for
spares, were being offered free to members
of the Vauxhall OC. So there is little to
prevent keen DIY folk from getting on the
road in the older cars.

The Southern Counties HVPT magazine
reminds us that one of its members runs a
rare 1924 Palladium Victory tourer,
presumably the car [ used to see in Chiswick
IUSt'after the war, while its Newsletter for
April contained a photograph of four
pre-war Morris Eight vans used by the Milk
Marketing Board with a line of
petrol-pumps  dispensing Shell, Power
Ethyl, National Benzole, Esso Ethyl and
Redline behind them. Unusual commercial
vehicles on the market recently have
included a 1914 Pierce-Arrow and an FWD.
James Cheyne has won the Sammy Davis
M'-'mO_rial Award of the Aston Martin OC
for his articles on the Halford Special,
Published in their journal. Lea-Francis cars
are due to celebrate their 21st Concours
d'Elegance and driving-tests at Stanford Hall
on June 5th and Vauxhall National Day will
be held at the Vauxhall Motor Company’s
SPorts ground at Luton on June 12th, We
hear that the Railton OC is to be allowed to

ving-tests (not at Brooklands) will feature
on the Saturday, a perhaps optimistic hope
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being that some 47 Railtons will attend and
take part in a cavalcade from Brooklands to
Cobham on the Sunday morning.

I have just heard a rather delightful story
relating to Major Dick Schreiber, who was a
keen reader of MOTOR SPORT untl he
died about two years ago. Apparently he
always had a large car, a small car, both
open-bodied, a motor cycle, two dogs and a
horse. The large car at one time was a
Rolls-Royce Phantom I, on which he taught
his  soldier-servant to drive. This
Guardsman one day asked his master’s help
in choosing a car. “Of course”, was the
answer, with visions of having to find a
Morris Minor or something similar. But his
servant then said quietly that he would like a
40/50 h.p. Rolls-Royce but wondered
whether he would be wiser to start with a
Rolls-Royce Twenty. . . .

My recent reference to the Cheltenham
coachbuilders, Martin & Young, proved of
interest to George Gilbert of Cheltenham
Cameras Lid., who has sent us photographs
of other bodies made by this firm, including
the one on a 25 h.p. Talbot that I
mentioned, and others on 25 h.p. Vauxhall
and Rolls-Royce and a touring body on what
looks like a 14 h.p. Sunbeam chassis. There
15 also a coupé body on what could be a
Dawson chassis, and a view of the
coachbuilder's works, with a Prince Henry
Vauxhall, a Model-T Ford van and other
cars therein, although it is thought that only
about a dozen bodies were made there. Mr.
Gilbert goes on to say that Winchcombe
Street was once the centre of Coachbuilding,
with craftsmen wandering about from one
firm to another, while elsewhere 1n
Cheltenham Alfred Miles made fire-engine
bodies, until the business was absorbed by
Hawker-Siddeley. The long narrow building
used by Regent Motors was only recently
demolished to make way for the Plough Site
Development and was where the first
Gloster jet-fighter was assembled after a
bomb attack had damaged the Gloster
Aircraft works, says Mr. Gilbert. The WWI
hangar must have been unique in the centre
of a busy town; before it was demolished
Mr. Gilbert, who has photographed
Brooklands’ Re-unions from a helicopter,
took its picture from the air. A hangar once
at Brooklands is rumoured to be sull
standing, in the Bristol area, which in turn
reminds me that Owen Wyn-Owen, whose
road motoring fluctuates between his Speed
Six Bentley and a Chummy Austin Seven,
has made some more progress towards a full
re-build of the 27-litre Thomas Special
“Babs”, as the tail-section 15 now being
redone by Vintage Wings of Stockport,
leaving such items as the bonnet, wheel
discs, upholstery, and painting for
completion of the task. In connection with
the recent discourse on Club magazines, the
Spring issue of the Lagonda Club contained
a long and absorbing article about
experiences with all manner of these cars
from high-chassis 2-litre onwards, pur-

chased as used jobs and one made into a
useful farm wvan, and some fascinating
memories of what the Kew Service Depot of
Lagonda Ltd. was like under Major Oates in
the 1930s, before he, Ashcroft and
Brocklebank started to build Lagonda
Rapiers there. Bugantics continues 10
dispense Bugatti history and data, the latter
including information on Marchal lamps
and ball-bearings, in the Spring issue.

I hear that a replica 1923 French Grand
Prix “Tank” body is to be put on a Type 32
Bugatti chassis and that a Gwynne Eight
with racing disc-crankshaft may also be
rebuilt and given a body perhaps based on
that on the Gwynne that was burnt-out
during the 1927 200-Mile Race at
Brooklands. — W.B.

VSCC Racing in June

THE next set of points towards the 1983
MOTOR SPORT Brooklands Memorial
Trophy Contest, in which Nick Mason
(ERA and Bugatti) leads at present, will be
awarded at the Richard Seaman Memorial
Trophies Meeting at Oulton Park circuit on
June 11th. Racing, which will commence at
about 1 p.m., includes the two Seaman
scratch races over 16 laps each, one for
vintage, the other for pre-war racing cars,
with handicap classes, these being backed
up by a 16-lap scratch contest for Historic
racing cars. In addition, there will be some
shorter scratch and handicap races and the
now-traditional eight-lap scratch race for
500 c.c. racing cars. Altogether, a good
day’s sport for connoisseurs of this class of
motor racing.

Admission costs £3.50 per adult, £1.50
per child, with £2 extra for Paddock
admission but car-parking is free. — W.B.

A Flavour of Old Brooklands
— At BARC Thruxton on
May 2nd

LIKING the sound of “Brooklands
Raceday” which the BARC was holding on
Bank Holiday, we pointed the Alfa 6 in that
direction. Having been reading the Earl of
Cardigan’s “The Wardens of Savernake
Forest” (Routledge & Kegan Paul, 1949) in
which the author refers to his landing strip
at Postern Hill (from which he used to fly his
Avro 504, see MOTOR SPORT, November
1982, p.1494) we diverted on the way to
Tottenham House, now a school, to see if
anyone could point out the site of this
one-time private hangar and aerodrome, but
had no luck.

At Thruxton we found a new Press box,
confined to Track-pass holders to prevent
overcrowding, in front of which an
over-exuberant Lotus Elan driver got
sideways-on over the chicane-kerb and
rolled — which I mention only to praise the
quick work of the rescue-squad, which had
the driver out and walking to the ambulance
very promptly. . . .
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The race we had come to see was the
six-lap Brooklands Society Memorial
Trophy Handicap Race (curious that it is
still called a memorial trophy, in view of the
good news that soon Brooklands should not
require a memorial; nor should it be
confused with MOTOR SPORT’s far-older
Brooklands Memorial Trophy). There
should have been 18 runners but Wills’
Brooklands Riley 9 had run a big-end and
the ERA R7B (undated, with the driver
anonymous) was absent. No handicaps were
divulged, and coming after the 20-lap F3
race (which da Silva’s Ralt RT3 had won,
processionally and predictably, from
Brundle and Jones in these Ralts, the first
two Toyota-powered, the third home VW
propelled), the old cars looked very sedate.
This Brooklands race badly needs some
ERAs, Bugattis, Alfa Romeos and
Maseratis, to show the Thruxton onlookers

more what Brooklands was like . . . As it
turned out, with Willoughby’s AC looking
like a Track car (on lap one he grated his
gears changing down for the chicane,
presumably unused to a corner sharp
enough to call for a cog shift) only
Dunham’s Alvis really appearing and
sounding fast, and Threlfall's McDowell
looking more dirt than cement — and what
was a Treen Riley doing in a Brooklands
race? — Bugler’s 1937 Lagonda 1L.G45 had
no problems disposing of Di Threlfall’s
Lancia after three laps, but was second on
handicap to K. Fantom’s Humber 14/40,
with Willoughby in third place.

Before that we had watched ]. Foulston’s
McLaren M3D beat Wheatley’s BRM P145
and Thwaites’ Lola T212 to win the 10-lap
Atlantic Computer Historic GT
Championship by 11.48 sec. at 105.64
m.p.h. Atkins’ AC Cobra chalked-up

another victory for these cars in the .10-lap
HSCC Post Historic Road Sports
Championship which it took from Connel’s
TVR Griffith by 19.29 sec. at 85.14 m.p.h.,
with Gray’s well-driven Triumph TRS
third, and an exciting battle ensued in the
AMOC Thoroughbred Sports
Championship 10-lapper, between winner,
by 0.86 sec., Mike Salmon in Viscount
Downe’s DB4, and Woodcock’s Triumph
TR3. Behind, Duret retook Haynes on the
last lap, to get third place by 0.89 sec. Mike
Pendlebury then won another close race for
the HSCC Classic Sportscar Championship,
from Brindley, both in Lotus 23Bs, with
Bell’s ex-McLaren lightweight Jaguar
E-type way back in third place. Brian Cocks’
Lotus 30 was no better than 13th. Final note
— in deference to the Brooklands’
atmosphere the programme was priced at
13/- as well as at 65p. — W.B.

VINTAGE POSTBAG

Valves in Veterans
Sir,

I was most interested to read Kent
Karslake’s letter in your February issue
apropos the disposition of the valves in the
1902 Renault Paris-Vienna cars and the
ensuing Model K touring car. It all started
when K.K., who I respect as one of the most
able motoring historians writing in the
English language, wrote and questioned
whether I was right in suggesting, in
Autocar, that the Paris-Vienna cars had
side-valves, that is side-by-side valves,
because if so this would make it the first car
-to race with this valve arrangement. At the
time I was able to point out to him
something he had not spotted, namely the
discrepancy between the appendix and the
text in Rose’s “Record of Motor Racing”
where he records, “In the case of the
winning Renault, the engine was of 16-24
h.p., 100 mm. bore and 120 mm. stroke
cylinders, cast in pairs, mechanically
operated inlet valves. . . .”

Hugh Rose was an engineer, a very
observant one, and he would have
recognised the Renault valve arrangement at
once. Add to this the story I was once told
that Rose did not compile the appendix of
his book, relying on manufacturers for the
data, and you have further evidence to help
along Karslake’s supposition — 1 don’t
think he would want it to be more than that,
despite Bill Boddy’s remarks in your April
issue — that the Paris-Vienna cars could
have had mechanically-operated inlet valves.

My experience with the Renault Press
Office was the same as your own, namely
that the only photograph they had of the
Paris-Vienna car, which now resides in their
Pub Museum in the Champs Elysées, was of
the exterior. In these circumstances the only
solution is to go and see for oneself, which I
duly did. I can report that the engine has
atmospheric inlet valves and appears to be
contemporary with the chassis.
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Furthermore, through the good offices of
the Renault Press department, who tend to
be overworked rather than unhelpful, I was
able to make the acquaintance of the
estimable M. Gilbert Hatry who heads a
newly-formed Renault historical section at
Boulogne-Billancourt. He was good enough
to show me a copy of the deposition made by
Renault Fréres to the French Bureau des
Mines for the Paris-Vienna cars. This
document, a legal requirement at the time
for any new French model, gives a technical
description of the hardware and includes
external drawings of the engine. These show
it as having atmospheric inlet valves.

But I still wanted to see a contemporary
photograph of the engine. A search through
a vast archive in the Renault cellars failed to
produce one, nor did personal visits to the
historical section of the Automobile Club de
France and a day-long search through the
files of the Agence Violet. This missing
picture is the evidence we need. If it is
forthcoming, and publication of this letter
might just cause this to happen, we shall
know whether or not a Renault was the first
car to win a major race — the ACF count the
Paris-Vienna as their 1902 Grand Prix —
with admission controlled by mechanically
operated inlet valves. It was almost certainly
the first car to achieve this feat with internal
expanding brakes.

On page 264 of your March issue you
show a front view of a Mk. II 1Y%;-litre Aston
Martin.

BMW 399 was not just another Mk. II, it
was the first Mk. II we made and had quite
an interesting subsequent history.

I well remember taking it on its first
“running in” journey to the North and after
it was properly loosened up it became a
demonstration and test car.

Subsequently it was taken over by Bertelli
and became known in the works as “the

Blue Car”. Various things were tried out on
it including the original 2-litre engine, with
valves the same side as the 1'2-litre’s. I
suppose it was then getting about 95 b.h.p.
and was a very fast car. It could certainly
keep up with my 4/4-litre Bentley as Bertelli
and I proved several times.

Dick Anthony of Winter Garden Garages
was so impressed he persuaded us to fit a
similar engine in his competition Mk. Il
with which he did very well.

I wonder where BME 399 is now?

It was a Buckingham
Sir,

I can confirm that the photograph shown
on page 394 of the April MOTOR SPORT is
definitely a Buckingham and I can tell you of
its fate.

My late uncle, Frank Searle, who farmed
with my grandfather in Windlesham for
many years, acquired this car in 1926/ °27 as
a non-runner and despite his efforts he was
unable to get it to run properly. It was
pushed into the rick yard where it stood for
two years. One day, in joking manner, he
told me, a mere 13-year-old, that if I could
get it to run I could have it. After much
persuasion, my father, who at the time had a
garage in Bagshot, agreed that he would
look at the car and he did succeed in getting
it to run reasonably well, without resorting
to a major overhaul. For some four weeks I
drove it around the fields of the farm, but on
trying to drive it over a bank the chassis
broke and once again it was pushed into the
rick yard, where it remained until it was
broken up shortly before World War 2.

It was powered by what I considered to be
a massive twin-cylinder engine, and the
starting handle was located in front of the
rear offside wheel. The only satisfactory way
of starting it was to bring it up 0
compression, switch on, and give the handle
a smart snatch up. Swinging was highly
dangerous and to be avoided at all times.

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OLIVER BERTRAM’S MOTOR RACING

[Before his death in 1977 this very-well-known
and successful Brooklands driver and :valg-
record holder was prevailed upon by his wife
Jane to set down some notes intended to pave
the way for a book about his packed motor-
racing career. It now looks as if the book may
not find a publisher, but I am deeply indebted to
Mrs. Bertram for allowing me access to Oliver’s
reminiscences, from which this factual article
has been compiled, and for making available to
us his carefully-kept photflfnphic albums, from
which the accompanying illustrations have been
taken. It is also opportune in view of the fact
that another Brooklands Re-Union is due on the
last Sunday in June. — Ed.]

BORN in 1910, Oliver Bertram was brought up at
the family-seat in Derbyshire, where his first
driving lessons took place at the age of 12 in one of
the fields, at the wheel of a 1914 Humberette.
Bertram’s instructor was Slow, the family
chauffeur, who had been promoted from the
stables after the First World War. Slow obviously
disliked cars but was persuaded to look after the
family’s 1924 24 h.p. Durant tourer, in which
they covered 12,000 miles in two years, replacing
it with a 1925 Fiat 501 tourer, and later with a
1926 Essex, while there was a 1929 Ford
one-tonne lorry for estate-work. Needing a larger,
more dignified car, an old 1922 24 h.p. Wolseley
was acquired in 1929 and used until it was
supplemented by another Essex. In 193] these
cars were changed for a 1927 14/28 Morris-Oxford
saloon. Four years later a 1929 Chrysler 75 was
obtained, which was given away after serving the
Bertram family throughout the war. Bertram’s
grandmother possessed a 1909 Delaunay-
Belleville, which she had had imported from
France with a chauffeur-mechanic from the
factory to see that it ran properly. It had two

¢5, an open tourer for summer motoring and
I.llandaulette for when the owner was in residence
I London, rollers on the chassis-frame
facilitating removal and substitution of one or the
other. The body not in use would be slung in the

garage roof. Bertram scarcely remembered this
lady but did recall that on her death the old car
passed into his parents’ hands and wasn't
disposed of until 1924, when it fetched £20.

The young Oliver’s interest in cars was fostered
by being able to cover a considerable “unofficial”
mileage in the Humberette, on the deserted
Derbyshire roads of the 1920s, until he was old
enough to qualify for a driving-licence. It was also
kept alive by the cars of visitors on social
occasions. For example, Bernard Shaw used to
visit the Bertrams’ house, Shardlow Hall, where
Oliver’s grandfather, Sir Richard Sutton, was a
keen huntsman with the Quorn. Shaw's car is
recalled as a pale-brown AC Six coupé. The young
Oliver thought this one of the better, typically
English cars; for his mother the famous
playwright’s calls were less pleasing, because his
vegeterianism was a source of anxiety at
mealtimes. Another visitor was Cherry Garrard
who had been to the South Pole with Capt. Scott
and was author of the book “The Worst Journey
in the World”. He used to arrive in a fine 30/98
Vauxhall polished aluminium two-seater. Then
there were the Wilkinsons, who ran a 1921 Vinot
tourer. So, before he went to Stowe School,
Bertram was brought up in an atmosphere of cars
and high adventure.

Oliver Bertram bought his first real car from
Lesley Wyse of Barclay & Wyse in Great Portland
Street, spending £150 in the winter of 1928 on a
1923 OE 3098 Vauxhall, This was fairly
expensive at this time but Bunty Scott-Moncrieff
told him the sex-appeal of the exhaust-note was
alone worth the money! Bertram had never driven
such a powerful car before and he found that it
had poor brakes and was very prone to skid. On
his first run out of London he spun round at least
twice on the wet tramlines of the Edgware Road.
She was remembered as a car aggressive, rugged
and violent, a real challenge. The Vauxhall was a
source of constant thrills, and it taught the young
driver many things, such as never to use the
brakes unless proceeding in a straight line, or the

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starting-handle with the ignition advanced. It was
this 30/98 that instilled in Oliver Bertram a taste
for power and the first beginnings of his ambition
to race. By the time the next term at Cambridge
started, where he was reading Law, car and owner
were on polite terms. . . .

Prior to this, Oliver Bertram had tried his hand
with a 1927 Aero Morgan three-wheeler, the Fiat
501, and the Essex, and had used a 1925 18 h.p.
Overland for a while in 1929, before seeing the
light! There was also a 1922 18 h.p. Overland,
used for a time in 1930, but it was the faster cars
that appealed to him. In all, he drove six 30/98s in
competition events. His first one was KC 4559,
followed in 1930 by a 1922 E-type (TC 5918), run
stripped in some speed-events. He kept a
Wensum-bodied 30/98 for four days in 1931,
before acquiring a 1925 OE Velox tourer. Bertram
also borrowed cars from the 30/98 specialists,
Crackington Motors of Welwyn, and was lent
another by M. P. Reilly (YU 1414).

As first-year students were not allowed to drive
or keep cars in the precincts of the University, the
Vauxhall was garaged in Royston and only used at
weekends. However, encouraged by people like
Oscar Botina, who ran an elegant Delage reputed
to enable him to keep nights in both Oxford and
Cambridge, and Prince Chula who was driven by
his chauffeur in a Voisin, Bertram entered for the
1929 Inter-'Varsity speed-trials at Branches Park.
Opposition to the 30/98 was not formidable and,
as it ran well, Bertram had little difficulty in
winning the unlimited sports-car class and coming
second in the racing-car class. He and his
passenger returned home with a slight feeling of
anti-climax.

Bertram said this feeling was unjustified and
short-lived, because at Shelsley Walsh hill-climb
that year, although the 30/98 was placed third of
the Cambridge team in the Amateur climb, it was
well down in the list of good times. Then, at the
September Open Shelsley Walsh the 30/98 burst a
tyre, causing what The Motor described as “the
first excitement of the day™. It was unplaced (72
sec.), but its owner was beginning to learn that
driving ability was an essential part of success in
motor-racing. The next three years were to drive
this lesson home.

On returning to Cambridge in October 1929
Bertram encountered a fellow-undergraduate who
had spent a large sum of money buying a new
crankshaft for his Bugatti from Molsheim.
Horrified by the cost of repairs and haunted by
the fear of further expensive mechanical
calamities, he was quite willing to do a swop for
the 30/98, on which Bertram had also spent quite
a lot of money. Each thought he had out-done the
other and shortly afterwards the Vauxhall's
engine blew-up in a big way . . . The Bugatti was
a 1924 / 25 2-litre with the roller-bearing crank
and cast-alloy wheels. Bertram found it to be the
exact opposite to the Vauxhall — with its wonder-

fully-smooth  straight-eight  engine  (non-
supercharged) and superlative brakes and
road-holding. It was also sure-footed and

tractable, fast and safe. He entered it that
November for the CUAC speed-trials, again at
Branches Park near Newmarket, and took second
place in the unlimited racing-car class, to W. B.
Scott's GP Delage. It was now time to think about
racing at Brooklands.

But first there was, in 1929, the start of some
memorable Continental tours. It began on the
Boulogne boat, where they met Segrave with his
Renault 45 Weymann coupé. The famous
racing-driver invited the two undergraduates to
run with him as far as Paris but when Bertram
enquired as to the speed of the Renault and de
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Hane replied “About 112 m.p.h.”, they declined,
because the 37.2 h.p. Hispano Suiza Labourdette
boat-decked fabric four-seater they were using
was not happy over 20 m.p.h., although it cruised
easily at 60-70 m.p.h. Well-sprung and nicely
taut, it was safe in the wet, with “a dull 3-speed
gearbox but servo brakes”. Taking it easily 10
Paris they mnever saw Segrave again after
disembarking. There they spent a few days with
Don Allen and his friends at the “Maison Rolls”,
dining with M. Priere at the Escargot £'Or and
discovering in  the workshops an open
Rolls-Rovee Phantom [ that frequently did 90
m.p.h. on the road to Marseilles, the Phantom 11
with glamorous Hibbard & Darrin coachwork
belonging to Barbara Hutton's brother Frank,
and other fine Royeces with bodies bv Binder,
Chapron, etc., among the Silver Ghosts and
Twenties. In this Hispano, which belonged to
Bertram’s  fellow-undergraduate friend R. H.
Mallock. they went on 1o Tours, Biarritz, San
Sebastian and Barcelona, returning e Cannes,
Grenoble and Lyon, Bertram driving over all
kinds of roads, thus increasing his driving
experience,

Bertram, who already had a professional
approach to the Sport, wearing crash-hat, erc.,
now jomned the BARC, and was intrigued 1o
observe, from a respectable distance, the “greats”
like Evston, Cobb, Campbell, Don, Birkin and
Howe, etc. One of his ecarliest impressions of
Brooklands was seeing Campbell and Howe
lunching in the Clubhouse deep in conversation,
one the holder of the LSR, the other President of
the BRIDC. It wasn’t all that long before Bertram
joined the exclusive ranks of top-line Track
drivers, although his first three seasons at
Brooklands he calls “a catalogue of nondescript
failures™, largely due to not sticking to one car
and getting it properly prepared, the result of not
enough knowledge or money. He ran the Bugatti,
a Phoenix Park Brooklands model Riley Nine and
a 3098 Vauxhall. The latter two were slow and
taught Bertram nothing. The black Type 35
Bugatri was the fastest and best and taught him a

of the dangers of racing, when the tragic Talbot
collision occurred when he was travelling at some
90 m.p.h. about 200 yards behind the cloud of
dust denoting it. . . .

As some compensation for these Brooklands
disappointments, early in 1930 Bertram had run
his Bugatu in the CUAC speed-trials at Branches
Park and come third in the unlimited racing-car
class, behind Scott’s  little  Delage and
Spottiswoode’s Bugatu and that November his
30/98 won a Ist ¢lass Award in the Inter-Varsity
reliability trial. This must have encouraged Oliver
to enter for the MCC London-Exeter, in which
the Vauxhall got a gold medal.

The following two Brooklands seasons were
little better than the first. After the 30/98 had
managed to win the Resident Members' class at
the 1931 CUAC open speed-trials, placing fifth
among the racing cars, and had taken the big
sports-car class at the Inter-Varsity Ewelme
Down hill-climb, it was entered for the Easter
Brooklands races. The black OE Vauxhall had
non-started at the previous meeting, but now
managed a fourth place in the Mountain Speed
Handicap, lapping at 56.91 m.p.h. After an
interlude at Lewes, where it took a bronze medal
for 2nd place in its class in the speed trials, it was
unplaced at Brooklands at Whitsun 1931, but got
“round-the-Mountain™ ar 59.32 m.p.h. Taking 1t
to the BOC Chalfont speed hill-climb, Bertram
was 2nd in the big sports-car class. He then ran a
4.9-litre Sunbeam in the next Lewes speed-trials,
and was beaten only by Conan-Doyle in the
Frazer Nash “Slug”. S. C. H. Davis was then able
to get Oliver Bertram a drive in the BRDC 500
Mile Race, in an MG Midget, belonging to Lt
Clover, RN, which starting first on handicap, had
the Track to itself for what seemed a very long
time, running at around 85 m.p.h. on or well
below the 50-foot line, until it retired after 39
laps, with back-axle trouble. Bertram ruun-.h:d-e.ﬂf
the 1931 season with 1st class Awards in the BOC
Night Trial, the Inter;Varsity Trial and the
London Exeter, in the 30/98 and ran it in the
November CUAC Kimbolton speed hill-climb,
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taking 6th place in his class. There was another
Continental tour this year, too, in a lime-green
8-litre Bentley Park Ward two-door convertible,
which Bertram and Mallock took to Paris from
Dieppe and on to Cannes, Rome, Naples, Venice
and back va Geneva and Lyon.

In 1931, a 1926 Morris Oxford Tourer joined
the Fiat 501 and the family Morris Oxford saloon
as more staid road-transport.

In 1932 Bertram had a shot at the RAC Rally,
buying for the purpose for £16,10/- a 37 h.p.
straight-eight Packard, with which he finished in
106th place, out of 340. He had now graduated to
the rare 2.3-litre single-seater Bugatu, the
Campbell car, borrowed from T&T’s, and was
third in the CUAC Hexton Speed Trials behind a
big Mercedes and Fotheringham’s 2-litre Bugatti,
after getting away well but having some trouble
sorting out the gear-change. Back to Brooklands
at FEaster, the blue-bodied, vyellow-wheeled
Bugatti, a pig of a car to handle, lapped at 108.57
m.p.h. but failed 1o finish in the first three. In
fact, Bertram was reprimanded for getung in
Cobb's way at the Fork. However, the stalwart
Vauxhall secured a 1st-class Award for its driver
in the Inter-Varsity Trial of 1932, a bronze-medal
in the London-Gloucester Trial and a Premier
Award in the London-Exeter. A barrister
building up a practice had less time to devote to
motor racing but next year the tide would turn for
Oliver Bertram. Meanwhile, he had acquired a
1926 Phantom | Rolls-Royce Gurney Nutting
Weymann saloon and took it on an ambitious tour
lasting six weeks. He drove to Cannes, thence to
Venice, Fiume, Belgrade, Bucharest, and on to
Budapest, before returning home wa Freiburg
and Paris. One day it took some ten hours to cover
about 80 miles, without seeing another car. After
the Rolls had slid into a ditch near the Bulgarian

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frontier it was pulled out by oxen. It also had to
cross the river at Orsova on a makeshift raft and in
Bistritz it took 24 hours notice 1o get a bath, in
one’s room, behind green baize curtains, whereas
the Athenée Palace Hortel in Bucharest was very
comfortable.

Desiring to become a top-class Brooklands
driver, Bertram set about looking for a car that
would be too fast for him to blow-up, yet be a
potential winner on the Track and in speed-trials.
Road-racing cars were deemed too expensive, so
he concentrated on the most speed for the least
money. Several less exciting cars were available
but when John Cobb put the old 10%2-litre V12
Delage up for sale at £400, Bertram felt it was the
only possible choice. The price was raised by
selling the PI Rolls 1o a hearse-converter. (It was
replaced by a 1927 Lancia Lambda saloon.) The
Delage was collected with a number of parts and
spare wheels, from T&T’s and taken to Oliver's
Cambridge friend Robin Jackson in the Paddock.
It only remained for him to learn to drive it. It was
tried out in the 1933 'Varsity speed trials at
Gopsall Park and put up f.t.d.

With this very fast car Bertram proved his
worth as a skilled and brave driver. There is no
need to detail his many successes with it, because
these have been set out in my “History of
Brooklands Motor Course” (Grenville 1979).
Suffice to say that taking the Delage to the
opening Brooklands Meeting of 1933, Bertram
was second in two of the March Sprint
Handicaps. He was second in the Whitsun Gold
Star Handicap, second again in the Senior Long
Handicap at the Club Meeting, but retired from
the BRDC Empire Trophy Race. The August
Brooklands racing saw Bertram win the Senior
Short Handicap and come home third in the
Lightning Short Handicap. To prove his

—

versatility, and that of the old monster, Oliver
Bertram took the Delage to the Lewes speed-trial,
where he made 2nd f.1.d., to the Brighton
speed-trials, where he was second-fastest, rying
with Earl Howe's Bugatti, and to the Southport
Championship Meeting, where he set up a record
fastest speed on the sand, of 122 m.p.h., winning
the s.s. one mile race and the Championship race.
It was during the Whitsun Gold Star race that
Bertram came to realise the hazards inseparable
from driving such a quick motor-car as the
Delage. He came up to pass Wisdom in the
Leyland-Thomas on the Byfleet banking at over
130 mph, at a closing speed of some ten m.p.h.,
and there was very little space to overtake. As
Bertram did so the slipstream from the Leyland
shot him to within feet of the top of the banking
and only his instinctive action of pulling down
saved an accident. His friends were very alarmed
and Cobb thought Oliver had had it. Afterwards,
both front bearings were found to be broken!
The 1933 season was an excellent start in this
difficult motor car (the 10':-litre V12 Delage),
but 1934 was even better. Bertram again won both
the half-mile sprints at the first BARC Meeting,
was second-fastest at the Eynsham speed-trials,
took two “thirds”, one of them in the Gold Star
Handicap at the Whitsun Brooklands Meetng,
and really cleaned-up at August, winning the
Lightning Short race and being second in the
“Lightning Long”, third in the Brooklands
Championship Race, always with astute
Handicapper Ebblewhite to beat, as well as the
other competitors. The aged Delage also managed
third-f.t.d. at Brighton. Bertram had now arrived
as a recognised leading racing motorist but his
sportsmanship was such that he had a go at the
1934 'Varsity Trial in a Singer Nine, taking a
2nd-class award. The 1935 season commenced

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with Bertram driving an L-Type MG Magna
coupé in the CUAC “Jack & Jill” trial, finishing
25th out of 66 in the general classification.

He had also shared Kaye Don’s 4.9-litre
Bugatti in the 1934 “500”, a fast but not a very
easy car to drive, in Oliver's view. He kept it
going at over 120 m.p.h. but it had a habit of
occasionally jumping out of top-gear and after the
gear-lever had broken off it was found impossible
to hold the gear in, and they retired. But as the car
had a tendency to boil Bertram did not think they
would have finished, anyway.

Between the exciting and rewarding first two
seasons with the Delage there was relaxation in
the form of yet another trip with his friend
Mallock, this time to Orleans, Macon, Geneva,
Andermatt, St. Moritz, Merano, Venice, Trieste,
Fiume, Split, Dubrovnik, and back through
Milan, Stresa to Lausanne and Paris, this time in
a 38/250 h.p. Mercedes-Benz with an English
two-door drop-head coupé body. High-geared, it
would do about 105 m.p.h., at six to 12 m.p.g.
according to how much the blower was used,
compared to the approx. 12 m.p.g. they had got
from the Hispano and ten m.p.g. from the 80
m.p.h. Rolls. They shipped the car to Trieste to
avoid the very slow road along the Dalmatian
coast, after being in third gear for some 400 miles
on the run out, had to reverse at every one of the
47 hairpins on the Stelvio, both up and down, and
managed Geneva to Dieppe in about ten hours for
the 500 miles. On the first tour Mallock had run
into a horse-drawn vehicle near Naples, which
resulted in an altercation with armed police and
the Mercedes now ran into a bullock cart in Italy
and later knocked over five schoolgirl cyclists
when they turned across its path, they being
luckily unhurt. Player’s “Gold Flake” cigarettes
were found to constitute useful “tips” on these
travels!

Summing up the four fine cars used for the
tours, Bertram thought his Rolls-Royce the best
in terms of quality. The Mercedes’ performance
was not particularly good unless the supercharger
was used, the Bentley being the fastest, but it was
fairly useless in the Alps. The Hispano possessed
the best road-holding and it and the Rolls
required the least effort to drive.

While Bertram was using the big Delage at
Brooklands he had three 14/28 h.p. Morris-
Oxfords as hacks, a 1927 two-seater, a 1928
tourer, and a 1929 saloon, as well as a 1929 Essex
coupé and a 1930 De Soto saloon. The following
year (1934) he owned another Packard, in the
form of a 1930 saloon (GU 832), a Chrysler 65
coupé of the same age, a 1929 Chrysler roadster
(XV 500), and he hired a Singer Nine four-seater
for the Inter-"Varsity trial.

In 1935 he got a 1930 Lancia Dilambda saloon,
and for 1936 he had a one-year-old AC Six coupé
and a new Ford Ten saloon. Most of his cars, even
the racing Delage, carried BARC and BRDC
badges. By 1937 Bertram had changed to his
British Salmson d.h. coupé (DYW 122). He sold
this on the outbreak of war in 1939, which also
caused him to get rid of a new Cord saloon. A
Ford Ten Prefect saloon (FXB 179) served the
ex-racing driver throughout the first year of the
war and while he was in the Army he also bought
the first of three Ford Eight saloons, selling the
first one after a year but retaining the second one
for five years, until 1946, having acquired his
third Ford Eight the previous year. The return of
peace was celebrated by buying a Rolls-Royce
Twenty Salamanca cabriolet-de-ville,

Incidentally, as a change from Brooklands,
Bertram went with his Cambridge friend Andrew
Fairtlough, whom he used to help with the

organising of CUAC events, on the 1937 VCC
Brighton Run, in Dick Nash’s 1904
Panhard-Levassor, wearing “toppers” — for this
November outing was not taken as seriously in
those days as it is now; they got there first of their
group.

Reverting to Bertram’s motor-racing, in 1935 he
took the Delage to Brooklands, and was fourth in
the Short Handicap, and then ran it at the Syston
speed-trials, where by taking it comparatively
gently off the line and opening up round the curve
he was rewarded with f.t.d. in 28.86 sec., on his
afternoon run, after a little gearbox bother in the
morning, a very fine show from a purely
track-type car, which was using twin rear wheels.
Bertram also competed in Woolf Barnato’s
smart-red 8-litre Bentley saloon. Starting slowly,
it was fast and stcady at the bend, making
4th-best sports-car time (33.78 sec.)

Woolf Barnato who had been entering the
Bentley-engined Barnato-Hassan Special after
closing down his Bentley Motor Company, now
asked Bertram to drive this formidable
Brooklands car, another step forward in Oliver’s
career, as well as being a signal honour. At the
Easter Meeting he won the “Senior Short” with it,
and the “Lightning Short” in the Delage, and by
June had the Class-B lap-record at 137.7 m.p.h.
in the Hassan. As all this is recorded in my
Brooklands book and elsewhere, there is again no
need to detail Bertram’s very considerable
continuing successes with both cars. He took the
outright lap-record to 142.6 m.p.h. for Barnato in
1935, being the first driver to get round in under
70 sec., until it was broken by Cobb's
Napier-Railton, which was 16-litres larger. In the
1935 “500” the Barnato Hassan was leading until
the rough track split its fuel tank. There was an
Empire Trophy race when Bertram got 2 drive in
Prince Leningen's ERA but was delayed by
oiled-up plugs, finishing twelfth.

Reverting to the 1935 lap-record, Bertram had
gone down to the Track early for the August Bank
Holiday Meeting and on a practice spin in the
Barnato-Hassan, now  running  without
front-wheel brakes, found it smoother than usual
and never easier to drive. Before the Byfleet
banking was reached, the tachometer showed
4,000 r.p.m., which had never happened before.

This represented well over 145 m.p.h., a lap of
over 140 being confirmed by several of Oliver’s
friends. When racing started the car gave Bertram
an exciting ride, and as it came off the Members'
banking a tyre tread came off the o/s rear tyre,
causing a swerve to the outer edge of the Track, in
a cloud of dust. But the lap-speed had been 142.7
m.p.h. (The lap record stood at 140.93 m.p.h., to
Cobb). It had to be attacked on a clear course, so
it was decided to scratch from the rest of the
Meeting, and go only for the record. Hassan filled
engine, gearbox and back-axle with fresh hot oil
and off Oliver went, with Barnato and Andrew
Faitlough stationed at the Fork to signal when the
record had fallen. It fell on the first flying lap and
after one more Bertram returned to the Fork,
picking up Barnato, who perched himself on the
tail for the ride back in triumph to the Paddock.
Bertram found the Barnato Hassan Special a
contrast (o the Delage with its smooth
twelve-cylinder engine and precise handling.
Initially it felt ponderous, almost primitive, docile
admittedly at a crawl with the exhaust note a
rumble, but becoming alive at speed, and
although giving a sense of working well within its
potential, being hard on the arms due to the
front-end weight and big wheels. But it “really sat
down on the bumpy concrete surprisingly well”
and never gave Bertram a bad moment. He
recalled its failures with as much affection as its
successes — as when, shared with Richard
Marker in the 1936 “500”, a con-rod broke. . . .

Driving the Hassan at lap-record speed was a
feat of determination and skill. I wrote at the time
that it was “A very brave achievement, for the car
required driving the whole way round Brooklands
and called for wunerring judgment and
considerable physical strength if disaster was to be
avoided.” And Oliver Bertram was quite a slight
figure. He must have been very fit. He said that
one of the difficulties was getting onto the Byfleet
banking. Starting a race from the Fork he would
be in top gear before the end of the Home banking
and usually travelling at maximum speed by the
end of the Railway straight. After his first season’s
experience with the Delage, and later with the
8-litre Hassan, he could drive onto the Byfieet
banking without lifting his throttle-foot 2
fraction. It was then possible to keep flat-out until
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exhaust note that Howe also lifted-off at this
point, Taking the Fork was also difficult. In a
very fast car you had to drive so close to the sheds
that Bertram felt he could touch them if he had
put a hand out. Baulking was a major problem,
which the painting of lines at the Fork didn’t
altogether cure. Freddie Dixon was called before
the Stewards for having put his 122 m.p.h. Riley
over the black line and in the position Bertram ‘
wanted for the Hassan in the 1935 Gold Star race, .
causing Oliver to have to swerve to overtake on
the left before regaining the intended path, in a
slide and cloud of dust. Dixon was very annoyed,
saying he thought he was going to be given a
cigar, not a reprimand! He had been told he could
cross the black marker-line and under those
circumstances there was no way of avoiding
baulking between cars of lap-speeds varying by
some 20 m.p.h. Bertram concurred with this and
wrote to Sporting Life to say so. The bumps were
another Brooklands’ hazard and the concrete dust
made goggles essential and aero-screens desirable.
How did Bertram view his fellow drivers? He
though Kaye Don was the best he came up
against, sometimes taking Oliver by surprise by
: overtaking at the entry to the Byfleet banking,
with what looked like mere inches to spare from
the edge. Birkin he linked with Don, closely
followed by Eyston, Cobb, Froy and Staniland.
He thought Horace’s quote “Fustum et tenacam
propositi virum”™ applied to John Cobb, who was
calculating and shrewd, knew what his cars would
do, taking no chances but fully prepared to
exploit their performances. John was no courtier
\ of public adulation and was believed to dislike
Campbell because he was. He rather liked the

| image of a phlegmatic giant that he acquired,
enough to show slight irritation when little Kay
Petre more than equalled his speed in the Delage!
Bertram was not sure Cobb altogether approved

of his acquisition of the Delage, although Cobb
wrote him long letters of advice about how to run
it. Cobb was remembered as a large, unflappable,
genial character, dignified without being
pompous and with an air of authority. Bertram
also admired greatly Mrs. Petre. After he had sold
the Delage to the JRDC a slim two-seater body
was put on it, for instructional purposes. Kay
would let Oliver drive her round at over 135
m.p.h. without any apparent alarm. After she had
herself raced the old car so effectively she received
a letter of congratulation from Louis Delage.
Bertram always expressed deep gratitude to
Capt, Woolf Barnato for allowing him to be
“jockey” to the Barnato Hassan Special and to
Walter Hassan for building it and making it go —
Bertram having little mechanical expertise.
Barnato wired him asking if he would drive the
Hassan in the 1934 “500” but was committed to
sharing Earl Howe's Bugatti and the Hassan
wasn’t ready anyway. Bertram then wrote
enquiring if he might drive for Barnato and was
delighted to be accepted. He got to know the
millionaire very well. He was generous,
unflappable and a brilliant driver. He was also a
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marvellous host, at Grosvener House and his villa
in the South of France, where Oliver met the most

glamorous people in and outside the world of

motor racing. On the Riviera Barnato provided a
fast ChrisCraft motor-boat to transport his guests
to neighbouring islands, where swimming-parties
were held. It was accepted that swimsuits need
not be worn but it was the absolute
“rule-of-the-house” that personal remarks were
not allowed, as Barnato made clear to all his
guests . . . He gave Oliver a magnificent silver
cigarette-case to commemorate the lap record.
Incidentally, the big cars required about a mile to
slow down before a pit-stop and Barnato arranged
signals on the Byfleet side of the Track in long
races.

Bertram also knew Earl Howe, who “brought
an air of the MCC and the House of Lords” 10
every meeting he attended, a2 “blue”, not a
“yellow”, Lonsdale! Meeting after the war, Howe
confided in Bertram that his V12 Lagonda was
“an old-ladies’ car”. Bertram’s parents, by the
way, having been told that if he took care of his
cars they would probably take care of him,
regarded his racing with surprised but indulgent
resignation.

Bertram’s further fine performances in the
Hassan can be summarised as a first and a third in
1937, and two seconds and a third in 1938, broken
con. rods intruding. He was also third in the 1938
BRDC Trophy Race in the Hassan, hampered by
a gusty wind, and fourth in it at the Dunlop
meeting. In 1937 he had been unable to resist the
call of the Experts’ Trial, and drove a 1%:-litre
Singer, gaining a Finisher’s Award. While the
Hassan was being refurbished he also raced the
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Bentley-engined Bowley-Hofman, winning the
1938 Easter Short H’'cap with it. Bertram also
shared the Napier-Railton with Cobb in the 1937
BRDC 500 km. race. He drove it for the first time
a week beforehand, finding it quite unlike either
the Delage or the Hassan. It was much bigger and
heavier, and uncannily quiet at speed, only the
rush of the wind being heard at 2,000 r.p.m.,
equal to some 140 m.p.h. The lack of deceleration
on closing the throttle, due to the low c.r., was
disconcerting and you could not swing it about
like the other cars, but the ride was more
comfortable than on any other racing-car Oliver
had driven. They won the race at the dangerously
high speed of 127 m.p.h., but Bertram found it
“not particularly exciting”. Twenty vears later he
“drove” the car again for the BBC TV programme
about Brooklands.

Then there was the Match Race. It was to be
staged (the right word, as it happened!) at the
1936 Brooklands August Meeting, between
Bertram in the 8-litre Hassan and Cobb in the
4-litre V12 Sunbeam, over three laps for 100
sovereigns. Cobb was to have nine seconds start,
and he suggested that to provide a good spectacle
they should fake a close finish, splitting the prize
money. However, the Hassan developed trouble
the day before. Marker offered Bertram his
6'%2-litre Bentley. He was told of the decision and
agreed 1o take a third of the money. Ebblewhite
having reversed the handicap, Bertram now had
to ease up at the line to let Cobb win. He
confessed he had overlooked the “punters”, and
that he had to tell his friends not to place bets on
him! The ploy worked, fooling the commentator
and the Press (including me) and Bertram was

praised in the next day's papers for sportingly
pulling over to let Cobb win . . . (Some years later
he told the story of the race at a Club dinner, to
the consternation of certain members who had
organised this Match Race). On the same day he
proved his track-driving ability by covering two
successive laps at 119.43 m.p.h. in Jackson’s
1%2-litre Alta when finishing third in the Locke
King Trophy race,

By this time Bertram was a legal luminary and
he successfully defended Kay Petre at the RAC
inquiry under Lord Cozins-Hardy, after Parnell’s
MG had collided with her Austin at the Track.
After 1938, with the Hassan always out-
handicapped and its tyres costing up to £1,000 a
season, Bertram gave up racing.

During the war he worked in the Generals’
Department of the Army, with the rank of Major,
and had a part 1o play in the Nuremburg Trials.
And he afterwards went to live in Leicestershire,
hunting with the Quorn. Oliver Bertram will be
remembered as one of Brooklands’ finest amateur
drivers, who twice won the BRDC Track Star and
qualified for the BARC 120 m.p.h. and 130
m.p.h. badges (in the Delage), an intelligent man
who enjoyed this exciting relaxation, often in the
company of beautiful girls, and who was always
impeccably turned out. He was one of only three
drivers to officially lap Brooklands at over 140
m.p.h. It is nice to know that today his stepson
has similar ambitions — when I called he was
hard at work on his Weber-carburetted Mini.

Le Grand Prix de Belgique

THE NEW Spa-Francorchamps circuit in south-east Belgium, near
the German frontier, may be only half the length of the old original
one that dated back to 1922, but it has lost none of the character,
presenting a high speed challenge on public roads, albeit of a very
high standard of construction. Grand Prix racing in the grand
manner amid the forests of the Haute-Fagnes in the Ardennes,
returned on Sunday May 22nd and saw a battle of the giants as
Renault and Ferrari got to grips in a very serious manner. Friday
practice in fine weather saw Prost take pole position for Renault
from Tambay’s Ferrari, and Saturday’s practice in pouring rain saw
no change in the situation.

Race day was warm and dry and after a false start caused by
Laffite, Surer and de Angelis stalling their engines as the red
starting light came on, the race was reduced from 42 laps to 40.

The second start saw de Cesaris storm off into the lead from the
second row hotly pursued by Prost, Tambay, Arnoux, Piquet and
Winkelhock with the tenacious Rosberg hanging on to seventh
place. On the first lap Patrese retired when his BMW engine blew up
and the race was a clear cut battle between the big manufacturers
Renault, Ferrari, BMW and Alfa Romeo. They all made pit stops
for new tyres and petrol and the Renault team’s slick work gave
Prost the advantage which de Cesaris could not retrieve. In trying
desperately hard his Alfa Romeo engine succumbed leaving Prost to
an untroubled victory. Piquet had to relinquish second place to

Tambay’s Ferrari and then Cheever’s Renault when his Brabham
gearbox broke fifth gear, a very important ratio on this fast circuit,
and once again Rosberg drove his heart out to hang on to the factory
cars and came home fifth, followed more discreetly by his Williams
team-mate Laffite in sixth place.

For a change both Toleman-Hart cars ran faultlessly throughout
the race and finished seventh and eighth, Warwick passing
Giacomelli on the last lap when the Italian had a mild spin while
trying to challenge Laffite. After stopping at the pits to have a
broken fuel injection nozzle replaced Winkelhock had a narrow
escape when a rear wheel broke up. Arnoux went out with a broken
engine and neither the Team Lotus cars nor the McLaren cars were
ever in the picture.

The result of this first Grand Prix at Francorchamps since 1970
must surely augur well for the future of Grand Prix racing in
Belgium, and Europe for that matter. — D.S.].

Toyota’s Rally

Contender
FOR a country which has a reputation for high technology, Japanese

motor manufacturers are surprisingly conservative, particularly
when it comes to producing competition cars, At the beginning of
the rally season Nissan unveiled its first purpose-built rally car, the
240RS, which turned out to be extremely conventional with its front
engine rear wheel drive lay-out, the only concession to current
thinking being the adoption of turbocharging. Now Toyota has
released details of its new Group B car, the Celica Turbo which
again follows the same tried format as the Nissan 240RS. Not for
them the current vogue for Kevlar materials, four-wheel drive plus
out and out endurance type racing cars which exploit the FISA
alphabetical groupings to the full.

There is little doubt that the people who are ultimately
responsible for making the Celica Turbo work in rallying, the
compact multi-national Cologne based team under former driver
Ove Andersson, would have liked four-wheel drive. Andersson
makes no bones about the fact that he feels four-wheel drive is a
necessary factor for international successes. He in fact asked his
Japanese masters to provide him with a four-wheel drive lay-out, but
Japan insisted (as has so often happened in the past) that the car they
rally into the mid-eighties should use as many production related
components as possible. This makes life difficult for the ambitious
team manager, but the argument in essence is the whole raison d’étre
for rallying — a fact which is becoming lost in the million pound
budgets required for success in events at world level.

However, Andersson is nothing if not resourceful. Tantalisingly,
he promises that the Group B Celica Turbo is only the first step
towards something much more exciting, although he does add that
Toyota Team Europe will have to use this particular specification
model for at least the next two seasons.

The Celica Turbo was homologated into Group B in its basic form
back in March, the 200 production run being quickly snapped up in
Japan, but it is the 20-off evolution model which is the key to the
team’s aspirations. All things being equal the evolution version
should be accepted from next month.

In the meantime, TTE has carried out extensive testing in Greece
and the Nirburgring race circuit. Much effort has been put into
reducing turbocharger lag, the team having worked closely with
Nippondenso to produce an electronically controlled fuel injection
system. The engine itself is a 2,090 c.c. version of the familiar
twin-cam two-valve per cylinder Toyota engine which has been the
backbone of the company’s efforts with Celicas over the years. With
a KKK rturbocharger set at a maximum one bar boost, it now
produces up to 340 b.h.p., but a more realistic figure for every day
rallying is 326 b.h.p.

The problem for TTE is getting this power onto the road. In
conjuction with Hewland they have developed a special five-speed
gearbox for the evolution model, but apart from this novelty the
Celica Turbo still has a well tried Salisbury rear axle held in place by
coil springs and four-link system. With around 300 b.h.p. rgaching
the two rear driven wheels, Andersson is very aware of the tyre wear
problems, and much time has been spent with Pirelli working on
suitable compounds.

Taking into account FISA’s turbocharging 1.4 co-efficient, the
Toyota’s engine capacity is technically raised to 2,926 c.c. which
brings it into the 3-litre class which has a minimum weight limit of
960 kg. Currently, the Celica Turbo evolution car with its steel and
glassfibre body weighs around 1,020 kg, but the team is sure that
this can be gradually reduced.

The Celica turbo should make its competition début on the Mille
Piste Rally in France at the start of next month. It will be driven by
long time Toyota supporter and former World Champion Bjérn
Waldegédrd who has been responsible for much of the initial testing.
Homologation permitting, the new car will then be scheduled to
appear on the World Championship 1,000 Lakes, Ivory Coast and
RAC rallies when Waldegird will be joined by fellow Swede Per
Eklund. — M.R.G.

treatment which I personally didn’t care for,
but the high standard of the internal suede
velour and ambla trim was certainly very
impressive. There is a wide transmission
tunnel inside the Tasmin and, although the
seats are quite comfortable, large people will
feel slightly pinched between it and the
doors once on the move. There really isn't as
much room for shorter drivers who not only
find themselves too close to the steering
wheel, but also too close to the five-speed
gearchange which sits high on the
uansmission tunnel — one silly by-product
of the adoption of the Capri's excellent
five-speed box is that when fifth is selected,
there isn’t sufficient room to insert or
withdraw a tape from the stereo unit, but
then perhaps this is only a minor point! Of
course, the gearchange movement 1is
excellent and the pedals are nicely spaced in
the footwell, although I was conscious that
the clutch pedal was rather suff. |
subsequently had an unfortunate experience
apropos the clutch, for as I went to change
down from fourth to third on one
particularly quick corner on my “local lane”
the pedal suddenly went limp and all
semblance of clutch operation then
vanished. Fortunately the Ford five-speed
box is very amenable to clutchless changes
and I successfully returned the car home
without having to stop. Subsequent
examination by the very obliging
representative sent out by Bridge Motors, of
Bocking, Essex, the local TVR dealer,
revealed that the clutch cable had popped
out at the clutch end. Apparently standard
2.81 Capri clutch cables are employed, but
slightly shortened for use in the Tasmin:
this one seemed to have more slack in it than
usual, probably helping 1t to become
dislodged over a particularly bad bump.

This Tasmin coupé had done just over
5,000 miles when it came into our custody
and, although the engine displayed all the
smoothness and  responsiveness  $0
characteristic of Ford's injected V6, 1t
certainly didn't pull anywhere near as well
as my regular 2.8 Capri. This was
interesting since a couple of weeks earlier 1
had sam led a low-mileage press fleet Capri
2.8 five-speed with less than 5,000 miles on
the clock, and this, too, declined to rev. as
freely as my own well-used 35,000-mile
example. It should be possible for one of
these V6s to pull 5,500 r.p.m. in top with no
drama, but I found the TVR really reluctant
to get up towards this figur® in fourth, let
alone in fifth. I can only conclude that these
engines needs the best part of 10,000 miles
to loosen up and perform at their best. Have
readers any similar experiences on this
subject, I wonder?

Straight line performance, of course, is
highly impressive. Even allowing for this
slight tightness, the Tasmin rocketed from
rest to 60 m.p.h. in less than eight seconds
and an impressive lack of wind noise
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THE Tasmin's stumpy mtl c(mcea!s a generous luggage deck.

cruising at around 100 m.p.h. a relaxing
experience, rather more so than in the
Capri. Front suspension i1s by means of
upper wishbones, stabilised lower lever and
coil springs with trailing arms and coil
springs at the rear The rack and pinion
steering is nicely weighted and positive with
3.7 turns lock-to-lock and a turning circle of
31.5",

The Tasmin 1s quite responsive (o
changes of direction and the stiff suspension
endows it with very little roll. But, really,
the ride is firm to the point of being harsh,
There is a fair amount of kick-back through
the steering on rough roads and the whole
car shudders if you ride even a moderate
bump at any sort of speed. This is an area
where Lotus leaves its rivals for dead, giving
the lie to the notion that high standards of
cornering ability must be achieved at the

expense of ride comfort and wheel
movement. From this point of view,
certainl , the Tasmin was extremely

disapointing, even though on smooth
surfaces, and even in the wer, the car’s
overall balance and agility, given smooth
throttle operation, makes it a pleasure to
drive.

Visibility i1s reasonable, the windscreen
swept by an efficient single wiper which
covers a commendably large area of the
screen, but I must say that I had an unusual
amount of trouble judging the car’s width at
speed. The bonnet line drops away quite
dramatically towards its front edge, which
doesn’t help matters, but rearward visibility
is quite adequate, helped by an extra glass
panel running the width of the car
immediately below the sweeping rear screen
which lifts up to allow access to the large,
fully carpeted, luggage deck. The exterior
appearance is enhanced by specially
designed TVR cast alloy polished wheels,
with a five stud fixing, and 205/60 VR 14 low
profile Dunlops complete the package.

Internal instrumentation includes a batch
of nicely marched, extremely legible circular

dials in the walnut-trimmed, recessed fascia
panel immediately in front of the driver.
The 160 m.p.h. speedometer is com-
plemented by a rev.-counter red-lined at
6,000 r.p.m. with matching, smaller,
gauges monitoring fuel contents, water
temperature and oil pressure. There are
ashtrays in the doors, a vanity mirror in the
passenger sun vizor, a quartz clock and
warning lights dealing with the handbrake,
low brake fluid level and the ignition.

The heating and ventilation system 18
what one might describe as adequate: as on
the convertible we tried, there’s no problem
heating the occupants but obtaining 2
supply of cooling air to the interior was a
full-time business for the fan. The two
75-watt halogen headlights are housed in
retractable pods at the front of the bonnet,
this system fitted with a fail-safe system that
leaves them raised rather than lowered in the
event of a power failure. The windows are,
of course, electrically operated, which is just
as well bearing in mind the relatively narrow
passenger compartments on either side of
the transmission tunnel.

The average fuel consumption for the
duration of our test was 24.4 m.p.g., which,
given the two inter-connected 7-gallon tanks
mounted ahead of the rear axle line, allows
around 300 miles motoring between refills.
Carrying a tax-paid price tag of £13,824, this
is an expensive car which has one or (wo
impressive rivals nestling round it. I feel
that it is necessary to point out that the
Lotus Excel costs £14,273 and the Porsche
944 £14,462, the former offering a much
better ride than the Tasmin and the latier
the sort of proven longevity which virtually
makes it a “best buy” without question. The
TVR Tasmin Series Two coupé offers
motoring in a distinctive style to the
marque’s loyal clientele. But it does not have
the cachet of either of its WO
aforementioned rivals, npr the advantage of

selling at a sigmficantly lower price. :

A little book that gave me more pleasure
than anything I have read for a considerable
time is “'Rolls-Royce — the formative years,
1906-1939"" by Alec Harvey-Bailey. It forms
the first of an “Historical Series” on which
the Rolls-Royce Heritage Trust has
embarked and while it covers much-trodden
ground it does this in such an authoritative
and clear manner, with well-chosen
illustrations, that it should be read by all
true R-R believers. But it goes beyond that.
The author, “A.H.B." at Rolls-Royce, was
with the company for 42 years and his
father, “By” to Royce, was there before
him. So this really is authentic history,
covering the cars and the aero-engines. But
there 1s more again, i.e., the fascinating
anecdotes and personal reminiscences of the
author, and one is now avid for more of
these — in the R-R EC magazine perhaps?

In the little book under review, which is
actually as reprint of a lecture Mr.
Harvey-Bailey gave to the R-R Heritage
Trust, he concludes the car-section by
remembering some of the better average
speeds achieved by Rolls-Royce and Bentley
cars before the war. Such as Lord Hives
doing West Wittering (after a visit to Sir
Henry Royce) to Derby in the early morning
in under four hours, Derby to Marble Arch,
London, with the later Bentleys in just over
two hours being commonplace, and Royal
Redgates on the AS 1o the Derby factory
occupying about 32 minutes for the 29 miles
of this narrow, cambered, corner-infested
road. “By" is remembered as doing the 148
miles from Kingston-on-Thames to Derby
in a 3%2-litre Bentley in 2 hr. 48 min., this
taking in a tear-up with a supercharged
Auburn Speedster until the American car
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gave up, involving Towcester to Redgates,
42 miles, in 37 minutes.

Harvey-Bailey also remembers his father
getting from Stamford to Grantham in 1920
in a 40/50 h.p. Rolls-Royce in 18 minutes,
and being able to beat the Manchester-
London express train from Matlock to
Derby after the advent of R-R servo four-
wheel brakes, but not in the two-
wheel-brake days, largely on account of time
lost then in slowing for the S-bend over the
River Derwent on the A6. Harvey-Bailey’s
own best used to be Buxton-Derby in 31
minutes, in a Bentley, at night. Sleator’s
great run at over 62 m.p.h. from Paris to
Cannes in a Van Vooreen M-series Bentley
in 1939 and Stanley Sedgwick’s fine
performances are also recalled, like the
latter’s Dunkirk-Marseilles-Dunkirk in a
Rolls-Royce Corniche at better than 76
m.p.h., using the Autoroutes. Great days,
long since evaporated in bureaucratic
vapour. . . .

One awaits with impatience further
published lectures of this kind, which are to
include Alec’s “The Merlin at War”, “Sixty
Years of Bristol Engines” by Gordon Lewis,
“In the Beginning — the R-R Manchester
Days” by M. H. Evans, who is Chairman of
the Trust, “The Rateau Case” (super-
charging?) by Harry Pearson, and “Early
Days at Barnoldswick™ by Jim Boal.
Meanwhile, the aforesaid first book is
available, to those who mention MOTOR
SPORT, for £3.75, post-free from Richard
Hough, Librarian, Rolls-Royce Limited,
PO Box No. 31, Derby, DE2 8B].

The two
Lancia-Martini entries had practised well,
their tyre problems were solved, and for the
opening dozen laps of the 1,000 kilometre
race they romped away from the Porsche
956s, making the best use of their rain tyres
on the damp circuit. A stop to change to
slick tyres, favoured from the start by most
teams, put the Lancias down the order, then
at quarter distance they both stopped with
serious overheating problems which led to
retirement.

After that it was simply a question of
which Porsche would win, and that issue
was in doubt all the way to the finish. In the
end the Rothmans-Porsche works car got
the upper hand, driven by Derek Bell and
Stefan Bellof, taking the flag 53 sec. ahead of
the Marlboro-Porsche of Bob Wollek and
Stefan Johansson.

The Lancia team came to Silverstone in a
hopeful mood, believing that the tyre
problems which ruined the début had been
overcome. Tests at Ricard had shown that
the tyres were underinflated, and were being
rubbed by the carbon-fibre ground effect
ducting on either side of the gearbox.
Practice showed that temperatures were still
0o high, though lowered by fitting titanium
heat shields behind the turbochargers (in
close proximity to the tyres), and by
reducing the camber angle. Not until near
the end of the final practice session was it
found that increasing the toe-in angle
brought the temperatures right down to the
correct level, and the Pirelli engineers could
relax at last.

Stefan Bellof, new to the Porsche works
team and paired with Derek Bell, put the
number two car on pole position with an
all-out lap in 1 min. 13.15 sec. (144.29
m.p.h.) which was more than two seconds
faster than Ickx, Wollek, Bell, Mass and
Alboreto managed. Up to then they had

N content with their practice laps in the
1 min, 15 sec. bracket, which compared well
with last year's pole time of 1 min. 16.91
SeC., though there was a suspicion that
Bellof had turned the boost up for his quick
lap. Stefan Johansson took Wollek’s car out
In the dying minutes of practice to record

second fastest time in 1 min. 15.10 sec.

Piercarlo Ghinzani was fifth quickest in
the second Lancia ahead of Fitzpatrick /
Hobbs (Porsche 956), Schickentanz / Merl /
Heyer (Porsche 956), Lammers / Boutsen /
UOS[d (Porsche 956), and Alan Jones
making his endurance racing début with
Vern Schuppan in the Kremer Porsche 956.
The lightened and more aerodynamic Aston
Martin Nimrod driven by Ray Mallock and
Mike Salmon was 15th fastest , 1.6 sec. faster
tshan the brand new Aston Martin Emka of

teve O’Rourke with Tiff Needell and Jeff
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From the rolling start the Lancias swept
into the lead on their rain tyres, Alboreto in
the lead on the first lap then Ghinzani taking
charge for the next ten. The Porsches were
very tip-toe on their slicks, Bell being
harried and even touched by Larrauri’s
Lancia LC1 (last year’s works car with
coupé bodywork), and Jones worked his
way up from seventh place on the opening
lap to third place by the sixth tour. By then
the Lancias were out of sight, 23 seconds
ahead, but as the racing line dried Jones, on

intermediate rubber, reeled them in.
TREENEE Y »
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After 16 laps the Lancias had both been in
to have slick tyres fitted, and Jones went
into the lead for five laps. Now Mass and
Bell were closing on the Australian as their
slicks warmed up, joined by Wollek
recovering from a spin, and they soon
pushed Jones down the order.

Last year’s race, the début for the Porsche
956, was spoiled by the fuel regulations.
This year they had the same ration of petrol
(600 litres) but the race was reduced to 1,000
km., which meant that the cars could be
driven much harder. After the first pit stops
it was clear that the race would be
dominated by the two works cars and the
Marlboro car, already a lap clear of the two
Lancias, Jones / Schuppan, Lammers /
Boutsen, and Schickentanz / Heyer / Merl.
The gap continued to increase, but all the
while the three leading cars were rarely more
than 20 seconds apart.

Lancia’s hopes died when Patrese stopped
at his pit on lap 47 with a serious
overheating problem, followed eight laps
later by Fabi in similar trouble. Due to an

installation fault both Lancias had too much
pressure in the cooling system, which was
rebuilt by the mechanics. It took an hour to
do the job, by which time the race was only
of academic interest for the Italian team, and
the cars were sent out again to set the fastest
lap before retiring.

At half distance Ickx led Bell by 5.9 sec.
with Wollek another 6.5 sec. in arrears, and
it was still anyone’s race. Then, after the
next pit stops, it was Bellof in the lead from
Johansson and Mass. Quickly Mass set
about closing on Johansson, when a heavy
rain shower at the far end of the circuit made
conditions treacherous. It was not the young
drivers who succumbed, but Mass who took
a wide line at Club to pass Johansson and
steered straight off the road, through the
catch fencing. Truffo’s Lancia LC1 was hit
by debris and also crashed, this being the
last Lancia left in the race.

Lammers and Boutsen consolidated third
place though inconvenienced by finding
third gear difficult to select, Jones /
Schuppan dropping back a little due to a
punctured tyre. Mallock hit a rabbit, or a
hare, travelling at top speed in the Nimrod
and needed to have the shattered front
corner taped up, dropping out of seventh
place for a while. The Emka fell back from
ninth place when the rear wing support
collapsed, but was running well in 13th
place until a rear wheel bearing failed on the
final lap.

After Mass’ exit from the race Johansson
began to fall back from Bellof, troubled by
understeer, and team chief Reinhold Joest
gave the Swede a signal to increase the boost
to 1.3 bar, worth another 30 b.h.p. It was
enough to narrow the gap again, but not to
take the lead.

When it was his turn to drive, Wollek had
the additional problem that the throttle
return spring had weakened and was not
responding as it should. Even so he kept
Bell’s lead to eight seconds when the last
refuelling stop was due, so the final stint was
a straight fight between the two Stefans.

Bellof drove quickly and sensibly to
extend his lead, Johansson unable to attack
because of the poor throttle return which
was too much of an embarrassment at an
average of 125 m.p.h. The gap extended to
53 seconds at the finish, after five hours of
racing.

Porsche’s tally of 40 points after two
rounds looked commanding against Lancia’s
three, the Italians having a lot to do for the
rest of the season if they are to crack the
German domination. In the driver’s
championship Wollek leads with 35 point
ahead of Boutsen on 32. — M.L.C.

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INTERVIEW

Brian Henton

AT thirty-six-years old, Brian Henton can
probably best be described as one of
international motor racing’s  eternal
optimists. Over the past 12 years he has won
championships in Formula Vee, Super Vee,
F3 and F2, but always seems to have been
thwarted in his efforts to establish himself in
Formula One. Last year, as Michele
Alboreto’s partner in the Tyrrell line-up, he
demonstrated a solid consistency which, in
other circumstances, might have resulted in
his hanging onto the drive for another year.
But Henton had no financial backing, no
good connections, which might have helped
him keep the drive. Yet, after having his
hopes dashed yet again, he surfaced once
more in an F1 car at this year’s Race of
Champions: having raised sponsorship to
hire one of Mo Nunn's Theodore N 183s for
this non-title thrash, he opened a few eyes
by keeping up with Alan Jones’ Arrows A6
in the early stages and finishing a worthy
fourth, ahead of Raul Boesel’s significantly
better financed Ligier JS21.

It was way back in 1970 that Henton took
the advice of his journalist friend Andrew
Marriott, formerly MOTOR SPORT’S
Assistant Editor, and began making what
seemed wildly optimistic predictions about
his future achievements. “It was art the time
that Cassius Clay was using that approach in
the boxing world,” grins Brian, “and
Andrew told me ‘what you've got to do is
make absolutely outrageous statements and
then make it happen’. So when I’d won the
Formula Vee championship I stood up and
said that, by 1975, I would be in F1 with one
of the best teams in the business. I then
moved heaven and earth to make it happen
and | think the whole business gave me
some credibility as well as providing me
with a goal to aim for.”

Henton's path to Lotus lay via F3, in
which he won one of the 1974 British F3
championships at the wheel of a works
March after starting out in his own GRD the
previous season. “I really was riding high on
the hog until 1975 when I met Colin
Chapman and he put me firmly in my
place!” recalls Brian. “At the start of the
1975 season I'd done a deal to loan March’s
development chassis 752, but the chance of
driving for Lotus came in the middle of the
season. They really had their problems at
that time and Jacky Ickx had just been
released from his commitment with the
team, by mutual arrangement, and I was
eventually signed at the British Grand Prix
to take his place.”

Like so many decisions in motor racing,
however, timing is of crucial importance,
and Henton is adamant that he arrived at
Lotus at the wrong time. By that he doesn’t
simply mean that Lotus fortunes were
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running at a low ebb, but the fact that he
probably wasn’t quite ready to handle such a
high-pressure situation.

“Up to that point I'd always had to fight
for everything. I didn’t take no for an
answer and, although 1 was quite old in
years, I was quite immature in terms of
approach. I'd done a lot of testing in the
works F1 Marches at the time, and there
was a chance that I could have done some
races with them, but when I arrived at Lotus
I got all the sales talk from Peter Warr. We
sat in his office and looked round the office
walls at the pictures of various Lotus
winners over the years and Warr turned to
me, saying ‘Brian, there are 51 Grand Prix
victories represented by these pictures, and
yours could be the 52nd . . . now, tell me,
how many Grands Prix have March won?’

“Anyway, at the end of the day we went
back to Peter Warr’s house, and his wife
cooked us steak and chips, and eventually he
said ‘Right, Brian, this is it’. They allowed
me fifteen minutes in his study to ring
anybody I wanted to before I had to make a
decision one way or another. In the end I
agreed and one of their neighbours came in,
in his dressing gown, to witness the
contract!”

Brian drove a total of four Grands Prix as
a Team Lotus member before deciding to
quit the team at the end of 1975,
Admittedly, the team was going through
hard times, but Henton by then had
finalised a three-year contract with them and
his future seemed pretty secure. “Chapman
told me I’d never drive again in F1,” smiles
Henton with considerable amusement as he
recalls the parting of the ways, “but I proved

him wrong by buying my own car in 1977,
which turned out to be a complete disaster!”
For years afterwards, when reflecting on
their brief partnership, Henton and
Chapman would always be at odds over the
details of what happened. Henton reckoned
that the Lotus 72D, as it then was, must
have been one of the worst cars he’d ever
driven: Chapman, in response, felt that
Henton displayed one of the roughest
driving techniques he’d ever encountered!

Henton, however, refused to be put down
and after a sparse 1976 season, embarked on
another ambitious wild-goose chase the
following year. He invested in an ex-works
March 761 and determined to run it
privately in the World Championship: “The
whole thing was typical of my overwhelming
desire to buck the system. It was crazy we
ever did that Fl programme at all.
Operating from the back of an old gas board
van with a totally outdated chassis and a lot
of enthusiasm. I really did think that I could
swim against the tide and make it win. I
really did! I believed that if I drove it faster
round the corners I could beat the Ferraris
— which shows you how insane I am and
why I'm still involved in this business after

13 years!”

It didn’t take very long for Brian to realise
that he was wasting his time, and when the
British Formula One Racing Team faded
from the scene, the Derby driver cast
around for something else to do. He had
already won the Thruxton F2 international
in Brian Lewis’s Boxer, but in an attempt to
retrieve his reputation, Henton invested
everything in an independent F2 team for
1978, running his own March 782 with a
couple of Brian Hart 420R engines. “But it
was interesting to see just how far my stock
had fallen,” he recalls, “because Robin Herd
wouldn’t give me any discount whatsoever
on the car. That made it all the more
satisfying when I beat Bruno Giacomelli's
works car to pole position at Misano!” Brian
also recalls following “some newcomer in a
Chevron, who looked a bit of a stroker,
round Pau in practice. I sat behind him and
took pole position on that very lap. I
thought that the bloke couldn’t be too bad,
whoever he was. , .” It turned out to be a
relatively unknown Frenchman called Alain
Prost!

Despite several promising showings,
Henton never managed to win a race with
his private March “although we did the
whole season for only £20,000, living out of
the back of the truck, and in cheap hotels.
The works mechanics at that time were
being paid £100 per week and I'd got three
blokes working with me and was only
paying out that sum, But there was a
fantastic team spirit throughout the year!”

After his promising showings in 1978,
Henton was recruited into the Toleman F2
team. In 1979 he lost the European F2
championship after an unsuccessful appeal
against disqualification at Enna, but in 1980
he came storming through to take the title in

the BP-sponsored, Rory Byrne-designed

Toleman TG280-Hart. His team-mate
during that F2 season was Derek Warwick
and, together, the two Englishmen moved
on into Formula One in 1981 with the
ambitious Hart turbo-powered Toleman
TG181s. Recent history relates that the two
men were very evenly matched during that
abortive first Grand Prix season for
Toleman, but at the end of the year it was
Henton who found himself dropped from
the line-up. Now Warwick is highly
regarded as one of Grand Prix racing’s
comingmen — a fact which gives Henton
€normous retrospective satisfaction.

“I regard Derek Warwick in my own
mind as almost more like Brian Henton than

Brian Henton!”, he grins generously, “I
admire Derek greatly and we get on
tremendously well. When we were in F2
together in the same team it was an
out-and-out fight between the two of us. I'm
sure he’ll make 1t to the top some day soon,
and vet only two years ago we were
even-stevens. The difference? He’s 27 and
I'm now 36!”

The 1982 season began on a bleak note for
Henton, but he eventually wound up
driving the second Tyrrell alongside
Michele Alboreto for much of the year,
Watching from the touchlines one somehow
sensed that Henton’s outspoken, almost
abrasive, approach jarred slightly with Ken
Tyrrell. The bluff Derby driver had a

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distinctly irreverent sense of humour,
referring to Alboreto as “the Spag”, almost
to his face, and nmaking public
pronouncements to the effect that he wasn’t
getting equal treatment when it came to
Tyrrell equipment. On the credit side it
should be recalled that Henton set fastest lap
in the British Grand Prix at Brands Hatch
and was running fourth at Osterreichring,
ahead of Niki Lauda’s McLaren, when his
engine failed. But the cards never quite fell
in Henton’s favour: there were races where
he almost seemed on course for a couple of
points, given a few retirements, but
everybody in front of him kept running.
That’s not to say that Brian wanted to gain
success by default, but there was no lucky
break forthcoming to keep him “in play” as
far as the F1 teams were concerned.

Henton feels no bitterness about 1982,
just a sense of realistic appraisal. “You must
remember that I was fulfilling a
straightforward role for Tyrrell,” he reflects,
“because all Ken really wanted was a steady
second driver who wouldn’t stick it in the
wall. It was a marriage of convenience which
reminded me that motor racing isn’t always
just about driving — it’s about putting deals
together.”

Brian had some sponsorship which helped
him keep his place with Tyrrell in 1982, but
much of it was loaned to him and he is left
with the task of settling those loans after the
event. “Motor racing is a fickle business”,
he reflects, “if you're a number one driver
you’re paid a fortune. If you're a number
two, you pay a fortune to drive usually
less-than-equal equipment — 1 know that
fact only too well!”

For all Brian Henton’s disappointment
over the years, the spark of his enthusiasm
still shines brightly, refusing to be
extinguished by a succession of bitter
let-downs which would have prompted less
single-minded individuals to walk away
from the sport for good. A purely objective
assessment would surely say that Henton
has had his chance and is now too old to
make the grade. Yet at the Race of
Champions, he came bounding back into the
limelight with that good fourth place at the
wheel of the Theodore, as hopeful and
confident as ever.

“Logically, I know I can win the
Championship,” he says rather wistfully,
“and I don’t think I’'m too old at 36 to have
another crack at it. There are people out
there, 90 per cent of whom I’ve beaten at
some stage or another in my career, so I'm
not going to be put off my ambition.” As a
thoughtful footnote, however, he adds, “It’s
not fun like it used to be though. The fun
went out of it in 1973 when we stopped
living in the back of the truck, nicking diesel
on the way down to Monaco to keep things
going. The nearer you get to the top in this
game the less fun it becomes — and I feel
motor racing is only something I can do
seriously, never on an amateur “fun” basis.

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Accent on Driver Convenience

HAVING been favourably impressed by the
Escort-sized Mazda 323 saloon, it was
interesting to be allowed to make an early
appraisal of the new Mazda 626, especially
as this came to us in 2-litre top-model GLX
two-door coupé form — a smart car in light
Air Force blue that I hoped would not cause
adverse attention from “Kamikazi pilots”.
Unlike the old Mazda 626, this is a trans-
verse-engined front-drive car, with all-
round coil-spring independent suspension.
Possibly intended to be a Capri-challenger,
it has a pleasant 5-speed gearbox with the
highest ratio ahead of the reverse location,
and is full of typically Japanese driver-
and-passenger conveniences, if you take my
meaning; | could have done without the
“ice-cream vendor” bell that rang if you
hadn’t quite closed a door, although turning
the ignition-key kills this . . . Surprisingly,
there were no seat-belt reminders.,

The Mazda 626 is a commodious car even
in coupé guise, with lots of rear-seat space.
The seats are comfortable, access to the rear
being easily gained after a lever has been
operated to tult the front-seat squabs
forward, a “memory lever” ensuring that
afterwards the driver’s squab returns to the
required rake.

The minor controls are in the form of
hinged-flaps or switches, on pods one each
side of the instrument-binnacle, those on the
right looking after hazard-warning, lights,
and the rear-window heater, the matching
switches on the left the three very effecuve
wiper / washer permutations. [ call these
hinged-flaps because, to cancel a service,
you flick them upwards — it was very
convenient, once one became accustomed (o
switches instead of stalks controlling the
windscreen cleaning, etc. Being Japanese,
the action is good. One stalk control only is
used, on the right of the steering-column,
for the turn-indicators and dipper and
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flasher. I prefer a right-hand control for this
purpose but it i1s unnatural now that most
cars have the European |.h. system.

The main instruments are a 120 m.p.h.
speedometer, with k.p.h. markings and
decimals for the six figure total and trip
mileometers, and an 8,000 r.p.m.
tachometer red-zoned from 6,250 r.p.m.
These are supplemented by a steady-reading
fuel-gauge and a heat-gauge, actually
located one above the other. A fuel-level
warning-light comes on with some two
gallons in the 13.2 gallon tank. Below these
dials 1s a row of a dozen or more
warning-lights. The horn-push is the pad in
the centre of the 14'%" dia. steering-wheel.
There are push-buttons to start and stop the
four-speed heater-fan, and the heater i1s
effective but tended to smell stuffy; the two
slide-controls for heating and ventilation
have the expected symbol-markings, and
feed wvia adjustable vents. Further
conveniences are the buttons down by the
floor with which the driver can open the nor-
mally-key-locked high-cill boot and the
petrol-filler flap, and there is central (power)
locking for the two wide doors.

Apart from the door-open warning
chimes, there is a chime if the ignition-key
(which suffices for all services) is left in or
one of nine other emergencies (in the
Oriental mind) have occurred.

Two other unusual aspects must be
mentioned. The first of these 15 two
economy hights, which remind one that the
accelerator is too far depressed, or that a
higher gear is required, for maximum petrol
thrift. The other is a press-button control on
the fascia which stffens-up the front
suspension-dampers electronically, to a
“Sport” setting from a softer “Normal”
setting, or if put to “Auto”, the front
damper setting will remain soft up to about
S0 m.p.h., then go to the harder damping,

returning to the boulevard or town ride from
around 38 m.p.h. It reminded me of the
over-ride for the back shock-absorbers on
the older Rolls-Royce and Bentley cars. |
tried to determine how well this all worked,
along the appropriately winding road
between Cross Gates and Newtown in
Wales. But, as with those Derby-cars, I was
not over-convinced, apart from the comfort
angle, and the test schedule was not long
enough to use a skid-pan or a steering-pad
for further evaluation, nor was the promised
new MOTOR SPORT fifth-wheel available
for taking performance figures for this
interesting new Mazda. However, it can be
described as a car with an excellent stride,
comfortable, spacious, and possessed of not
only the electronic delights described earlier
but a good electric sunroof, which was
buffet-free unless in a strong cross-wind,
lumbar-support and cushion-heater to go
with the usual seat-amenities, and ingenious
electric window-lifts which, from rocker-
burtons on the console, will either rush open
or shut or can be stopped as required.

No catalogue was supplied with the
test-car so I cannot say which of the former
special items are extras or standard
equipment. But most definitely Mazda
customers are assured of all or most of the
Japanese-devised creature-comforts. [t was,
therefore, somewhat surprising to find a
manual choke, which the engine needed for
a few vards from cold, and manual-
adjustment for the two exterior rear-view
MIrrors. However, instrument-panel
lighting-intensity is adjustable, there is a
digital clock (which was obscured by the
gear-lever when driving with the seat fairly
far forward), and if the wide screen-cill shelf
is shallow-lipped, the big cubby beneath it is
lockable, there are other useful stowages,
and also door pockets, these somewhat
obscured by the door “pulls”. A roof-grab
for the front-seat passenger is provided, and
the openable back compartment side
windows can be operated electrically, from
front or rear. There is a roof lamp

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supplemented by two screen-cill interior
lamps.

I have not driven a Ford Capri recently
enough to compare with this new 2-litre
Mazda 626. But I would think the Capri has
crisper handling and more performance,
perhaps at the expense of the Mazda coupé’s
family-car quietness and good ride.
However, after experimenting with the hard
damper-setting I began to think the Mazda's
handling might not be all that far behind —
one can imagine small Jap fingers pressing
the “Sport” button when the map indicates
twisting terrain ahead. For a front-drive car
of this power there is little difference in
control from a rear-drive vehicle, except that
the rack-and-pinion steering (3% turns,
lock-to-lock) pulled very slightly under
acceleration, if enough power was used,
when wheel-spin can be promoted. The rest
car had manual steering, heavy for parking
or on the tighter slow turns, but otherwise
satisfactory, with willing castor-return,
apart from some mild steering-wheel kick,
as if the front wheels might be improved by
re-balancing. There is a trace only of
understeer.

The disc / drum braking system is in
keeping with the Mazda's sporting
performance, which was such that [ was just
able to keep ahead of a vintage Bentley on
the journey home from VSCC Silverstone to
near Stratford-on-Avon! But it was a quick
Bentley, conducted by a crash-hatted driver.

The Mazda’s gear-ratios are 3.307, 1.833,
1.233, 0.970 and 0.795 to 1, reverse being
3.133 to 1. Fifth gear equals 3,200 r.p.m. at
an indicated 70 m.p.h. The test-car was
shod with Japanese Dunlop SP Steelexcel
185-70 HR14 radial tyres on wheels with
plain nave-plates, more acceptable, to my
eve, than the ‘“hot-cross-buns” on some
recent sporting English and Continental
models. There is some “fail-safe” on the
brake-vacuum when the engine is off. The
new Mazda has a wheelbase of 8' 2.8". The
heavy bonnet lid has to be propped open,
when dip-stick, fillers, and the GS battery
are immediately accessible. The test-car had
mud-flaps behind each wheel, adjustable
steering-column, front and rear seat-belts,
and even straps for the luggage in the roomy
boot which has the spare wheel and jack,
eic., under the carpeted floor. The steering
wheel is fairly large but thin-rimmed, with
thumb grips. The body is sleek and smartly
lined, with side rubbing strips, and the
Stanley  headlamps  gave  excellent
lumination, on dip and full beam. Oh, and
did I mention the courtesy-illumi-
nation of the key-hole in the driver’s door?

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The Porsche 944 Lux

WE covered the delights of driving the
front-engined Porsche 944 Lux in detail last
July but I am delighted to have had a chance
of making its acquaintance. When writing
about it last year A.H. said “As long as you
can make do with two seats, or only have a
couple of small children, if vou’re an
enthusiastic motorist it 1s quite honestly
difficult to put forward any reason for not
buying the Porsche 944 at what amounts to
be an extremely reasonable price tag”.

With that I agree entirely, for even if the
price, fully endowed, is more that £14,000
(from a basic £13,000 plus), you get what
you pay for and in a Porsche you get a car it
is virtually impossible to fault — I might,
however, have added that you must eschew
much luggage, in spite of the boot holding a
“spacesaver” spare tyre. In fact, the test car
had a Uniroyal Rallye 165-15 spare cover to
go with the Pirelli CN36 185-70 VRIS tyres
on the road wheels, which 1s much nicer
than having a collapsible “fail-safe’ tyre.

The restricted boot-space comes from
having a transaxle, but this balances fore
and aft weight effectively and contributes to
the good road-clinging of this exceptional
motor car. Couple this with the excellent
performance, delivered smoothly and
quietly, and the power of the all-round disc
brakes, and this 944 is a very quick car from
one place to another, no matter whether the
going is winding country roads or
motorway. The 2Vi-litre engine really is
smooth, its four cylinders made so by Bosch
L Jetronic fuel-injection and contra-rotating
balance weights, so that its 163 (DIN)
b.h.p. is delivered at 5,800 r.p.m. with
turbine-like docility. As the torque-curve is
almost flat the splendid acceleration
continues up the scale like a powerful
aeroplane raking-off. You can get from rest
to 60 m.p.h. in under 72 sec., and on to
100 m.p.h. in 21 sec., with a top speed of
137 m.p.h. The engine is safe to 6,500
r.p.m.

The Porsche 944 looks the part — low
aecrodynamic nose, high rtail, big rear

aerofoil, large exhaust tail-pipe and those
chubby tyes. Within are conveniently placed
controls, nice instrumentation, if not quite so
easily read as those on some German cars,
and an air of quiet quality. The r.h.
handbrake, row of tiny switches on the rear
edge of the console, the stubby gear-lever

controlling an impeccable five-speed
gearbox, and the sports-type seats with
integral head-supports are typical and
appreciated, as 1s the simple-to-use,
effective heater. The leather and cloth
upholstery, leather-bound slightly out-
of-round small steering-wheel and the
disappearing headlamps are also in keeping,
although the steering was a trifle low-geared
at 3% turns, lock-to-lock, and not quite as
precise as | had expected, although the
wheel returns nicely through one’s fingers
after a corner. The headlamps do not
respond to daylight-flashing unless first
raised, this being confined to the
bumper-mounted spotlamps.

The comfort, performance, and high
quality of the Porsche 944 reminded me of
F. L. M. Harris, motoring writer of the
1920s, remarking, of the then new 12/50
Alvis, that it was the kind of car you took
out just for the sheer pleasure of driving it
— | felt just the same about the 944. As the
fuel tank holds a useful 14'% gallons I only
had a chance to refill it once so | did not get a
complete check on fuel-consumption but
this was in the region of 26 m.p.g. I liked
the way in which, at speed, the oil-gauge
needle went to the right of its dial indicating
at approximately 4 to 5 bar that all is well,
but I disregarded the discreet m.p.g.
indicator incorporated in the tachometer,
the latter having big figures and a “danger”
line from 6,400 r.p.m, Neat, too, are the
buttons in the doors for the electric
window-lifts, while the bonnet-id 1is
self-propping, the dipstick easy to use. The
test car was equipped with Panasonic stereo.
It may seem pedantic to call a Porsche the
“Rolls-Rovce of Fast Cars” but it is
unquestionably a very desirable property
and if I were a rich man I would be off to
Reading to order one.— W.B.
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The Saab 900
Turbo-A
with APC

LAST year MOTOR SPORT road-tested
two Saabs, a 900 Turbo-A and a 900 GLS.
We praised both of them and 1 was
reminded of what well-made, individualistic
cars these Saabs are, cars which should
appeal to discerning enthusiasts, when I
tried another 900 Turbo, now with the
ingenious APC engine control that enables
any grade of fuel from 92 to 98 octane-rating
to be used without knocking, while
low-speed response is improved because the
sensors permit a higher compression ratio to
be used. The length of the test did not allow
me to experiment with different-grade
petrols and the claimed reduced fuel
consumption was not apparent on 4-star,
being the same 20.9 m.p.g. that another
driver got from a hard-driven 900 Turbo
Saab without APC last year. In this respect,
it has to be remembered that in Fl a
turbocharger i1s regarded as more than
doubling nominal engine capacity, and
although this may not quite apply to
production cars, if we regard the Saab 900 as
being akin to a 3%-litre, such fuel-thirst is
by no means excessive. The engine certainly
responds with only slight turbo-lag, making
it acceptable with the automatic gearbox,
and its smooth-running is one of the Saab’s
notable features, along with fast cornering, a
comfortable ride with some roll on fast
bends (it is more choppy at low speeds than
the Alfa 6 which formed the meat in my
“sandwich” between testing Sierra and
Saab, however).

This 5-door Saab is very fully equipped,
with finish and appointments of high
quality, has big comfortable seats, its
automatic gearbox is ungated, a big knob
recessed in the top of the selector-lever
controlling  conveniently inadvertent
over-running, and the powerful all-disc
brakes now have long-life asbestos-free
pads. There are many individual items that
go towards making Saabs irresistible to
those who wish to remove themselves from
the “sameness” of today’s cars — like the
console-mounted ignition-key that will lock
the transmission in gear, the well-stocked,
acroplane-like fascia, the glass rear Ya-lights,
the substantial bumpers, the rear wing
(useful, too, for putting bottles and glasses
on!), the very effective heating and filtered
ventilation system with simple controls for
the vacuum-operated dampers and 13
outlets, and the well-placed instruments and
warning lights. To which can be added the
headlamp-washers, the many convenient
stowages including an under-floor well,
central door-locking, toolbox, etc. But the
need for a “get-you-home” wheel in order to
increase the luggage space in the boot does
not appeal to me, the tool-kit was primitive
for such a car, and there was no “fail-safe”
on the brake servo.
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Without space in which to elaborate on
what we said of these highly desirable Saab
900s last year, I will conclude by saying I
was very favourably impressed, untul I
discovered I could not get full headlamps
beam due to a fault, couldn’t see how to
open the roof (there was no instruction book
in the car), disliked the noise from engine
and gearbox when accelerating after
prolonged driving (460 miles in a busy day)
and got up one morning to find the battery
“flat” — that complicated lighting system,
or “a short”?. There is, however, the
thought that no lingering ant-Japanese or
German war-memories need stop one from
purchasing this efficient package from
Sweden. Apart from which, the Saab
Turbo’s ability to run quickly, if allowed, 1o
an indicated 100 m.p.h. and to accelerate
briskly as the turbocharger comes in,
renders this, as we said last ume, a very
restful car in which to cover long distances
surprisingly quickly. The 145 b.h.p. model
under review costs £11,995, Top speed is
some 121 m.p.h., with 0-60 m.p.h. in under
nine seconds. — W.B.

Ford XR4i

ALTHOUGH our friends in Europe have
been able to buy Ford's XR41 Sierra since
the end of April, right-hand-drive versions
did not appear in the UK unul last month.
The feeling 1s that the additional wait has
been worth it, the 2.8-litre V6 fuel-injected
engined Sierra providing a much needed
fillip to this occasionally tormented range
which in essence replaced the ubiquitous
Cortina. Indeed Ford itself has high hopes
for the XR4i, anticipating i1t will account for
more than seven per cent of Sierra sales in
the UK.

Ford now has a performance version of
each of its European models, and the
introduction of the XR4i brings mevitable
comparisons with the Capri 2.8 Injection,
the model which refuses to die. Despite
repeated mumbles from Ford about the
contunued life of the Capri, customer
demand has resulted in at least one stay of
execution, and the addition of a five-speed
gearbox has meant that the Capril will sull
be with us at least until the middle of next
year.

The XR4i and 2.8 Injection Capri share
the same 2,795 c.c. alliron V6 with
electronic ignition and Bosch K-Jetronic
fuel injection, so there is some basis for
comparison. However, the XR41 has new,
tuned inlet and exhaust manifolds (the
engine delivers 150 b.h.p. at 5,700 r.p.m.
and 161 Ib. ft. of torque at 3,800 r.p.m.),
plus the advantage of a revised close ratio
five-speed gearbox as well as a lower (3.62:1)
final drive.

Ford claims the Sierra covers 0-60 m.p.h.
in nine seconds, although early test reports
indicate this is somewhar pessimistic with
more than a second coming off this tme,
compared with eight seconds or so for the

Capri 2.8i. The latter has a top speed of
around 125 m.p.h. compared with 130
m.p.h., so it would seem that they are
evenly matched.

However, the XR4i in our brief
acquaintance in France and Germany,
proved a more refined, relaxed car, a fact
which is hardly suprising since the Capri is
more than 10 years old. Nevertheless, the
2.8 Injection will undoubtedly remain a car
which appeals more to the enthusiast.
Despite the fact that its brakes are worse
(the Sierra with its up-rated front discs and
rear drums still suffers from fade, but it’s
not as terminal as the sporting Capri) and
the ride far from adequate, the Capri 2.8i is
what one might describe as “hairy chested”
whereas the XR4i had acquired a somewhat
more sophisticated veneer. The car maybe
for Capri 2.8 Injection owners in 10 years
time?

The most obvious feature of the XR4i is
its unique bi-plane rear spoiler, an addition
which may bring the drag factor to a very
respectable 0.32 Cd (0.34 for the normal
Sierra) but does nothing for the rather
lumpish Sierra looks. There are also more
subtle amendments to the body line with
faired, polycarbonate side mouldings to
cover the wider 195 / 60 low profile tyres on
14" wheels. Certainly the overall image is of
increased performance and implied speed,
heightened by the use of very comfortable
Recaro sports seats and a  most
comprehensive standard specification.

Our brief flirtaton at the start of April
served to confirm that the XR4i is a most
relaxing car to drive at high-speed for hours
on end on the German autobahn system.
The claimed 130 m.p.h. top speed is easily
attainable in fifth and wind noise at 100 plus
i1s commendably low. With its stiffer front
and rear springs (the car retains the
MacPherson strut front and semi-trailing
arm rear suspension of the normal Sierra,
but with a thicker front anti-roll bar and the
addition of one at the rear), ride is firm, but
comfortable. The basic handling is towards
shght understeer, but under pressure it 18
possible to lift a rear wheel on tight hairpins
and provoke a slide.

In the near future we hope to have a much
longer acquaintanceship with this worthy
addition to the Sierra theme. — M.R.G.

Bogus Sports-cars, etc.
Sir,

Surely Mr. Warburton has missed the
point of our current unfortunate breed of
“bogus sports cars” in his attempis at
comparison with the pre-war SS (Vintage
Post Bag, MOTOR SPORT, April, 1983).
The SS and its ilk were never retrospective
as are the Panther and the equally horrific
confections which purport to be MGs or
Bugattis but are masquerading Triumph
Heralds or VWs. Comparisons therefore are
impossible. If a comparison with the S§,
Wolseley Hornet Special, Standard Avon er
al is conceivable, then the Jensen-Healey
surely would emerge, being an amalgam of
bought-in components clothed in a
seductive but up-to-date body. The SS
certainly filled this description in the 1930s.

All imitation pre-war sports cars are in
bad taste and this, no doubt, 1s the
explanation for their scant coverage in your
columns, (Would that your contemporaries
thought likewise.) Apart from their spurious
retrospection, such reproductions will never
convince on account of their proportions:
wheels are too small, engines are mounted
too far forward, screen/scuttle details never
match the pre-war prototypes, and modern
lamps, bumpers, instruments and so on will
forever remain incongruous. No, any
self-respecting reader of MOTOR SPORT
would not be seen dead in such devices,
although vour correspondent, A.R.M., did
eulogise over that indescribably wvulgar
creation, the Panther 72, in your columns
back in 1972.

Your reference to General Montgomery's
Rolls-Royce Phantom I1I with its distinctive
reverse-rake screen is of interest: I dismissed
the provenance claimed for this detail in the
R-R advertisement to which you refer
(MOTOR SPORT, April, 1983) as
spurious, for I recalled watching a television
interview featuring Montgomery and his P
III during the late 1950s. The explanation
given by Montgomery at that time for the
windscreen design was simply an evocation
of the reverse-rake screen of military
vehicles for desert use. Such a device
removed the possibility of the sun’s
l'{!ﬂcction and therefore detection by enemy
aircraft. The inference given in RR’s
Publicity thar this P I1I was used during the
war in the desert as a staff car is clearly
fatuous. Presumably the chassis was
equipped with this coachwork after the war:
0o doubt the RREC will clarify this.

[ avidly read your “Cars in Books”
column: architect readers may find the
following references of interest. Philip
Johnson’s monograph on Mies van der Rohe
tells of trips through pre-war Germany in
the former’s Cord (I wonder which model),
Whilst that doyen of architectural
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journalists, J. M. Richards, mentons in his
autobiography, “Memoirs of an Unjust
Fellow”, that the avant-garde in pre-war
British architectural circles, notably Wells
Coates, favoured the Lancia marque. More
recently, notable members of the profession
have favoured the DS Citroén, and the NSU
Ro 80. All these cars, Cord, Aprilia, DS, Ro
80, exhibit a total correspondence between
styling and innovative engineering: |
wonder what represents their successor?

Cut-offs and carbs
Sir,

Whilst reading your write-up of the
Maestro, RS1600i and XR3i, in the March
issue, 1 noticed reference to fuel cut-off
devices.

It is obvious to me that this works in a fuel
injection engine as the pick-up would be
instantancous as soon as fuel pressure is
restored. However 1 can’t see it working
well with «carbs., for the following
reasons:—

1. The engine will continue to draw fuel
from the float chambers, thereby reducing
its level. Once this has occurred pick-up
would surely be poor, the mixture being
much too weak.

2. The float design of the modern SU is
such that if the fuel level falls very low the
plastic floats tend to stick down. Many
people have experienced this after running
the system dry for any reason.

3. If the engine hasn’t reached full
operating temperature then surely there
would be a tendency for it to stall, if the
driver selected neutral whilst changing gear.

I would be glad to have observations from
designers and users of the system alike.

Further, at present road speeds, the
percentage of time one is running on

anything approaching a closed throttle must
be minute.

RAC Recovery Service?
Sir,

My daughter was returning to Edinburgh
when her Morris 1000 suffered a front tyre
blowout which resulted in the car
overturning. The car came to rest in the
offside lane after rravelling 25-30 yards on
its roof. My daughter was wearing her seat
belt and escaped injury but was badly
shaken. The police were called by a passing
motorist and arranged for the car to be
removed from the carriageway.

I received a call from the Morpeth police
at 9.30 p.m. informing me of my daughter’s
accident and did what most parents would
do in the circumstances and set out for
Morpeth  immediately, collected my
daughter and returned home, after
ascertaining that the car was not driveable.
During the return journey my daughter told
me that she was a member of the RAC and
had paid for the recovery service.

The following day she telephoned the
RAC in Leeds to request the recovery
service, but was advised to contact RAC
Newcastle who told her that she would have
to accompany the car, This she was unable
to do until six days later, being prevented by
her nursing duties.

She arranged to accompany the vehicle
but when she contacted the RAC Newcastle
again, she was told that the vehicle would
not be recovered because “We are not in an
ongoing situation”. Apparently recovery
must be effected at the time of the incident
unless the driver is hospitalised. She was
naturally upset by this and telephoned me
for advice.

I telephoned RAC Leeds and received a
sympathetic hearing, but was told that I
must contact RAC Newcastle. The
controller of the Recovery Service was most
unhelpful and refused to provide the service
referring to the conditions of membership.
A telephone call to Customer Service at
Croydon proved equally futile.

I called at the Leeds office today and
asked for details and membership
application forms. I was given two forms,
“Join Us” and “Recovery Service” and “At
Home Service”, which refers to a third
leaflet for terms and conditions, but this
leaflet was not provided and as far as I could
ascertain was not available. It appears that
one is encouraged to join the RAC first and
then to find that having parted with one’s
money that Our only concern is not the
Motorist. Caveat Emptor.
