"A Short Introduction to Modernity" is a course for advanced learners of English (B2-C2)
aimed at supporting participants in their efforts to develop language proficiency through
study of and reflection on the historical, social, political, economic, scientific and cultural
developments marking the transition of European societies into the modern era. These are
matters of concern not only to the students of this course but to every human being on
Earth as these transformations have decisively determined our contemporary ways of
living, thinking, and understanding the world, as well as the social, political, and economic
relations of our time — especially, during the recent decades, through the processes of
globalization — everywhere on the planet.

It is a period characterized, inter alia, by elements such as strong criticism and rejection of
traditional views and practices, belief in the inevitability of social and technological
advancement, rationalization, specialization, significant elaboration on the concept of
universal natural rights, demands for political equality and individual freedom, the
transition from feudalism and agricultural dominance to capitalism and the market
economy, industrialization, urbanization, secularization, the emergence of nation-states,
representative democracy, public education etc.
