As a result, we can
anticipate a notable decrease in gas prices.

Currently, the potential transshipment
port, offered by Crowley, is undergoing a
comprehensive evaluation and is expected
to be implemented in the near future. The
feasibility of utilizing LNG to fuel ships and
operate an LNG-powered power plant shows
great promise. Even vessels that still rely on
diesel can power down their engines while in
port and connect to our local grid for charging.
This significant development would make a
substantial contribution to the government's
annual budget.

This signals
a significant step forward in enhancing our
detention system advancement after decades
of neglect.
