We will earnestly endeavor to bring up those who are or may be under our care 
in the nurture and admonition of the Lord (Titus 2:1-6; Deut. 6:4-7);


We will seek divine aid to enable us to walk circumspectly and watchfully in the 
world, denying ungodliness and every worldly lust (Eph. 5:15-21; 1Pet. 

2:11-12; 1John 2:15-17);


We will strive together for the support of a faithful evangelical ministry among 
us as we sustain its worship, ordinances, discipline, and doctrines (Phil. 1:27; 

1Cor. 15:58);


We will contribute cheerfully and regularly to the support of the ministry, and to 
the spread of the Gospel through all nations (2Cor 9:7; 1Cor 16:2);


We will endeavor by example and effort to win souls to Christ; (Acts 1:8; Matt. 
4:19; 5:12-16);


And through life amidst evil report and good report we will seek to live to the 
glory of Him who has called us out of darkness into His marvelous light (Col. 

1:11-14; Gal. 1:1-5).
