Balkans, let’s get up! Organization aims at strengthening the civil society in the Balkans
through civic education.

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WHAT IS BALKANS, LET'S GET UP! PROGRAMME

The Balkans let’s get up! programme connects theory and practice of active citizenship,
to provide you with the capacities to implement your own ideas and bring the change in
your society. It consists of six steps and lasts from July 2018 until April 2019:

1.

At the Summer School Values of Peace vol.2 between 19th and 25th July 2018 in Tuzla,
Bosnia and Herzegovina you will discuss relevant social topics, learn aspects of project
development, get familiar with existing work in the field and develop your own project
ideas;

. Online Idea Development Course between 6th August and 2nd September helps you

shape and test your idea, turning it into a project proposal;

. During the Project Management Seminar between 19th and 24th September 2018 in

Sombor, Serbia, you will get equipted with the practical tools to turn idea into the
action;

. Project implementation supported by micro-grants and a mentorship from October

2018 until January 2019 enables you to go back to your community and do your action;

. Evaluation seminar in March 2019 (exact dates and place to be determined) is a space

where you reflect on your learnings throughout the year and think about posibilities for
further involvement;

. Balkans, let's get up! Forum in March 2019 (exact dates and place to be determined)

gives you an opportunity to present the results of your project, meet other
changmakers from the region and join an existing network of approximately 350 alumni
of the programme.
