2. Any delivery, distribution, conveyance, sales (including on-line sales),
offering of samples, mailing or other furnishing by any means of
acupuncture needles, including but not limited to the Myotech Dry Needle

within the State of California. This injunction includes but is not limited to
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an injunction on the delivery of acupuncture needles to the site of the 2016
CSM conference at the Anaheim Convention Center (“Conference Site™);

3. To the extent any acupuncture needles, including the Myotech Dry
Needle, have already been delivered to the Conference Site Defendants
shall immediately remove such needles from that Site.
