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@ Quran Program Levels

Quran Program Levels Here at the MECCA Quran Institute, we teach at

the level of our students.

To give students the best learning experience possible, all students start

by taking a comprehensive placement test of their Arabic reading skills.

Students are then placed into one of the following levels based on their

score:

« Level One:
Students in this level learn how to read Arabic using the Bidaya Book
curriculum developed by Shaykh Ahmed Alsheikhi. In this curriculum,
students first learn how to read Arabic letters using the name of each
letter, then learn the sounds of each harakah, then learn to read full
words from the Quran, and finally learn how to read directly from the
Quran itself.

o Level Two:
Students in this level learn how to recite the Quran correctly, following
the rules of Tajweed.

« Level Three:
Students in this level memorize Quran and learn important skills that
will help them memorize Quran for the rest of their lives. In this level,
we help students to become self-directed learners who mostly rely on
themselves to memorize Quran rather than constantly relying on a
teacher.

« Level Four (optional):
This level is for students who would like to memorize the entire
Quran. Students are handpicked for this special program and, once
selected, are prepared psychologically and spiritually for the journey
of memorizing the whole Quran, in a special program called: Saahib al
Quran (Carrier of the Quran).

* Level Five (Sahib Al Quran)
This level is where we have established the principle of companionship
with the Quran in our daily lives, a preparatory stage of education in
support of memorizing the Quran fully with perfection. Its curriculum
consists of continuously preserving ones memorization through tests,
review, along with explanation, interpretation, recitation, tajweed, and
other necessary supporting skills.

Mission:

Tajweed is one of the important sciences of Islam. Its benefit is
that it teaches us to recite the Quran correctly and allows our

minds and our hearts to benefit from this holy Book. Allah (SWT)
says: “..And recite the Quran with measured recitation” (Al
Muzzammil, Ayah 4). It is also reported that Prophet Muhammad
(S) said: “The one who is proficient in the recitation of the Qur’an
will be with the honorable and obedient scribes (angels) and he
who recites the Quran and finds it difficult to recite, doing his best
to recite it in the best way possible, will have a double reward.”
[Bukhari and Muslim].

The great scholars of Islam have strongly encouraged all people
to learn Tajweed and to recite the Quran correctly. Imam Ibn Al
Jawzi narrates the following lines of poetry on this topic:

“To learn the science of Tajweed is critical,

He who reads without Tajweed commits a serious sin,

For thus was the Holy Quran revealed to us,

And thus was it preserved for us [with peace therein]’

This ljazah is an official certification from the shaykh that
states that the participant receiving the ljazah has recited
the entire Quran correctly to the shaykh with all of its
requirements and rules and now has permission to pass
the Quran to others and has the honor of being connected
to the Prophet Muhammad (S) through an unbroken chain
of reciters.
