With our Brush with Kindness project,
we’ve preserved and revived over a
dozen homes for local families.

We completed construction of a home
in Tarentum, PA, providing a family of
six with their very first home.

Recycled Materials
Over the last year, we have diverted
over 125 tons of material from area
landfills.

More than 100 dedicated Habitat for
Humanity volunteers put in a total of
4000 hours last year.
