6. Practical implications

7. Social implications

Abstract should be written with. 40 font size, Times New Roman, single line spacing. The abstract should be
concise  and should contain ‘no. more than 250 words including keywords. The abstract should clearly
demonstrate the scope of the proposed paper or poster. It should also contain enough information for the
reviewers to make an informed decision.

Avoid abbreviations andsub-points that are only explained in the full paper. Your abstract should be

able to stand alone
