The route forthisyear's Wales
Rally GB is officially unveiled
today and - as predicted by
Motorsport News last week -
includes significant changes.

Asexpected, the Great Orme
stage has been dropped along
with the Thursday nightloop, but
whathasbeen delivered hasbeen
described by organisersasone
of themost fan-friendly routes
inrecentyears.

Overwhelmed by spectatorslast
year, route co-ordinator Andrew
Kellitt hasreconfigured therally
to offer fans more options with
better accessand better car
parkingavailability.

Ben Taylor, the managing
director of the November 13-16
event, said: “Itisfairtosay that
we were caught out last year by
the sheer number of people
wantingto get into the stages;
we haven’t had that problem for
many years. My message to
everyone is that we have learned
thelessons, we will have robust
plans in place, and, by going
ticket-only on the RallyFest
stages, we will have a better
control on thenumbers.”

RallyFest stages willrun at
Chirk Castle (Saturday)and
Kinmel Park (Sunday).

Route revamp
Thebiggest route changes come
inthe woods, with a greater
emphasis placed on the Clocaenog
complex, which features on
Saturday and Sunday. Last year’s
Friday-Saturday action isnow
merged into one day of mid-Wales
action, with Dyfi, Gartheiniog
and Hafren centred around a
Newtown remote service.

With somuch stagemileage
on offer on Friday, the decision
was made not touse Myherin -
and Kellittadmitsitwasn’tan
easy choice.

Thetotal competitive distance
forthisyear’s event is just two
milesdown on2013-191 miles
instead of 193 miles. But that
actionis packed into three
instead of four days.

“There was afeeling from the
manufacturers that the event
was alittle bit too stretched out
last year,” said Kellitt, “which
is why one of the reasons why
we have compacted it down for
November. We’ve got night
stages on Saturday and there
wasn’tany need torun themon
Thursday; that allows us to avoid
carsarrivingback in service at
2300hrs or, if they’vehad a
problem and had to retire, later
than that. Some of them were
coming in at 0300hrslast year
in orderto go out under Rally 2
regulationson Friday.”

Apartfrom that openingloop,
another criticism last year was
that the days were finishing too
early. Thistime the cars won’t
be back until 1824hrs on Friday
and 2021hrs on Saturday.

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Red Bull’s Aussie ace hreaks his duck as the Mercedes start to crack
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REELSIN ROSBEHG FOR FIRST>WIN"'

Ricciardo’s dive past Pérez
was crucial to his final charge

arly inthe season
Red Bull team
principal Christian
Hornersaidthatit
wasfeasiblethat
Mercedes would win
everyracein2014.

He wasnodoubt hopingthat the four
times champions, with their effective
RB10chassis but deficient power unit,
would nick one somewhere. Not in his
wildest dream would he have pictured
itbeingMontreal, a power circuit with
nolongcorners.

Mercedes has shown exemplary
reliability, Lewis Hamilton’s
non-finish in the Melbourne season-
opener notwithstanding. In Canada
though, overheatingissues shutdown
the MGU-K partof the Mercedes
hybrid system. Without ERS
harvesting thereafter, the brakes were
suddenly doingall the work,
overheated, and both Rosbergand
Hamilton were severely compromised,
Lewisterminally.

That opened the door to Daniel
Ricciardo. Therevelation of the season
sofar, the Aussie was deeply frustrated

to qualify sixthandleave 0.3sonthe
table when his third-placed team-mate
wasjust 0.04s quicker. He wasup to
third by lap 48, with 22 to go, but unable
tofind a way around Sergio Pérez’s
Force India, which wasthatfarup the
order by dint of alongsafety
car-assisted openingstint on the option
tyresandjust the one pit stop.

ButPérezalsohad brake issuesand
Ricciardo bravely made a pass stick
around the outside of Turn One. That
released the Red Bull tohassle the
hobbling Rosberg, who had no answer
asDaniel swept by toscore a hugely
popular first win.

Qualifying

The qualifying hour was one of the best
of the season. Hamilton had never
before been outqualified by ateam-
mate around Montreal (seecolumn p9),
and there wasnoreason tosuspect that
would change this year.

In2013 Lewis was half a second faster
than Nico, albeit in the wet, and, on
Thursday, Rosbergtold everyone that
brakefeel and getting the frontend into
Circuit Gilles Villeneuve’srapid

There were those who suspected that
the Montreal layout would play to the
strengths of the Mercedes-engined
carstosuchanextent that the works
team, Williams, McLaren and Force
India could potentially claim the top
eightslots on the grid, with Red Bull
and Ferrariscrappingfor thelasttwo
placesin Q3.

Horner thought things mightnotbe
quite thatdrasticbut did admit that
gettingacar ontothe third row might
bethelimit. Sebastian Vettel had not
been off thefrontrow in Canada during
his Red Bull career, but he was goingto
bethistime.

Asthings turned out though, Vettel
produced a stupendouslap to putthe
Red Bull third. In the final session of
free practice on Saturday morning,
Ricciardohad again been the quicker
by somemargin, almost four tenths
clear of thefour-time champion. But
Sebastian found a better line through
the sector two chicanes, managed to
splitthe Mercs in that segment of the
lapand headed a quartet of carssplitby
justfour hundredths!

The second of them was Valtteri
Bottas, who for most of practice was
shaded by Williams team-mate Felipe
Massa. Third in qualifyingon a wet
tracklast year though, the talented
Finn got it together when it mattered.

Attheend of FP3on Saturday, there
looked tobe an outside chance of
Williams challenging for the front row.
Massasplit the Mercs tofinish 0.04s
quicker than Rosbergand the Silver
Arrows, uniquely, were unable tolap
quicker on the option (supersoft) tyres.
Mercedes appeared tobe overheating
therearsand both Hamilton and
Rosberglapped quicker on the prime.

“Welooked atthatand gotabit more
outof them in qualifying,” Rosberg
explained after his stunningeffort beat
Hamilton by seven hundredths.

You wondered what that would do to
Hamilton. The victory score coming to
Canada was four-two in his favour but
inLewis’shead it would have been six-
nil: in Australia he wason pole and the
carbroke, then in Monaco hefelthe was
robbed, so there was the potential to
have wonthemall. And yet... he was
fourpointsbehind Nico inthe
championshipand herehe was,
outqualified ata place he owned.

“Iwentwide in Turn Sixand againin
TurnEightand Nicojustdid abetter
jobtoday,” headmitted.

AsinMonaco, Nico was ahead after
thefirst Q3run. Had itoccurred tohim
thatif hedropped itagain with Lewis
behind him, nobody would ever believe
itwasn’tdeliberate?

“Ha, very funny! No, itdidn’t...”

Justtwo hundredths behind Bottas,
Massa wasfifth, one hundredth
quickerthan Ricciardo, who was
beatinghimself up for ascrappylap
despite beingso close.

Daniel had cured an initial turn-in
weakness but felt that the car was

over-rotatingintheturnsashegoton
the gas, butaset-up change for hislast
runstilllefthim with ataily RB10and
he was deeply frustrated that 0.04s was
the difference between sixth and third.

Ferrarihad anengineupgradeanda
new floor but seventh was the best that
Fernando Alonso could do. There was
brief hope when Fernando topped FP1
on Friday morningbut, hesaid, “all
that proves is that we take a different
approachto Fridays (read fuel loads)
thanourrivals.”

Alonso was fully four tenths quicker
than KimiRéaikkonen, whose
Maranello woes continue.
Communication hasnever been Kimi’s
strongsuitand David Lloyd hasbeen
moved from the test team tojoin
Antonio Spagnola inan attemptto
improve that.

Splitting the Maranello cars were
Jean-Eric Vergne’s Toro Rosso—an
excellentlap that delighted the
Frenchman-and Jenson Button’s
McLaren, as the Force Indias missed
outon Q3.

Race
It’sashortruntothefirstcornerin
Montreal, butthatdidn’tdeter
Hamilton from makingabid totake the
lead when he got better traction than
Rosbergoff theline.

Momentarily itlooked as if he would
beabletochopacross into Turn One
but Rosberg was there, and after abrief
lock-up, held on. Hehung Lewis out to
dryontheoutsideashetook theline for
TurnTwo, allowing Vettel’s Red Bull to
pinch second place.
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Further behind we had thefirst of two
safety carsas Marussia, so soon after the
glories of Monte Carlo, suffered that
awful fate of their carstakingeach other
out. Max Chilton tagged Jules Bianchi’s
right-rear wheel asthey negotiated the
Turn3/4chicane, puttingthe
Frenchman heavily into the wall.
Chilton blamed Bianchi for brakingtoo
lateand cuttinghim up, but the stewards
didn’tagreeand handed Max a
three-place grid penalty for Austria.

There was considerable debris
littering the circuitand the official
Mercedes was out for seven laps before
racingresumed, with Rosbergleading
from Vettel, Hamilton, Bottas, Massa,
Ricciardo, Vergne, Alonso, Radikkonen,
Pérez, Button and Hiilkenberg.

Thelongsafety car period wasan
unexpected bonus for Pérez. The
Mexican, starting 13th, had boltedon a
new set of optiontyres, asopposedtothe
used sets taken mandatorily by those
who qualified inthe top ten. The extra
gripallowed him tomake up placesatthe
start, passingteam-mate Hiilkenberg,
who started twoslots ahead of him on
theprimetyre, and the safety car then
looked after therubber on full tanks.

Allthose who started on used
supersofts made their first stops by lap
19, by which time Pérez was up to third.

“You’redoingan excellentjoband
we’re extending the stintlength,” his
raceengineer told him. It was another 15
lapsbefore the Force India came intothe
pitsfor its one stop and new primes.

By that time, drama was unfolding at
thefront. Rosberglookedlike he had
things under control during the opening

optiontyrestint. With the first stops
approachinghehad a2smargin overhis
team-mate with Pérez-now third-a
further20s behind. Nicoretained his
advantage after thefirst stops, which
Mercedes completed while maintaining
a3sadvantage over Pérez, but once onto
theprimetyre, it was evident that the
number 44 Merc was faster.

Hamilton began to apply the pressure,
causing Rosbergtolock uponlap25and
gostraightonatthefinal chicane. As
Lewishadn’tbeen challengingatthe
time, Nico wasn’t obliged to cede
position afterrejoining.

Justover halfway through the 701aps,
both Mercs slowed by around 3salap,
both Hamilton and Rosbergreported
simultaneousloss of power.

“They were the same power units
racingatthe samepace and runningat
exactly the same temperatures,” Toto
Wolff explained. “Inthe MGU-K we saw
temperatures higher than expected and
then it shutdown. We told both driversto
manage the brakes because when you
losetheelectricmotor youalsolose
theelectric brakingand sothe brakes
wereoverheating.”

That wasthe cueforanagitated radio
call from Rosberg: “What brake balance
ismy team-mate running?”

Rosbergwasfinding it increasingly
difficult to keep Hamilton behind him
and wastold that his brake balance was
moreforward than Lewis’s. When they
made their second stops 20 1apslater,
Nicohad a problem with the front left
and Lewis, who pitted alaplater, jumped
him. Buthislead was short-lived ashe

ranstraighton atthe second chicaneand

then his brake pedal went to the floor.

“When you come into the pits and stop
the car, the temperaturesrise and when
he went out the pedal just went down
completely,” Wolff explained. “Nicowas
luckynottohavethataswell.”

Indeed he was. But that greater front
bias probably helped. Nico’s immediate
problem was that, down 160bhp without
the MGU-K, he was vulnerable on the
return straight in sector three. He knew
hehadtodriveblistering opening
sectorstokeephispursuersoutof DRS
range and protect himself. He did it
superbly, repeatedly setting quickest
sector onetimes.

Hewashelped, too, by thefact that it
was the one-stopping Pérez, protecting
histyres, whonow ran second after
Hamilton’sretirement. Massa’s
Williams had led for a brief couple of
laps, the team investigatingthe
possibility of runninghim through on
justthe onestop after a tardy first pit
visit when there was a problem with the
gunontheright-fronttyre change.
Williams abandoned that idea when tyre
degradation increased and Felipe
rejoined seventh after his second stop,
justbehind team-mate Bottas.

Theorder was now Rosberg, Pérez,
Ricciardo, whohad jumped Red Bull
team-mate Vettel after an excellent ‘in’
lapatthe second stops, Hiilkenberg,
Bottas, Massa and Alonso.

Bottaswasalsointrouble withrising
temperatures and Williams told him to
cedeto Massa, with Alonso also passing.

Frustrated behind Pérez, Ricciardo
finally pulled off afinemovearound the

Loss of rear brakes ended

outside of the Force Indiaat Turn One
withfourlapstogoasSergioradioed in
thathe wasrunningout of brakes. The
team told him toreset the brake by wire
system as Vettel started to attack.

Once clear of the ForceIndia,
Ricciardoreeled in Rosberg’s
defenceless Mercedes and swept by with
theaid of DRS ontherundowntothe
final chicane onlap 68. A laplater, Vettel
madeitaRed Bull one-three ashe got
inside Pérez atthe same place.

Momentslater Ricciardo’sfirst grand
prix win was confirmed when Massa’s
lastlap attempt to separate Pérezfrom
fourth place went badly wrong into Turn
Oneandbrought out another safety car.

Pérezmoved left to defend just as Felipe
tried to pinch him onto the outsideline,
the pair made contact and cannoned
heavily into the tyre barrier. Massa
missed collecting Vettel’s Red Bull,
which wasturningintoT1, by mere
inches, in what was ascary moment.

“I'saw something white in my mirror,
opened the steeringand then watched
Felipefly by,” Vettel said.

The Williams data measured 27G on
impact and both Massa and Pérezhad
hospital checks before, happily, being
discharged. Both teams were called to
the stewards office and Pérez held
responsiblefor changingline. Hegota
five place grid penalty in Austria.

At Williams, Rob Smedley was not
happy: “We showed them the data from
thatlap and one before. Felipe, at high
speed because he’s well into the tow,
braked about 5m earlier than thelap
before. We showed evidence from the
side shot where, if youtake Felipeand
Sebastian through the braking phase,
thedistance between them is exactly the
same, but you see that Pérezis backing
towards Felipe.

“We showed them evidence from the
radio transcript where they (Force India)
say tohim about his brake problem,
‘carryonif youcanandif youcan’t, pit.’
Which saystomethatit’safairly
terminal problem. Why you leave a car
out with that sort of problem isabit
beyond me. We had to call it quits with
Valtteriand back him off tosave brakes
because it can be dangerous. Lewis
Hamilton because of his problems,
brakesand engine, had tostopthecar.
That’sa guy fighting for the world
championship. SoI’'mabitpeeved.”

ForceIndiateam boss Bob Fearnley,
however, defended histeam.

“Thebrakes weren’tan issue, it wasan
electrical faultand wehad todoareset.
That cost us the position toRicciardoand
intheprocessof doingit welostthe
Vettel one. It was a Force India element
notaMercedesone.”

Ricciardo, his smile wider thanever,
couldn’t believe that the Australian
national anthem was played for him. It
probably won’t be thelast time either...

Rosbergsmiled too, as he contemplated
a22-pointadvantage over histeam-mate
in the championship after afabulous
damage limitation drive. Vettel,
sportingly, seemed genuinely pleased for
hisyoungteam-mate, if alittle miffed
thatbetter strategy had not been
employed tohelp his own cause. Canada
seldom disappoints and this one was
rightup there with the best of them.

In my
mind, | figured that the BTCC boys would be able
to put on a show no matter what the circuit
configuration. Just like Alan Gow, | was wrong.

But what last weekend's stalemate has
uncovered is an even more interesting story that
the circuit's owner, MotorSport Vision, is
considering alterations to the Knickerbrook
switchback. It was initially put in place after the
death of Paul Warwickin a Formula 3000 race in
July, 1991. It has been slightly modified (but only
very slightly) since, and that's it. The chicane part
of the Knickerbrook complex, dubbed Hizzy's, isn't
tight enough to promote proper overtaking and
owner Jonathan Palmer has realised that. He is
looking at ways of altering the corner, and if he can
find a suitable and financially viable alternative, it
willbe putin place.

Purists generally tend to hold their hands up in
horror when any alteration is mentioned, but those
who remember the old test of Knickerbrook have
already lost a classic (ie: far too dangerous)
corner, so any further change s likely to have
less of animpact.

The Oulton Park meeting has become the jewel
inthe crown as far as the BTCC is concerned, and
itis a shame that last weekend's races were so
subdued. The crowd was the best that the
Cheshire venue has ever seen for a touring car
weekend, and Palmer said that the two-day
attendance was pushing up towards 50,000.

Like last year, there were numerous campers on
site and, despite the fickle weather, they had a
great time. The throng for the pits walkabout and
around the paddock awnings was well in excess
of anything | have known, and itis a pleasure to see
s0 many enjoying the sport.

The series is clearly experiencing a high at the
moment, but clever promotion by the circuit helps
too. If the full circuit can be amended ever so
slightly to promote better racing, then it truly will
be the race meeting that has everything.

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Rally tragedy leads to
Government review

The Scottish Government
haslaunched areview of
motorsport spectator safety
in the country following the
death of three peopleonthe
Jim Clark Rally.

The British Rally
Championship counter in
the Scottish Borders was
abandoned following the crash
on the Swinton stage. Five
spectators—one of whom
remains in hospital - were
injured inan earlier crash
(MN, June4).

The Scottish justice
secretary Kenny MacAskill
announced thereview in
parliament aftera visit to
the crash scene, where he
was briefed by Police Scotland.
“Spectator safety must always
beparamount,” said
MacAskill. “The Scottish
Government will commission
areview of motorsportevent
safety in Scotland. The review
will include Scottish Borders
Council, Police Scotland, the
Motor Sports Association,
eventorganisersand other key
stakeholders. It will includea
review of thetrainingof
stewards, as well asall other
safety-related controls.”

MacAskill stressed thathe
saw the value of the Jim Clark
Rally and other events in
Scotland: “The Jim Clark
Rally isalong-standingevent
thathasbeen part of thelocal
community for44 years. It
hasagood safety record. It
isapopulareventthathas
brought enormous benefit to
Berwickshire year after year.”

Yet a life without adventure, without
thrills and without risk would be a dreadfully
dulllife.

People climb mountains, fly aeroplanes, ride
horses and bicycles: all bring risk and all claim
lives. But the ability to make a personal and
considered decision about the risk of doing
something must remain an essential part of
everyday life. Each time we get into our road
cars and hop onto a motorway, we take a
risk. It is unavoidable.

I hope that everyone affected by the events
of the Jim Clark will find the inner strength to
cope and my heartfelt sympathy goestoall
those involved. But | dearly hope that the face
of the sport | love will not be changed in haste
following such a terrible accident.

Let the lessons be learned, if there are, and
let every single person who goes out and
watches arally take an extra moment to
consider where they stand. We must all be
ultimately responsible for our own safety,
even if the society in which we live can
sometimes make us feel otherwise.

Tordoff insixth was Mat Jackson
(Ford), Nick Foster (BMW), Tom
Ingram (Toyota)and Marc Hynes (MG).

Noonehad taken agamble on softer
tyresand so there were notyre issuesto
play out either—otherthan Austin
closing in on Shedden overthelatter
stagesashetook advantage of the
better tyre wearrate of hisRWD car.

Themainaction was outside the top
ten, with the injured partiesfroma
truncated wet-but-drying qualifying
session battlingback through the pack
—or,atleast, tryingto. Neal jumped
Jordantorunin13thplace, rightonthe
bootlid of Alain Menu (VW).Menu was
struggling with understeer and fended
off several taps from Neal into the Shell
Oilshairpin. Itboiled over at the end of
the penultimate lap when Neal lunged
his Tourer down the inside into Lodge.
“He camefromnowhere,” said Menu. “I
was struggling in the fast cornersbut
was OK into Lodge. Hejust hitme and
pushed me sideways through the
cornertogetahead ontheexit. Iasked
the clerk of the course whether this is
the way, because if theserulesare OK,
thenIwilljoinintoo.”

The officials did change theresultsto
give the place toMenu. So that meant
Neal was alowly (by his standards)
14th, whilereigning champion Jordan
was an even more disastrous 15th and
earned only asingle point.

His woe was in stark contrast to
Turkington’sjoy. It was his third win of
theyearandlaunched him back into

thehunt. “Aracelike thatisnever easy,”
said Turkington. “When youare ahead,
youhaveto control the pace and there
areallkindsof things goingthrough
your mind. Our car was perfectand we
have worked hard at the set-up through
thefree practice sessions. We have done
well and worked together, but Imight
notlet Robsee intothefileand see
exactly what we’ve got.”

Collard knew that his Northern Irish
stable-mate had something onhim, but
was still delighted to bank ahuge points
score: “That wasas much as we could
have got because Colin isin aslightly
different place to us, but to get thefirst
one-two for the NGTCBMW 1seriesis
wonderful.”

Race two

Thelack of overtakingchancesatthe
Oulton Park International circuitand
the competitiveness of thefield this
season-plusthefactthat Turkington
and Collard locked out the front row—
meant the prospects forathriller in
racetwodidn’t seem strong. They
evaporatedat Old Hallintermsof a
fightfor thelead as the eBay Motors duo
filed intoline astern at the apex. But
there wastobeastinginthetail...

The pair was helped when Austin
madealightningstarttoforge fromthe
third row to split Shedden and Plato
ahead andreach Old Hall in third place.
“That wasjustan amazing getaway,”
said the Audidriver. “One of my best.”

With the follow-my-leader style of
racing, it was unlikely that much was

goingto change. Behind Austin, Plato
wasnailed tothebootlid of the A4but
justcouldn’tfind away ahead. He
wasn’t complainingabout Austin’s
driving—far fromit—buthe was
frustrated. “It isabout the boost and the
track,” said Plato. “Robdrovereally
well, buteven if Icould get alongside,
he would just power away because he
hasmoreboostduetoproblemshehas
had earlier inthe season. Buthey, that
isthe way therules work...”

Behind them, Shedden fended of
Tordoff, Jackson, Foster, Ingram and
Fabrizio Giovanardi (Ford)inatrain,
withnothingto separate them but
nothingto give any of them hope
of improving.

Theaction initially happened further
back. Firstly, Menu tried an optimistic
lunge on Giovanardifortenth at
Hizzy’s, but it was borne out of
frustration and ended in contact.
Menu continued, but Giovanardi was
dumped totheback.

Menu wasn’t done yet, because
Jordan (free from his 45kgs of ballast)
was picking his way through. He
passed the newly tenth Menu
legitimately on lap seven, but was
rewarded with amighty whack inthe
back fromthe VW at Cascades afew
hundred yardslater, whichleft the
Pirtek man down in 13th place.

“There wasnoway it wasjustatap,”
said afurious Jordan, who confronted
hisassailant afterwards. “He clearly
doesn’tunderstand the brakingin
thesecars. If hethinksIambraking

The officials took the same view and
switched their positionsinthefinal
results by handingMenu a 0.4s penalty to
hisracetime.

Despite the static positions up front,
there was drama when the safety car was
called when Dave Newsham (Ford) and
Jack Goff (Vauxhall) collided further
back. The eBay Motors duo at the front
gotthecall over theradio and backed off,
buthadn’t yetreached thefirst of the
safety carflags. Austin takes up the story:
“Icould see the BMWs slow down and
start weaving, and T had alook around
and there werenoflags, sol kept it going
and passed Collard. Then Turkington,
ahead, realised what had happened and
sped up until he got to the yellows. But1
had donenothingwrong.”

Although the positions were swapped
back before the safety car wasreleased,
there were investigationslater. They
decided that Austin’s pass wasa valid
one, and reversed the positions. Collard
claimed the reason he had slowed so
much was theretardation of Turkington.

Behind Platoand Shedden infourth
andfifth, the order was shuffled at the
last corner when Jackson got inside
Tordoff at Lodge,and Tordoff wasthen
sideswiped by Ingram. Ingram
scrambled home in seventh from Aron
Smith (VW) and the ailing Tordoff. Smith
was later drawn on pole.

Turkington, though, wasrevelingin his
weekend: “The car was even better with

ballast. It was awesome, the weight
helped settle the car down-which
happens sometimes—and thehandling
was great. Thishas been anamazing
weekend sofar.”

Race three

Rain. This was somethingthathad been
expected, buthad held off justintimeto
add spice tothefinal event. Finally, it
seemed, we might see some action.

When ithappened, it was the wrong
kind of action. Inthe initial meleeamid
the plumes of spray, Neal’s weekend went
wrongas he was piled into the barriers by
amidfield skirmishontheruntoturn
one. He was spat into the inside barriers
ontheruntoOld Hallas Hunter Abbott
(Audi)and Jack Goff (Vauxhall Insignia)
collided. It compounded a miserable
weekend for Hondaman Neal.

Onthetrack, Smith converted his pole
intoalead ahead of Mat Jacksonand
Collard, with Shedden, Platoand
Turkington following, but therace was
immediately neutralised.

When the green flagflew, Jackson was
thefirsttoerr when he slewed wide at
Cascades, which handed Smith a healthy
lead. Then Shedden moved in to second
when Collard slipped to fourth. The top
two were away, but the early fights put
Collard under pressure from Plato.

Platowasn’tin the mood to hangabout
and contact wasmadeat Lodge at theend
of lapsix, which spun the German car
down theorder. “That was areally tough
race,because it wasdryingallthetime,”
said Plato. “ItisashameRobtried to
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claim hispiece of Tarmac whenIgot
inside him at Lodge.Iam sure we will be
arguingabout it with the officialslater.”

They did investigate, but Plato had
moretoanswer foronlapten. The sneaky
Turkington had grabbed third as Plato
and Collard had battled. Plato passed
theeBay car cleanly on the dragout of
lap ten, but Turkington fought back on
the Avenue.

Platofoughtback, and kicked hisrival
wideat the Shell Oils hairpin. That
allowed Plato through toathird placed
finish. There was another triptothe
officials’ bus in prospect.

Further back, fifth place for Austin was
another strongresult,and he headed
home Tordoff and Menu. Jordan’s eighth
was someredemption from atough
event: “My weekend was ruined by bad
luck in qualifying. If thered flagshadn’t
have flown whenIwasonmy quick lap, I
would have started in the top six. Then,
whoknows?” herued.

There could be nothingtoupset Smith’s
mood after his second career win. “There
was somuch pace in the car,” said the
Irishman, who took Team BMR’s first
BTCCwin. “Itried hard to save my tyres
oncelhad gotagap. It wasjust beautiful.
There was some colourful language over
the pits-to-carradio after thelast corner.
Tamso chuffed for theteam.”

Shedden’s second place cemented a
solid weekend for the Honda while Plato
did haveto visitthe bus-tohave the
positions between himself and
Turkingtonreversed... yetanother boon
forthe BMW man’s weekend. B

Itleft Cleland
on hisown in second with
Simon Garrad claiming third
after Graeme Dodd took a wide

lineoutof Cascadesonlapnine.

Worse was to come for Dodd Sr
asDerek Palmer’s Nissan
Primeraoutbreaked him into
Old Hall alaplaterforfourth.

Thistime it was surprise entrant
Tom Walster, co-driven by Jeff Wade,
who came out of adifficultrally on
top. Nottingham driver Walster has
competed in the occasional event in
recent years but hasn’t put together
afull campaign since 2009.

“I'mnotusedtothese 1400 cars,” he
saidatservice. “Therainand themud
isn’tmaking itany easiertogetto
gripswithit.”

Butatthat point he was showing
real pace. In third position in the class,
hewasjust11sbehindleader David
Bennettand Alistair McNeill in their
Vauxhall Corsa. In between the two
was Mat Smith and Giles Dykes in
their Ford Ka. Infact, Bennett had just
assumed thelead as Smith/Dykes
encountered various problems.

Thompson’s speed was there though,
and on thefirststage outof servicehe
wasjust one second behind Anderson
and only lost four seconds on the seven-
mile Sherwood Pines stage.

The
resultmeans he maintains hislead of
the REIS Gold Star standings, and must
be considered aseriousthreat if other
driversfail to bagconsistent top three
results. He’salsoat the head of the
Production Cup standings, with his
consistent scoring paying off.

Graham made the best starttolead
Curran and Lynch throughout, while
fellow SuperModified driver Vince
Bristow did everythinghe could to
pass Production runners Declan Nolan
and Eugene Ward, who were holding
fourth and fifth. Initially passing Ward,
Bristow tried an adventurous move
around the outside of Nolan at thefirst
corner onlap three, only to run wide
and drop back to sixth. He would remain
in the position.

“I'mvery happy with the whole
weekend, the car is fantastic,” said a
delighted winner Graham. “Once you
getherpointing in a straightline she’s
awesome. Gettingher to go in theright
direction is tricky sometimes though.
Ireally likeracing at Pembrey, and I
justloveracingthiscar.”

Simon Horton had initially qualified
on pole position for the Superfinal
having won the Supercar division on
the second day of the event but was
unable to take the start. Derek Jobb had
led at the start of the Supercar final but
retired on lap three, leaving Horton to
claim hismaiden victory. Andy Grant
had dominated when his Ford Focus was
runningright, beating Jobb on day one,
but succumbed to an engine misfire at
the start of Sunday’sfinal. Horton
retired on day one with steering damage
from first corner contact.
