Once on the Island, head north on Highway 19 to Campbell River.
Fair Harbour is 225 km from Campbell River (4hrs).

Stay on Highway 19, heading North for 150 km.

Turn left at Steel Creek / Upper Steel Rd - 2.8 km
Turn Right at Nimpkish Rd = 300 m

Turn left onto Zeballos Main Rd — 37 Im

Continue onto Maquinna Ave - 650 m

Turn right onto Parkway — 650 m

Turn left onto Zeballos Forest Service Rd - 4.2 km
Zeballos Forest Service Rd turns slightly rate, and becomes
Harbour Rd - 19.6 k m

Slight left — 10 km

Fair Harbour Marina & Campground will be on your left.

Along the way watch for logging trucks, as well a variety of wildlife
such as; bears, deer and elk. The park features old growth forests and
steep forested slopes leading to rugged mountains and spectacular
karst features. Water falls and deep river canyon crossings what add
to your experience.

If you require any last minute supplies we recommend stocking up in
Campbell River. We recommend a stop at the Sayward Gas Station to
fill up on fuel. There is one more gas station in Woss as well. Don’t
forget to fuel up!
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
