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Ore of the names of Allah is alFHakeem (the Most
Wise). The word Hokeem is cerived from the same
oot as hukm (uling) and hikmah (wisdom). Allah
alone is the Ore Who issues rulings, and His rulings
are the most wise and perfect.

Secondly: Alloh does not prescribe any ling but
there is great wisdom behind it which we may under-
stand, or our minds may not be guided to under
stand it We may know some of it but a great deal is
hidden from us.

Thirdly: Alloh has mentioned the reason and wisdom
behind His enjcining of fasting upon us, as He says (in-
terpretation of the meaning):

'O you who believel Observing As-Sawm (the fast-
ing) is presciibed for you as it was prescribed for
those before you, that you may become Al-Mut-
taqoon (the pious)' [al-Bagarah 2:183]

Fasting is @ means of attaining tagwa (piety, being
conscious of Allah), and tagwa means doing that
which Allah has enjoined and avoiding that which He
has forbidden. Fasting is one of the greatest means
of helping a person to fulfl the commands of Islam.

The scholars (may Allah have mercy on them) have
mentioned some of the reasons why fasting is pre-
scribed all of which are characteristics of tagwa, but
there is nothing wrong with quoting them here, to
draw the attention of fasting people to them and
make them keen o atftain them.

Among the reasons behind fasting are:

Fasting is a means that makes us appreciate and
give thanks for pleasures. For fasting means giving up
eating, drinking and intercourse, which are among
the greatest pleasures. By giving them up for a short
time, we begin to appreciate their va lue. Because
the blessings of Allch are not recognized, but when
you abstain from them, you begin to recognize them,
so this motivates you to be grateful for them.

Fasting is a means of giving up haraam things, be-

cause if a person can give up halaal things in order
to please Allah and for fear of His painful toment,

22

, then he il be more likely to refrain from haraam
things. So fasting is a means of avoiding the things
that Allah has forbidden

Fasting enables us to control our desires, because
when a person is full his desires grow, but if he is
hungry then his desie becomes weak Hence the
Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him)
said: 'O young men! Whoever among you can afford
to get maried, let him do so, for it is more effective in
lowering the goze and protecting one's chastity.
Whoever cannot do that, let him fast, for it will be a
shield for him"

Fasting makes us feel compassion and empathy to-
wards the poor, because when the fasting person
tastes the pain of hunger for a while he remembers
those who are in this situation all the time, so he will
hasten to do acts of kindness 1o them and show com-
passion towards them. So fasting is a means of feel-
ing empathy with the poor.

Fasting humiliates and weakens the Shaytaan; it weak-
ens the effects of his whispers (waswaas) on a person
and reduces his sins. That is because the Shaytoan
"fiows throuch the son of Adom like blood" as the
Prophet (peace ond blessings of Allch be upon him)
said, but fasting narows the passages through which
the Shaytaan fiows, so his influence arows less.

The fasting person is training himself to remember that
Allah is always watching, so he gives up the things
that he desires even though he is able o take them,
because he knows that Allah can see him.

Fasting means developing an affifude of asceticism
towards this world and its desires, and seeking that
which is with Allah.

It makes the Muslim get used to doing a great deal
of acts of worship, because the fasting person usual-
ly does more acts of worship ond gets used to that.
These are some of the reasons why fasting is en-
joined. We ask Allch 1o help us to achieve them and
to worship Him properly. And Allah knows best.

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Allah has prescribed fasting in accordance with the
highest wisdom. He has commanded the fasting
person to fast in a moderate manner, so he should
not harm himself by fosting or consume anything that
will invalidate the fast, Hence the things that invali-
date the fast are of two types: Some of the things
that invalidate the fast involve things coming out of
the body, such as intercourse, deliberate vomiting,
menstruation and cupping. These things that come
out of the body weaken it. Hence Allah has de-
scribed them as being things that invalidate the fast,
so that the fasting person will not combine the weak-
ness that results from fasting with the weakness that re-
sults from these things, and thus be harmed by his fast
or his fast no longer be moderate.

And some of the things that invalidate the fast in-
volve things entering the body, such as eating and
crinking If the fasting person eats or drinks, he does
not achieve the purpose of fasting.

Allah has summed up the things that break the fast in
the verse where He says: 'So now have sexual rela-
tions with them and seek that which Allah has or-
dained for you (offspring), and eat and drink until the
white thread (light) of dawn appears to you distinct
from the black thread (darkness of night), then com-
plete your Sawm (fast) fill the nightfall’ [al-Bagarah
2:1871

In this verse Allah mentions the main things that invali-
date the fast which are eating, drinking and inter-
course. The other things that break the fast were men-
tioned by the Prophet (pbuh) in his Sunnch. There
are seven things that breck the fast, as follows:

1) Intercourse, 2) Masturbation, 3) Eating and drink-
ing, 4) Anything that is regarded as coming under
the same heading as eafing and drinking,

Rarmadr
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5) Letting blood by means of cupping and the like,
6) Vomiting deliberately, 7) Menstruation and nifaas

The first of the things that invalidate the fast is: infer-
course. This is the most serious and the most sinful of
the things that invalidate the fast.

Whoever has intercourse during the day in Ramadan
deliberately and of his or her own free wil, in which
the two circumcised parts meet and the tip of the
penis disappears in either of the two passages, has
invalidated his fast, whether he ejaculates or not. He
has to repent, complete that day (ie, not eat or drink
until sunset), make up that days fast later on and
offer a severe expiation. The evidence for that is the
hadeeth narated by Abu Hurayrah (may Allah be
pleased with him) who said: A man came to the
Prophet (pbuh) and said, | am doomed, O Messen-
ger of Allchl" He said, "Why are you doomed?' He
said, "l had intercourse with my wife (during the day)
in Ramadan" He scid, "Can you fiee a slave?' He
said, "No." He said, "Can you fast for two consecutive
months?' He said, "No!" He scid, "Can you feed sixty
poor persons?’ He said, "No! Narated by
al-Bukhaar & Muslim.

The second of the things that invalidate the fast is
masturbation. This means causing ejaculation or
climax by using the hand efc. The evidence that mas-
tubation is one of the things that invalidate the fast
is the words of Allah in the hadeeth qudsi in which He
says of the fasting person: "He gives up his food and
drink and desire for My sake” Namated by
al-Bukhaar & Muslim. Causing ejoculation comes
under the heading of the desire which the fasting
person gives up. Whoever masturbates during the
day in Ramadan has to repent to Allah and refrain
from eating ond drinking for the rest of the day, ond
he has to make up that fast later on.

If he starts to masturbate then stops without ejaculat-
ing, he has fo repent, but his fast is still valid, and he
does not have to make it up later because he did
not eiaculate. The fasting person should keep away
from everything that provokes desire and shun bad
thoughts. With regard to the emission of madhiy (pros-
tatic fiuid), the most correct view is that it does notin-
validate the fast. The third of the things that invali-
date the fast is eating or diinking This refers to food
or drink reaching the stomach via the Mouth.



If anything reaches the stomach via the nose, this is
like eating or drinking Hence the Prophet (pbuh)
said: "Snuff up water deeply into the nose (when
doing wudoo)), except when you are fasting Narrat-
ed by al-Timidhi, 788. If water reaching the stomach
via the nose did not invalidate the fast, the Prophet
(pbuh) would not have told those who are fosting
not to snuff up water deeply info the nose.

The fourth of the things that invalidate the fast is any-
thing that is regarded as coming under the some
heading as eating and drinking

This includes two things:

Transfusion of blood to one who is fasting - such as if
he bleeds heavily and is given a blood transfusion.
This invalidates the fast because blood is formed
from food and drink

Receiving via a needle (as in the case of a drip)
nourishing substances which take the place of food
and drink, because this is the same as food and drink.
With regard fo injections which do not replace food
and drink, rather they are administered for the pur-
pose of medical freatment - such as penicillin or insu-
lin - or are given to energize the body, or for the pur-
pose of vaccinations, these do not affect the fast,
whether they are intravenous or inframuscular (iniect-
ed into a vein or a muscle). But 1o be on the safe
side these injections may be given at night.

Kidney dialysis, in which blood is extracted, cleaned
and then retuned to the body with the additional of
chemical substances such as sugars and salts efe. is
regarded as invalidating the fast,

The fifth of the things that invalidate the fast is letting
blood by means of cupping Because the Prophet
(pbuh) said: "The cupper and the one for whom cup-
ping is done have both invalidated their fast! Narnat-
ed by Abu Dawood, classed as saheeh by al-Al-
baani. Canating blood comes under the same head-
ing as cupping, because it affects the body in the
same way, Based on this, it is not pemissible for a
person who is fasting to donate blood unless it is es-
sential, in which case it is pemissible. In that case the
donar has broken his fast and must moke up that day
later on.

If a person suffers a nosebleed, his fast is valid, be-
cause that happened involuntarily, With regard to
bleeding that results from extraction of a tooth, sur-
gery or a blood fest etc, that does not invalidate
the fast because it is not cupping or something that
is similor to cupping, unless it has an effect on the
body similar to that of cupping.

The sixth of the things that invalidate the fast is vomit-
ing delberately Because the Prophet (pbuh) said:
"Whoever vomits involuntarily does not have to moke
up the fast, but whoever vomits deliberately let him
make up the fast" Narated by al-Timidhi, classed as
saheeh by al-Albaani. Ibn al-Mundhir said: The schol-
ars are agreed that the fast of one who vomits delio-
erately is invalidated. AHMughni.

Whoever vomits delberately by sticking his finger in
his throat, pressing his stomach, deliberately smelling
something nasty or persisting in looking at something
that makes him vomit, has to make up his fast later on.
If his gorge rises, he should not suppress it because
that will harm him. The seventh of the things that invali-
date the fast is the blood of menses and nifaas

Because the Prophet (pbun) said: "ls it not the case
that when she gets her period, she does not pray or
fast?" Narated by al-Bukhaari \When o woman sees
the blood of her period or nifoas (post-partum
bleeding), her fast becomes invalid even if that is
one moment before sunset,

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Things that do not invalidate the fast

. - Enemas, eyedrops, eardiops, tooth extraction
and freatment of injuries do not invalidate the fast.

2 - Medical tablets that are placed under the
tongue to freat asthma aftacks ete, so long as you
avoid swallowing any residue.

3 - Insertion of anything info the vagina such as
pessaries, or a speculum, or the doctor's fingers for
the purpose of medical examination.

4 - Insertion of medical instuments or IUD into the
womb.

3 - Anvthing that enters the urinary fract of a male or
female, such as a catheter tube, or medical scopes,
or opague dyes inserted for the purpose of x-rays, or
medicine, or a solution to wash the bladder

6 - Fillings, extractions or cleaning of the teeth,
whether with a siwaak or tfoothbrush, so long as you
avoid swallowing anything that reaches the throat,

7 - Rinsing the mouth, gargling, sprays etc. so long as
you avoid swallowing anything that reaches the
throat.

8 - Oxygen or anaesthetic gases, so long as that
does not give the patient any kind of nourishment

9 - Anything that may enter the body via absorpfion
through the skin, such as creams, pouliices, etfc.

10 - Insertion of a fine tube via the veins for diognos-
tic imaging or treatment of the veins of the heart or
any part of the body.

11 - Insertion of a scope through the stomach wall o
examine the intestines by means of a surgical
operation (laparoscopy).

17 - Toking samples from the liver or any other part of
the bodly, so long as that is not accompanied by ad-
ministration of solutions.

13 - Endoscopy, so long as that is not accompanied
by administrafion of solutions or other substances.

14 - Infroduction of any medical instruments or materi-
als to the brain or spinal column.

The age at which parents should start teaching
their children fo fast is the age when they are able to
fast, which varies according 1o the physical constitu-
tion of each chilg, but some scholars have defined it
os the age of ten years.

For more details on that please see the answer to
question number 65558, in which there is important in-
formation.

Thirclly:

With regard to means of helping children to get used
to fasting, that may involve a number of things, such
as:

L. Telling them of the virtues of fasting and that it is
one of the most important means of entering Para-
dise, and that in Paradise there is a gate called
al-Rayyaon through which those who fast will enter
2. Prior experience of getting used to fasting, such
as fasting a few days in the month of Sha'lban, so that
fasting in Ramadan will not come as a shock to them.
3. Fasting part of the day and increasing the fime
agradually.

4. Delaying sahoor (pre-dawn meal) until the last
part of the night. That will help them fo fast during the
day.

5. Encouraging them to fast by qiving them rewards
each day or each week

6. Praising them in front of the family at the time of
iffaar (breaking fast) and schoor, because that wil
raise their morale.

7. Instilling o spirit of competition for the one who
has more than one child, whilst remembering that it is
essential not to rebuke the one who is struggling.

&. Distracting the one who gets hungry by letting
him sleep or play permissible games that do not in-
volve effort, as the noble Schaabaoh (Companions)
used fo do with their children. There are suitable pro-
arammes for children and cartoons on the trustworthy
Islamic channels with which you can distract them.
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9. Itis preferable for the father to take his son — es-
pecially ofter Asr — to attend the prayer and lessons,
and to stay in the mosque to read Quraan and re-
member Allah.

10. Arranging visits during the day and night 1o fami-
lies whose young children are also fasting, so as to
encourage them to cary on fasting.

11. Rewarding them with permissible tips after iftaar,
or making the kinds of food, sweets, fruits and juices
that they want,

It should be nofed that if the child becomes too ex-
hausted, you should not insist that he completes the
fast, so that this will not make him hate acts of worship
or lead to him lying or make him sick because he is
not vet one of those who are accountable. If is im-
portant to pay attention to this and not be harsh with
regard fo telling the child to fast

some verses from the Holy Qur'an every day ofter Fajr
or before Maghrib. Tell them that their rank in Para-
dise wil be according fo the quantity they leamed
from the Quran.

Kinshio bond: Encourage your children in Ramadan
for a short visit or @ phone call to one of the relatives
and teach them the importance of strengthening kin-
ship bonds, leading to more blessing, sustenance,
and longer life.

Hour of acceptance: Allah likes to hear the Dud (sup-
plicating) of his servant, and one of the times that
Allch accepts a supplication of his servant is the
moment of fast breaking. This supplication is not re-
jected, so everyone must supplicate for his brother
Try to make Duaa with your family.

Preparations: Gather your children 1o cooperate in
the last days of the holy month of Ramadan to carry
out a cleaning and decorating campaign in the
house to be ready 1o receive Eid. And Prayers and
Peace of Allah be upon His Prophei, and upon all his
family and companions.

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It was proven from the Messenger of Allah (pouh) that he enjoined zakaat al-fitr on the Muslims, one sad!
of dates or one sad of barley, and he commanded that it be given before the people went out to the (Eid)
prayer. In a-Saheehayn it is nanated that Abu Sa'eed al-Khudri (may Allah be pleased with him) said:At the
time of the Prophet (pbuh) we used to give one sad' of food, or one saa' of dates, or one sad' of barley, or
one sad of raisins.

What must be given is a sad' of any kind of staple food, ie, a sad of the Prophet (pbuh), which is four com-
plete scoops as scooped up with two hands, according to al-Oaamoos etc. There is nothing wrong with
giving the equivalent amount by weight, which is approximately three klograms.

Zakaat al-fitr must be given on behalf of all Muslims, young and old, male and femdle, free and slave. It is also
obligatory to give it before the Eid prayer, and it is not pemissible to delay it until after the Eid prayer. There
is nothing wrong with giving it one or two days before the Eid The companions of the Messenger of Allch
(pbuh) used to give it one or two days before Fid.

Those to whom it must be given are the poor and needy. It was proven that lon ‘Abbaas (may Allah be
pleased with him) said:The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) enjoined zakaat al-fitr as a purification for the fasting
person from idle and obscene speech, and to feed the poor Whoever gives it before the prayer, it s zakaat
alHit, and whoever gives it after the prayer, it is ordinary charity. This was nanated by Abu Dawood and
classed as hasan by al-Albaani.

It is not permissible to pay the value in money, according to the majority of scholars; but Imam Abu Hanifah
(may Allah be pleased with him) said: It's Okay to pay the value in money.

So, if it's hard to give Zakaat Al-itr in the form of the local staple food, we can pay it in cash inshaa Allah, Wa
Alloh Aalam.
