Small but great, as its ancient name,
Megisti, indicates, this frontier island
has combined, through the ages, natural
beauty and moral strength, stubborn
perseverance and staunch patriotism.
Many have conquered these lands, the
Knights Hospitaller, Egyptians, Catalans,
Turks, Venetians, French, Italians, without
ever succeeding in taming the spirit of its
inhabitants. Being always Greek, the island
participated in all the conflicts of the ancient
world, even participating in the campaign
against Troy, or allying with the Athenians
during the Persian Wars. Inscriptions,
Mycenaean tombs, rare ancient artefacts,
the ruins of the temple of Apollo of Triops,
or Apollo Megistheos, attest to this. Even
during the Ottoman occupation it remained
Greek, thus preserving its religion,
language and ethnic traditions, as well
as creating a robust merchant fleet, a
source of prosperity for the island and self-
confidence for its inhabitants.

When the Greek Revolution broke out
in 1821, the highly experienced seamen
of Castellorizo would rise up against the
Ottomans, converting their merchant ships
into warships to serve the Cause.

However, despite its sacrifices during the
period of national revolt and its uprising in
March 1913, when the islanders expelled
the Turkish garrison and declared its
union with Greece (which, however, was
not accomplished) as well as the fact that
it was the first part of Greek land to be
liberated on 13 September 1943 when the
destroyer “Navarhos Kountouriotis” sailed
into its harbour, Castellorizo would not
be incorporated into Greece until 7 March
1948. The union with the homeland finds it
destroyed, plundered, and its inhabitants
decimated. But its people, being always
fighters, would manage to revive it from its

Cinema, Castellorizo, History. When you
arrive in Castellorizo your first thought
is that it is so beautiful, that it looks like
a perfect movie setting. Respectively, it is
a dreamy landscape for watching movies.
At the same time, it is a place immersed
in history, which, thanks to the wealth and
vigor of its inhabitants, manages to survive
above the waves of History as a homeland,
border and an ideal "beyond borders”.

The 6th International Documentary
Festival of Castellorizo that takes place in
the light of the historic anniversary of the
Greek Revolution and the 200 years since
the beginning of the struggles for National
Liberation, is a special opportunity for
foreigners and Greeks from different
parts of the world to “meet” and to reflect
on History under the spotlight of the art of
cinema, not only on what has happened
but primarily on our duty to know about
what may follow.

The duty of our ancestors who fought
two centuries ago for their freedom,
was of a different nature. Freedom was
identified with the establishment of a free
Greek state.

Freedom clearly started from religion,
as described in the first Constitution
of Epidaurus of 1822: “The indigenous
inhabitants of the territory of Greece who
believe in Christ are Greeks”. From then
onwards, the Greek state was established
as a state embodying a specific culture
under conditions of freedom. Karaiskakis,
Kolokotronis, Markos Botsaris and other
revolutionaries did not fight to create just
a modern state in general. They revolted
to create a Greek state that (both then and
now) cannot be neutral as far as the Greek
identity of its inhabitants is concerned.

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Empire. There were no ports, roads and
infrastructure. Almost every plain of the
new state was covered by swamps and
marshes. People lived in the mountains
to avoid endemic malaria. Moreover, after
the passage of Ibrahim the country was a
vast area of ruins. Within a period of 200
years, Greece managed to become by
far the richest of the states created over
territories held by the Ottoman Empire.

Progress and prosperity were not
limited to economic wealth. Greece was
one of the first European states to have
a Constitution. We have established the
universal right to vote for men since the
mid-19th century. Despite the inherent
problems of our political system, Greece
is one of the oldest parliamentary states
in the world. As before the revolution,
so to this day Greek society continues to
place greater importance to education and
culture. Finally, in terms of power, Greece
is a member of the most selective and
at the same time most eclectic alliances
in the world. This may seem strange to
many, but despite the economic malaise
of the last ten years we are still in an
enviable position (as opposed to other
states and nations) in the world.

We welcome and applaud initiatives such
as this, and are committed as citizens and
as representatives of state authorities to
supporting similar creative endeavors that
strengthen and reinforce the imprint of
Greece in Art, History and the international
community.

Castellorizo - The Aegean Island where Documentary Film meets History & Culture

The ancient name of the island Castellorizo is Megisti. It was first inhabited in the
prehistoric years, as testified by the Cyclopean Walls erected during the Mycenaean
years to protect the interior. It later became an apple of discord for Persians, Romans,
Byzantines, Venetians, Genoese, Russians and Ottomans. Pirates used its caves and
carved rocks as a shelter. Megisti was renamed Castel Ruggio in the 14th century, when
annexed by the Knights of the Order of St. John of Jerusalem. Since then, Franks and
Ottomans have taken turns as its conquerors. In 1821, Castellorizo took part in Greece's
War of Independence, but remained under Ottoman rule. Privileges granted by the
Sublime Porte to Castellorizo, particularly during the second half of the 19th century,
contributed to its economic and social prosperity. In 1915, France occupied the island but
on the Tst of March 1921 it ceded it to Italy for a hefty fee. At the outbreak of World War Il
Castellorizo had a significantly reduced population. On 13 September 1943, Allied forces
liberated Castellorizo due to its strategic position.

During this period the British used it as a base for the liberation of the islands of the
eastern Aegean. In October 1943, the Germans bombed the island heavily. The islanders
were uprooted once again from their homeland1, leaving their property behind, and
were transferred to the Nuseirat refugee camp in Gaza, Palestine. In 1945, at the end of
World War Il, the people of Castellorizo returned to their homeland in three groups, after
suffering multiple hardships. On 10 February 1947, Italy ceded the Dodecanese and its
adjacent islets to Greece. A year later, in 1948, Castellorizo was officially incorporated
into Greece.

1. The only residents who did not leave Castellorizo were
Despina Achladiotis, the Lady of Ro, with her blind mother, who
remained on their island despite the difficulties and cooperated
with the Sacred Squadron that finally liberated the Dodecanese.
Despina Achladiotis would raise the Greek flag for 40 years
thus rendering an important national servicefor whichshe was
honored by the Academy of Athens, the Hellenic Navy, the Greek
Parliament and other institutions

Israeli artist Dani Karavan has created
nearly 100 environmental installations all
across the world. He has won some of the
most prestigious international art awards and
is constantly asked to speak or lecture about
his groundbreaking work.

The film
documents the creation of Kelly's monumental
artwork “Peace or War/The Big Picture”. It is a
tapestry of history and art, drawn from major
artworks and photos from the defining conflicts of
their relevant times.

ARAF is an essayistic road movie and diary
of an imaginary character, Nayia, who travels
between Srebrenica and Sarajevo to Mostar
in Bosnia. She has been in exile since the
war and returns for the 22nd memorial of the
Srebrenica genocide. The film is guided by
her diary notes of the journey which merge
with the myth of Daedalus and Icarus —Icarus
being the name given to the winner of a bridge
diving competition in her home country. The
story of Icarus and Daedalus, a myth symbolic
of man’s over-ambition and inevitable failure,
is weaved throughout the film as a way to
think about exorcizing the vicious cycle of
such events happening in the future and of
a possible reconciliation. Nayia also thinks
of lcarus from a different perspective, that
of seeing the optimism of such a leap, his
braveness of taking a leap into the unknown
in this era of radical instability, that perhaps
Icarus wanted to write a different narration.

Didem Pekiin

In her essay films, she addresses how
violence and displacement define and destroy
life. Her documentaries and videos have been
shown internationally and received awards.
She is a founding member of Center for
Spatial Justice (MAD). She holds a BA in Music
(SOAS), an MA in Documentary (Goldsmiths),
and a practice-based PhD in Visual Cultures
from Goldsmiths. Having served as faculty
member at Kog University, Research Fellow
at Visual Cultures (Goldsmiths), Joint Fellow
at Institute for Advanced Studies & Visual
Studies Platform at CEU, Budapest, she is
currently a fellow at Graduate School @
Universitat der Kiinste Berlin.

Greek
Orthodox Patriarch Irineos was accused of selling church
property to Jewish settlers. He denied all the accusations.
However, for the first time in the Church'’s 2000-year history,
its leader was ousted. For 11 long years, Irineos was
imprisoned in his chambers. In this first-person account,
filmmaker Danae Elon unravels what really happened to the
former Patriarch. With unprecedented access to the inner
workings of the Church, a riveting, mysterious, disturbing,
and often humorous story is revealed about an unknown
world within the walls of Jerusalem'’s Old City.

Danae Elon is an award-winning, documentary filmmaker,
producer and cinematographer. She is currently working on
a feature documentary and virtual reality experience: “Rule
of Stone”, about the architectural Master Plan of Jerusalem,
which is supported by Sodec and CMF. Her most recently
completed film is “Life of a Dog", made in collaboration
with director Rosana Matecki, and a recipient of the CBC
artist relief fund. The film was selected to premiere at
RIDM 2020, and will be shown on CBC. Elon's previous
film, "A Sister's Song”, in 2018, won several awards: the
AIDC award for innovation in documentary filmmaking;
Best Documentary at the DOKER Moscow International
Documentary Film Festival; and an IRIS Award in Quebec for
best cinematography. Her other films include “Another Road
Home" (2004), “Partly Private” (2007), “P.S. Jerusalem” (2015)
and “Patriarch’s Room” (2017). Her films have showcased at
TIFF, Berlinale, Tribeca, IDFA, Hot Docs, Melbourne, Human
Rights Watch, and many other international film festivals,
as well as enjoying theatrically release in the US and in
Canada. Furthermore, her work has been broadcasted on
the BBC, ARTE, Sundance Channel, Vision TV, Canal D, YLE,
TV 2 Denmark, KAN Israel and Al Jazeera. Danae is the
recipient of a 2009 Guggenheim fellowship, and in addition
has won awards and fellowships from Tribeca Film Festival
and the Sundance Institute. She is an alumna of New York
University Tisch School of the Arts where she won the 1994
U.S. national Eastman Kodak Scholarship Award as “one of
the nation’s most promising talents of the Future Generation
of Filmmakers”. Nowadays Danae teaches film production
and development at Queen’s University in Kingston, Ontario.

“Keehae'jas - Man of the Land” is an
ethnographic documentary filmed in
Lemnos, the most flat of the Aegean
islands. According to an oral tradition
of his place of birth, Keehae'jas - a term
associated with Lemnian farmers, was
interpreted in various words but still
remains largely misunderstood. Through
the narrations of members of Keehae'jas
family and their living experience, the
documentary covers an existing gap
in collective memory and local history
on the existence of the group itself.
Memories, oblivions, silence and identities
help illuminate the rural, economic and
social history of the island, mostly on a
predominantly evolutionary basis. The
history of the Keehae'jas group is nothing
more than a story experienced on the
baseline, by subjects previously denied the
right to official or written history as well as
the institutional memory of Lemnos.

The narrator of the documentary
Mert realizes the catastrophic human
impact on coastal areas and marine
ecosystems while he was working as a
scuba instructor/scientist. Being attached
to Kas like many others, he follows the
story around one special fish, the dusky
grouper and films the very first protection
efforts and the struggle given to conserve
the area as a newly declared marine
park. Nonetheless, Mert is a ferocious
underwater hunter, who spearfishes
since he was seven and he realizes the
effect he has on the coastal ecosystem
singlehandedly. For years he was working
on marine conservation and makes
documentaries for the protection of
marine life, he witnesses the ban of fishing
of the dusky grouper and the regeneration
of marine life within the perimeters of the
brand-new marine park. Starting in 2010,
the filming spread around 10 years of
history in the region. And during that time
Mert encounters spectacular stories of
marine inhabitants, films special animal
behaviour, walks together with sea-
loving souls who are sworn to protect this
fragile ecosystem. This blue documentary
questions the impact we as humans
have on coastal ecosystems; whether we
realize a life-long dream and buy a holiday
house for family, construct a huge touristic
facility on shore or simply like to catch fish
as a hobby.

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We are living longer lives. At age 50 we
still have around 30 healthy years ahead of
us. How will we deal with the extra time?
Will we sleep longer, travel around the
world or grow roses? And what will we do
after it has all been done? The New York
geriatrician Linda Fried calls it a "Sputnik
Moment” - the greatest opportunity we've
been given in the history of humankind.

‘How can you be
so calm?’ someone asks Musa Hadid,
mayor of Ramallah, the de facto capital of
Palestine. The American president Trump
has just announced the US will move its
embassy to Jerusalem, sparking protests
all over the West Bank. ‘It's happening’,
Hadid replies, ‘whether we freak out
or not’His wunderstated demeanour,
however, doesn't mean there's anything
flippant about Musa Hadid. In his
charismatic way, he skilfully does what
he can to keep the city running, despite
not being able to take care of the most
basic provisions on account of the Israeli
occupation. We see him discussing city
branding and lighting the city's Christmas
tree. The next moment he is hiding in city
hall, besieged by the army after shots have
been fired at Israeli settlements outside
Ramallah. The next day, while the city is
cleaning up the damage, Hadid is at his
job again — visiting a school, discussing
the size of its volleyball court and the best
way to clean a school board. An inspiring
as well as painful look at an occupied city
from within.

It was
widely used during the pre-industrial
era and later mainly in rural areas, in the
context of household economy where it
played a key role, being the main means
of weaving and textiles.

“Their challenging quietness, the power in discussing with
them and in penetrating them, in experiencing their vitality, is my revelation”, as he
points out. Alexandros works only with hand tools: a hammer, drill and chisel. In this
way, he sees and hears clearly the sound of the rock.

Frugal and austere, always barefoot, he walks this rocky island from
one end to the other, sculpting the landscape around him, giving substance to man’s
relentless struggle to tame and give shape to matter.

Klaus Eder in Castellorizo

The 6th Beyond Borders - International Documentary Festival, 2021, taking place in Castelorizo
hosts for the very first time the film critic Klaus Eder.

The creation of a documentary for this unique guest is a challenge that seeks to discover the
human side of his character and how it surfaces through the fantasy-like setting of the remote
island.

In collaboration with the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki, School of Film Studies, the film
will closely keep track of his visit at the island, including interviews and observational shots of
the festival.

We would like to designate the reasons that lead him to be a film critic, how his career took off,
his first encounter with cinema, his definition of a film critic, personal experiences from films
and festivals, his advice to young filmmakers, the current cinema trends in comparison with
past ones.

Our approach consists of interviews of Klaus Eder in the idyllic Castellorizo scenery. These
“card-postals” will alternate between the Castellorizo landscape and Beyond Borders Festival
moments.

Primary element of our narration is the coexistence of the Castellorizo atmosphere along with
the humane realistic approach of our portrait's protagonist. We view Castellorizo as a chance
for a temporary pause of time that allows us to immerse deeply in his life, character and work.

The project is a character driven, anthropocentric movie and through it we aim to get to know
the "human” film critic during the time of his stay in Castellorizo.

Late on the winter night of 27 June 1985,
South Africa’'s Security Forces set up a
roadblock near Port Elizabeth in the eastern
Cape Province. Four anti-Apartheid activists,
including their leader, Matthew Goniwe,
a popular teacher from the small town of
Cradock, were in the ambushed car. They
had been secretly targeted for political
assassination. The police abducted him
and his companions, Fort Calata, Sparrow
Mkonto and Sicelo Mhlauli, and murdered
them in cold blood. To cover their tracks,
they mutilated and set fire to the bodies. The
burnt remains of “the Cradock Four”, as they
came to be known, were later found near
the Port Elizabeth suburb of Bluewater Bay.
The murders became one of Apartheid’s
murkiest and most controversial episodes.

The film allows the viewer to perceive the
oppressive climate of the sombre racist
regime in the seventies and early eighties. It
shows how the system broke the freedom,
and the lives, of these four young men.
Using compelling archive materials, incisive
interviews and dramatic recreations, the film
approaches the ideals which led Matthew
and his friends to support the then-banned
African National Congress (ANC). It helps the
viewer evaluate the circumstances that led
to the rise of opposition in the country and
singles out Matthew's contribution, which led
to the creation of South Africa’s first “liberated
zone”. The assassinations signalled the
“Beginning of the End” of this racist Apartheid
regime, and paved the way for the election
of Nelson Mandela as South Africa’s first
democratic president in 1994.

The attractive, for the British establishment, content of Konstantinos Polychroniadis’
texts was a precondition for the further development of the philhellenic movement in
Britain. It is noteworthy that almost immediately after the publication of this text, on
August 1st 1821, the Times newspaper, a prominent promoter of the views of the British
establishment, reprinted extensive excerpts of it, commenting favorably: “If the Greeks
win over the European public opinion, they will succeed in overthrowing the barbaric
oppression of the infidels”

Konstantinos Polychroniadis from Zagori, in Epirus, a member of the circles of
Adamantios Korais and Alexandros Mavrokordatos, describes in his short texts the
situation of the enslaved Greeks in the Ottoman Empire in 1821 and explains to the
French and British the inevitability of the revolt of the Greeks.

Although the Greek Revolution unfolded mainly on the battlefields, the diplomatic
aspect of the Greek struggle and publications in Europe in favor of the struggling Greeks
played an important role in its successful completion. This latter factor has not been
researched in depth to this day. Polychroniadis’ two pamphlets - translated into Greek
and Turkish for the first time - contribute substantially to the wider promotion of the role
and influence of intellectuals of the Greek diaspora, in shaping a favorable public opinion
in the context of European states.

Finally, Mandy Chang, a young, yet extremely experienced commissioning editor in
charge of the famous BBC flagship strand STORYVILLE, will yet again offer to the festival
attendants an insightful glimpse into the shaping of a feature documentary as it is
emerging out of tons of rushes in the editing suite. Her masterclass which will be held at
the main screen of the festival will allow all of us to become privileged witnesses of the
complex road of creation between the cutter, the director and the commissioning editor.

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The Beyond Border Documentary Festival is situated at the Crossroads of History and
Cinema, of a scientific, academic activity and an artistic way of representing the world,
its events, its people and its evolutions. For History, the search for the truth, for the
«real thing» is at the center of attention. Starting from the reality, its representations
and manifestations, the historical approach aims to understand the ins and outs, tries to
extract one or several meanings, attempts to identify the inner structure and dynamics
of the events that are marked on the line of Time. It will often take the form of a book, a
thesis, a conference (or sometimes a film) and attempts to come close to objectivity. It
will try to be complete, comprehensive, verifiable. It mainly aims to explore and explain.

By contrast, the artistic approach, selecting only certain elements of the «real
thing», deciding to ignore others, will attempt to create a meaningful, filmic, coherent
representation that must be understood as a personal interpretation of the reality. It will
obey the rules of dramaturgy, of storytelling. Contrary to popular believe a documentary
is not a representation of reality, even if it uses archive material extensively, it does not
pretend to be complete. Of course, no serious filmmaker intends to deform historical
realities, but with the choices one makes (events, characters, protagonists etc) one’s
main focus is a coherent internal structure for his film. While it sets out, and very often
succeeds, to «kill myths» and wrong images of reality, it does not pretend to create a
real, historical and complete representation. It mainly aims to reveal and inspire.

There are of course many mixed forms between the two extremes, and very often,
it is hard to sit down and determine precisely where this or that film or book stands.
It is in these grey areas of mixture where we'd like to place Le Grand Débat: let's
have Historians and Filmmakers meet and start a dialogue about what the wonderful
advantages and hidden dangers are, when History meets Cinema, when Documentary
approaches historical realities. We put the first edition of the Grand Débat into the light
of the Beginnings of Europe, and choose the figure of Robert Schuman, often quoted
as one of the fathers of Europe, as the focus point of the debate. To do this we have
invited on the one hand Carpe Diem'’s film, FOR EUROPE, rediscover Robert Schuman,
and have asked on the other hand our Guest of Honor, Dr. Annie Lacroix-Riz to share
with us some of the extensive research she has done on this personality. We hope that
between these two different ways to approach a subject, we can have an inspiring and
productive debate. The objective: let's make sure that the meeting of History and Cinema
is a happy one.
