[ didn't even use that phone.
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- well you had factory reset it -

Right.

- once, once you had it and then the -

(inaudible)

- timestamps from that after the factory reset uh which again has your uh it was
named Kline Photography and had uh ail your email accounts on it, umm
including the Emily Anne and, the Kegan Kline at Hotmail umm the web searches
were Preteen Booty, Preteen Body, Little Preteen Body, Girl Touched While
Asleep, Preteen Fingered on Video, Little Girl, uh Young Little Teen Vids, umm
and there was child pornography on there as well. Uh one image it was a, a
collage of images and it was a, umm Caucasian female seven to ten years old uh
performing oral sex on a, on an unidentified nude male. Umm there was some uh
beastiality on there as well which I know that you had said that was like kind of
the weirdest porn that you had looked up-at one point was -

I don't ever remember doing that.

- with uh yeah I know in your polygraph you had mentioned umm the weirdest
porn you'd look up was with animals. Umm, so that was on there as well. And
then, uh the Samsung Galaxy S4 uh which was last utilized in 2015 umm that one

Had your Kegan Kline at
Hotmail dot com, Kegan Kline user names and search history recorded from that
was 12 Year Old Girl Sucks, 13 Year Old Girl's Butt, 13 Year Old Hand Job, 16
Year Old Sucking Dick, actually a search of Kegan Kline umm Little Girl
Touching, Sexy 14 Year Old, Young Little Girl Sucking and Young Little Girl
Takes it in the Ass.

And the times off on that too, I never used that in 2015 at all either.

Umm and then the Apple [Phone 5C umm was the one that you had, that was your
main -

(inaudible) yeah.

- main device umm it was named Kegan's phone. This was the one that you

turned into the State Police umm after the Search Warrant was served and if you
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(inaudible) and the names on there umm Kegan Kline at Hotmail, Kegan Kline 45

I mean like 9-11 [ can -

(inaudible)

- tell you -
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Right.

- guys exactly what I was doing the entire day of 9-11 and that was a long time
ago.

Yeah.

And that's why I find it difficult that you don't remember a lot of things because
that was a traumatic experience and those memories get -

(inaudible)

- engraved into us.

Right.

Is it just something you don't want to remember [ mean?

It probably psychoanalyze it yeah probably is something I probably pushed out of
my head.

So can you say that these chats and these, these images are a part of that too, I
mean that was so traumatic to you, like you said it was such a problem that you
had and that you, it was a wakeup call that you just had to push that out as well?

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But I mean if someone got murdered I would tell 'em you know anyone that I've
ever come in contact with recently you know what I mean.

Yeah but it, it went more than that. Kegan you were very concerned I mean the,
the searches in your phone umm and this is -

Yeah I'm concerned what do you mean someone gets killed around us, I'm
concerned yes.

Okay so —

Do you know what, when you gave your polygraph that you said Liberty like
what's her name I don't, I don't remember her name and then after you spent all
that time reading over it -

Because my brain is going crazy, what do you mean.

What [ mean is there's no way you didn't know what her name was and you sitting
there (inaudible) that Liberty whatever, whatever her name is, (inaudible) your,
your polygraph.

1 don't remember that.

And, and before the polygraph I mean you are looking up umm articles about it I
mean you're, even before you guys went to Vegas, you'guys are you know foul,
foul play suspected, umm (inaudible) -

Yeah I mean|I -

- (inaudible) -

- yeah.

- update umm -

That's crazy.
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- foul play suspected, another one Delphi community concerned.

Right.

Umm so I mean you're telling me that you police asking -

So everyone that looked that up is -

No.

- a suspect?

I didn't say that. But -

I know but I'm saying like just because I, I you know what I mean I'm freaked out
about someone dying.

If you uh —

Doesn't mean that —

- if you think that was on it's face right which I kinda do is say it doesn't make
sense that you would look at that. But we're marrying that up with —

It makes sense that I would at that because it's in—

No you're saying —

- my community (inaudible)

- (inaudible) make sense for us to question, question you about looking that up
when you're one of the last people to ever spoke to her before she wound up dead.
Or excuse me Anthony Shots was one of the last, the Anthony Shots account —
Right.

- is one of the last people to speak to her before she winds up dead.

Right and then you said that it could be because a friend of a friend says, well hey

[ talked to such and such and their friends but you're searching about umm, can
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law enforcement trace L.P. addresses from social media.

Well yeah. Why wouldn't I look that up. If I'm looking at stuff on the internet -
That's not just -

- about -

- that's not concerned in your, in your area that's because you knew you were
talking to her.

I'm talking about that I'm talking about I would look that up because of what I'm
doing you know what I mean -

(inaudible)

- I'm talking to underage girls so why would I not -

And including the one that got murdered.

Okay.

Right. That's makes sense.

I did not look that up because of that no.

Internet survey a server uh Jon uh murder of Jon Benet Ramsey, O.J. Simpson
after that, why that?

Those are unsolved cases what do you mean?

How'd you know, I mean this is a -

How do I know? They're the most popular -

No I'm saying -

- (inaudible) -

- how'd you know that this case was, was gonna be unsolved because this was a

few days -
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Because they put out the pictures of him. They put out a picture of him on the
bridge and a voice.

And then -

Yeah someone murdered someone and they have a picture of them or their voice
I'm gonna look to see if I know that person. Like why, what do you mean? The
guys on there telling everyone the State guy or the State Police Department guys
on there telling everyone if you know anyone that looks like this or anything call
in.

What, what we want to know, is who had access to the Anthony Shots account?
Me.

On two different devices?

Yes.

At the same time?

Yeah.

So if you are the sole owner of that account, the only one that had access to it -?

I mean on those day, that just looks like rie logging into one of my phones I was
logged in on that phone, I logged out, logged in on my other phone. That's what
that looks like. ‘

So you were the one that sent these pictures to her? You are the one -7

Imeanif] -

- that talked to her before -

- haveto -

- the sleepover? You're the one that talked to her all that weekend and you're the
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one that talked to her, one of the last people to talk to her before she was
murdered? That's what you're telling me?

[ guess, yeah | mean —

You got to understand from our (inaudible) that's (inaudible).

Right.

That's (inaudible).

Right.

A hundred percent [ mean, I'm gonna buy this for you-

Right.

- I'm going to take you —

Right.

- out in cars I mean that's, that's the whole purpose of Anthony Shots?

Right.

Which whether you (inaudible) he's targeting (inaudible) looking for a girl that is
one going to believe the story?

Right.

Two gonna give you what you want?

Um hum.

So you were trying to get nude images from Liberty, and spoke to her actually ~
[ mean —

- one of the very —

- any girl [ talk to. It's not just one girl it's any girl I ever —

It—
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- talk to.

- it's a girl that wanted a (inaudible) man?

Right, right. (inaudible)

I mean we're not, the reason this is a big deal [ mean —

(inaudible) serious —

- the other ones not dead. She's dead.

Right.

I mean the, large, the biggest case in Indiana.

Right.

Hands down.

Right.

The media attention [ mean there's been no stone left unturned in this
investigation.

Right.

And the only thing of all the investigators, all the hours put into this and you have
to think of yourself a, you're a juror —

Right.

- you know yourself in this scenario and you're just listening to the evidence.
Right.

You have a guy that small town U.S.A., right? Small town U.S.A. you know so if
you're from a small town you get it, if you're not you don't.

Right yeah.

Okay. Umm you know your dads Facebook friends with some of Abbie's
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unfortunately she was completely enthralled with Anthony Shots. Completely
like, thought you know I'm talking to this rich hot guy. I'm you know like as she
is completely in love with Anthony Shots.

Right.

So this account that you set up you know and I'm, I'm sure that you seen our
social media had said something like, you know waiting for Peter Pan to come
and it was like this like almost like a little hanging fruit statement for someone
that would target girls. You probably see that and think, this is gonna be an easy
target.

I don't get what you mean.

What more of a targeting thing right like a more maybe you didn't go into that
depth I don't know how much depth you went into looking for girls you wanted to
get nude images from as Anthony Shots. (inaudible) just like buck shot method
and see who comes back, but regardless she bought the story. She bought the
account so we have a friend saying that she knew that she was trying to meet up
with Anthony Shots.

See I don't remember ever saying to meet up with me though.

Okay but I'm telling you this is what we had.

Right, yeah (inaudible).

We have, we have that, I mean—

Right.

- we have that.

Right.
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people from your residence. I mean all, all that hundred percent sure. We know
it. We know if for fact. So remove yourself from it (inaudible) bullshit and, and
trying to pick out every individual piece it starts to stack. It just keeps stacking.
The phone, your umm your phone that you had, every, all your search history was
deleted from 2-10 to 2-15. There's nothing in between. So now what's interesting
about that is all those other phones have complete histories, nothings gone.

Okay.

So during the time frame where this grooming would have been built up to
meeting, it's gone. It's.wiped away from your phone. But your other devices are
complete. So now it all starts to stack. The complexity of your Anthony Shots
persona. The cars, the influence of Lamborghinis, Ferraris.

Yeah.

It's not you. It's not your idea. You and I both know it's not your idea.

What do you mean? That's not my idea to take pictures of money and stuff and
send them to people? .

The complexity of it, okay it's not just you.

I don't know.

Is it?

| mean like I said I mean the only other person that had access to my phone is
him. That's literally it.

Not at that time.

No, I, [ promise you. Anytime.

Not in Vegas.
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Right, not in Vegas. Yeah.

When you're searching non-stop about the Delphi investigation when you're
supposed to be on a vacation, when you're still actually sending Snapchats to
Liberty when you know she's dead. Messages —

I don't ever remember doing that.

Well I'm telling you you did. That's a fact.

(inaudible)-

And then -

- like that could be me sending that message to a ton of people. Like on Snapchat,
I would do that all the time send them to 40, 50 people —

Okay -

- at once.

- but again, that one in there that -

I, I know what you mean. I had nothingto do with that. So I mean I know I get
she's dead and I get you guys want to find someone but I literally have no clue
(inaudible) -

When you walked in here and said, I'm not a car guy.

I'm not.

Look at -

I know what a Lamborghini is what do you mean?

Well of course everyone does but -

A Lamborghini four fifty eight Italian, that's what that car is. And I'm not a car

guy, I don't even have my license. No, I'm, I'm a broke guy I don't, I'm not, [ have
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no cars. Yeah. I mean | know what cars are.

Let me ask you why would you after you failed the polygraph about knowing
about Delphi investigation, come home, delete your Snapchat and your Instagram,
which you used to communicate with Libby and then you searched, how long
does D.N.A. last? Why would you do that?

I have no clue. I don't know. Because probably because they D.N.A. tested me.
Right.

So they obviously have D.N.A. on that body, 'cause why else would they D.N.A.
test me.

So why would you worry about your D.N.A. being on that body?

I wouldn't.

Then why'd you search -?

(inaudible) common question. That's just a common thing to freak out about like
why, you know what [ mean?

No. I don't because you giving D.N.A. -

Right. So you obviously know I didn't do it.

- want, right? Right?

Yeah.

Right? But then you're starting to think, (inaudible) -

Not, see like -

Then why -

- (inaudible) saying (inaudible)

- why would you search?
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- you want people to do that but I wasn't -

Why would you care how long D.N.A. last? What if it Jast a hundred years?
What would it matter to you if it was on the body, then it would matter right? But
you knew a hundred and ten percent your D.N.A. wouldn't be there right?

Right.

So why does it matter how long it lasts?

Because I wondered if the person had D.N.A. on their body. If they actually knew
who the person was.

That doesn't make sense.

How doesn't it?

Because it doesn't. You, it doesn't.

Because in my mind I'm thinking these people think I killed someone. So if they
actually have D.N.A. on the body they're gonna know that I didn't do it. But if
there's no D.N.A. on the body then it's obvious that like okay well, that's weird -
But again -

- failed the polygraph -

- that just adds to it, everything he just said, it's stacking. This whole thing -

It's not though. If you get what I'm saying I mean it's really not. Like.

I, I don't understand -

I literally have no clue how that girl died, I don't know anything, anything to do
with it. Yeah that is a weird ass coincidence that I happened to talk to her like I
get that.

And then we go again something else that stacks on top of this, is when you talk
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to investigators I mean this is fresh in your mind, you just got back from Vegas,
you've been non-stop searching this stuff. . You have been talking about it with
other girls that knew Libby. You have been searching it before you went to
Vegas. And then you tell investigators, | was with my dad all day, we went to
grandma and grandpa's at noon -

No I told them I didn’t know what, I mean I don't ever leave so like yeah I'm
probably out at his house really but I mean -

I'm telling, again -

- I don't remember everything I did.

- well I'm refreshing your memory -

Like I told them that I would go and see my grandma and grandpa like a lot.

No. For a fact audio video recorded, on your interview -

(inaudible)

- you told them, a few days after this happened, you know you were with your dad
all day. And you know -

(inaudible)

- you went to your grandparents -

(inaudible) every did really.

- from on your, your interview said you either said twelve to two or twelve to
three. And then you came back home. That's what you said.

Right.

That's not a I don't remember, that's a, that's what you said. Right?

No 'cause he was like hey you really need to think about this.
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Why don't you -

- me.

- know? You see what I'm saying though -?
No.

- like people don't remember every -

No.

- little thing about life.

They do when it involves them -

When I -

- (inaudible)-

- had nothing to do with it so why would I even -
But you (inaudible) -

- remember what I was doing?

- one of the last people to, this is why -
Okay (inaudible) -

- this is -

- butif] -

- such a big deal -

- did that don’t you think I would know exactly where I was at?

Yes and that's what you told people -
Exactly.
- but it was a lie.

Okay so where was my phone at?
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Okay.

You think I know who killed them?

Absolutely.

Oh my God.

Absolutely because and you know why I know that?

Well you're obviously terrible at your job. If you really honestly think that, you're
absolutely terrible at your job sir. I'm sorry to say that but.

Do you know who killed those girls?

No.

Uh hang on, I'm not literally asking you right now. Do you know for sure who
killed those girls, no.  Uh yeah I'm sorry yeah no, you did say no both times in
your polygraph and guess what that was deception.

Hey a lot of people fail those lie detectors, what are you talking about? Why do
you think they can't use -

Not-

- those in Court?

- not there-

There's a reason that -

- double homicide -

- you can't a polygraph -

- (inaudible)

- in Court, 'cause people fail like me who have anxiety problems that are freaking

out.
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But those people that fail for other cases or whatever you're referencing weren't -
talking to the victim of a crime the day of. Weren't grooming them -

0.]. Simpson yes he was.

Well you look that up too -

Yeah I know about, what do you mean?

But -

You don't know who O.]. Simpson is? Or no.

Weren't sending pictures to the victim, didn't say is it bad that I'm super into you,
I just don't understand why you're protecting the person I mean was, was it as
simple as that ‘she just said, hey I'm going to the High Bridge and you told
somebody?

I literally have no clue about anything about that.

But yet you were -

You can come in here and literally talk for 24 hours straight I don't know anything
about that.

But yet you remember a hundred and ten percent that you had a conversation with
a guy in Vegas on -

Yes.

- 2-23 (inaudible) -

Because I'm supposed to make thousands -

- about -

- of dollars yes.

- about weed, about buying weed?
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stomach, runs back inside, slams the kids head into the toilet, fractures his orbital
socket puts him upside down and starts dunking his head into the toilet that was
overflowed.

Jesus Christ.

Now what would you think about that guy?

He should get hung, right now. He should be killed.

So that guy should get killed?

Yeah. One thousand percent.

What do you think that person is capable of?

What if that person capable of?

Yeah what would you think a person like that is capable of?

Probably anything. 'Cause he killed some kid.

He didn't kill the kid, the kid lived.

Oh shit. Well I mean, I mean he obviously tried to kill his kid. Whether he lived
or not. I still think he should die either way because he obviously attempted
murder on the kid. So.

Step out for a second I'll be right back.

Do you have enough water?

Need anything?

I appreciate you -
And I want you to know I'm literally not lying to you. Like I know this is your

job and you're, I swear [ know no, like I get how bad -
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Kegan -

- look -

- Kegan -

- no will you please listen to me for one second. I know how bad -

(inaudible)

I know, okay all right -

- hard for me to listen.

Because people lie to you every single day. I (inaudible) -

Well it's not only just people but I sit here and you, and I hear you say that -
Right.

- I, I'm, I'm truly hearing you say that.

Right.

Okay? And my gosh is it familiar because you said the same thing to the
investigators when you talked to you about this before.

Exactly.

And I'm not talking about the Delphi stuff, I'm talking about the child porn and
the child solicitation. You talked to underage girls you said the same thing to
them, before you admitted to it. So that's why it's hard for me-to believe that
because I hear what you're saying, and you said the same thing when I know for a
fact you were lying because then eventually you told the truth.

Well yeah -

Eventually you did.

- well yeah.
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So you telling me that you -

Once they put the pictures out and they're like hey -

Yeah uh huh -

- here's the evidence we got -

- (inaudible) -

- yeah I'm like yeah of course.

Absolutely.

Right.

And that's why it's hard to believe that and then like, like Deput_y Clinton said,
you have this whole stack and 1 mean you can argue like the small town thing
again, absolutely. You can argue that you are a concerned citizen, that was this
happened in your back yard close. You can argue that for sure. But, when you
throw into that you literally talked to her -

I get -

- right before -

- you say that.

- she was killed.

I understand. I get -

Then -

- how that looks trust me.

That you tell investigators that you only talked to her once and you blocked her.
That's what I remember.

(inaudible)
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Okay I get what you're saying.

You said -

But what I'm saying in my memory that's what happened. I don't remember ever
talking to her, like that, [ remember -

So why do you have -

- altered memory?

[ feel that you feel somewhat responsible.

For what?

For them dying.

Why would I feel responsible for something I know nothing about? What do you
mean?

You don't, I mean you, when you, when you tell me I know nothing about this -
(inaudible)

- right? That doesn't make sense because you researched it, you research -

[ did not re — I, oh my God so every single person that like Google searched about
them dying is a suspect?

But those people don't tell me well I know nothing about this case. I don't know
anything about this case, [ never talked to the girl that died.

Because I don't remember -

I-

- ever talking to the girl that died.
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I'm telling you, you did.

Okay I get what you're telling me but I don't remember that. So I'm not lying to
you. If I don't remember it how am I lying to you?

Okay so I'll give you, I'll give you a scenario then and you tell me, you sit in my
shoes okay?

I know, trust me.

Just no, I want to give you a scenario and I want you to tell me your honest
opinion.

Okay.

Okay? So you ha- you're working a, a uh case. Okay let's say it was a, a gas
station robbery.

Right.

Okay. And you're the investigator and you see the video came-:ra of this guy
walking in, he robs the place and he shoots somebody and kills them. Okay?
And then you need to talk to him. And he goes, I don't remember that. What
would you do?

I mean -

I'm not saying you killed anybody but -

Right.

- L, I, I'm try- what would you do in my shoes? Oh okay.

Right I would investigate it.

You have him on video right? You have evidence, you have all this evidence

showing that it was him.

But he tells you he doesn't remember.

So where's any of the evidence that you have.

I don't know. I don't know.

You know even, even before that we have witness statements that Liberty was
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Okay but as a law enforcement officer you investigating a, a -
Right.
- a murder, at a gas station.

Just because the person that you have on video and you have the evidence that did

it says, well I don't know. Can you leave 1t at that?

You have to get evidence in a Court of law.

You have video -

(inaudible) Yeah is his face showing in that video and everything?
(inaudible)

Well then take him to Court what do you mean.

Right.

So we have to clear it up just because someone says they don't remember -
I know.

- doesn't mean they didn't do it.

I mean (inaudible) -

I get what you're saying yes. | totally understand.

'Cause we know for a fact that Anthony Shots said those things.

And that's why it needs cleared up.

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And again you saying you don't know does not clear it up.

I don't
remember saying that. That just goes to show you how serious like I, like I've
talked to so many girls I don't even remember saying that.

But again, I mean we go back to the, the whole thing you talked to a lot of girls
but unfortunately one of the girls -

I understand that.

- that you were talking to umm -

Okay.

- was killed.

Yeah.

So that's why it needs cleared up.

So don't you think maybe I would think about that in my mind?

Absolutely and that's why -

Exactly.

So why would I be saying [ don't know?

- and that's why you searched, can you trace LP. addresses from’social media,
that's why you listened to the audio clip, that's why you umm did server umm
search server information see how much information gets storéd on Servers.
Umm because you were thinking about it. Especially on a vacation you're
supposed to have fun, you're supposed to be in Vegas having fun -

That server thing isn't, that server things about work and stuff.
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Right.

[ mean searching about servers and stuff that would have to do something with
my work.

So right after, right after and I'm talking minutes, that you are searching, police
continue to pursue leads in Delphi girl's murder uh girls missin;g after posting
Snapchat messages article, umm all I mean that's girls missing after posting
Snapchat messages an article you search, can you trace L.P. from social media. So
were you thinking about the Delphi investigation?

I probably was =

(inaudible)

- constantly.

A few minutes later there's where you start searching about internet servers. So
randomly you're reading all these articles -

So I'm (inaudible) -

- about Delpht -

- I was obviously like well I talked to her friend and stuff so. They obviously
could see that [ talked to her friend on Snapchat, that's probably why I searched
that. 'Cause | was probably like oh fuck I talked to that person's friend.

But again you didn't just talk to that person -

[ know -

- you talked to her -

- but what I'm saying is I don't remember talking to her. So in my brain I was pro

(inaudible) -
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You told investigators you did.

Okay but I'm [ don't though. I don't remember that now.

Why would you -

I don't remember even when I told them. 1 don't even like I don't remember what
I did last week I don't -

But do you see how you're picking and choosing things you remember?

No I wish you would see from my point of view. The-thing has
nothing to do with me remembering anything.

No I'm, I'm not talking about that [ mean you sat here -

(inaudible)

- and said that umm the woman that interviewed with you was very motherly, you
remembered that she was -

I do remember -

- very motherly -

- her being really nice.

You remembered that she told you that you need Ato stop and that you remember
you told her you have a problem.

(inaudible)

So you remember all these things but then you just sit here and tell me well T
don’t remember any of that. But that's -

I never said I didn't remember about the lady.
