The Fool's Journey

The 22 major arcana tarot cards are often referred to as "The Fool's Journey" as a way to understand and interpret
the cards in a narrative, meta-textual way. The journey begins with The Fool (0) who acts as an everyman protagonist
beginning an adventure, as The Fool card itself represents beginnings, fresh starts, and adventure. The Fool travels
through their journey and encounters obstacles (The Tower, The Devil, Wheel of Fortune), learning virtues (Strength,
Justice, Temperance), and encountering other potential allies and enemies (The Empress and Emperor, The Lovers,
The Hermit) who teach them valuable lessons. In the end, after many trials, the Fool reaches The World, representing
the end of their journey of self-discovery and attainment of completion and self-actualization. In many ways, the
Journey can be seen as a metaphor for the journey from childhood to adulthood or innocence to wisdom.
