the company's customers are radio stations while it does have some
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Uganda. In 2001, Berg traveled to Uganda a second time in order to
perform contract tower work. In 2003, Berg traveled a third time
to Uganda. He spent most of his time in Kenya and Somalia working
as part of his current tower business.

(U) Berg was in Irag December 2003. At that time he
spoke with Beth Payne of the Coalition Provisional Authority (CPA)
in Baghdad. :

(U) He returned to Iraq one and one half weeks prior to
this interview. He flew from the United States directly to Amman,
Jordan. He then traveled by bus to Baghdad. He has been in Mosul
for two days. He is here in Mosul to bid on and to scout out two
tower sites. One site is on the Irbil Road near Al Kassir.
Bnother site regards the construction of a television tower on the
outskirts of Mosul. During this current trip to Iraq, Berg
traveled to Diwaniya which is one third of the way from Baghdad to
Basra. He is working on a project to install a tower for a radio
station there.

(U} Berg speaks Luanda which is a language spoken in
Uganda. He also speaks some arabic.

(U) Berg is not in as much danger in Irxag as coalition
soldiers and contractors because he can blend in and move about
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" inconspicuously. Coalition forces provoke attacks against

themselves by riding around in tanks and pointing guns at people.
The coalition soldiers are causing people who would not normally be
fighters to pick up arms against the coalition.

(U Berg is a "politically active Jew." He listens to
short wave radio and gets world events from first hand sources. He
is very angry at Arab governments such as Jordan which have used
the Palestinian people as pawns. The Palestinian people should be

‘treated as an humanitarian issue. They have been abandoned by the

five Arab countries from which they originally came.

(U) Berg was carrying with him a book written in Arabic
entitled the Protocols of Zion. It is a well known vehemently anti-
Semitic book. Berg is reading it out of curious.

The UNSUB did not use Berg's Electronic Mail (E-Mail). If the
UNSUB had used Berg's E-Mail he would have known about it. Berg
has no idea who stole his log-on and password. Someone could have
watched Berg's fingers as he logged on at the student Union. Berg
does not remember his log-on, but his password was the first four
letters of his last name and the last four digits of his Social
Security Number. Someone working for the University of Oklahoma
could have accessed his information and stolen his password. Also,
many times people forget to log off the computer, and then other
people sit down at the same computer terminal and continue using
the computer without logging on themselves. These are all possible
explanations for what happened with regard to Berg's computer log-
on and password.

(U) Berg knew several Arabic individuals who were
students at the Airmen's School. They would ride on the same bus
which he road to the YMCA from the University of Oklahoma. The bus
was run by the university. The Arabic individuals stayed at the
university. Berg knew this because he not only worked-as a riggexr
at the university, he also cleaned dorm rooms.

(U) Berg gave his network ID and password to a passenger

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(U) Berg denied that he had ever told agents he was not
a student at the University of Oklahoma. Berg then admitted that
he had "misspoken" because he is embarrassed about not having
finished at the University of Oklahoma. He was in fact enrolled
as a student there. He took classes in public speaking, surveying,
and steel engineering and design. He stopped taking classes
because they were a joke.

(U) Berg left Cornell University after his trip to
Uganda because he was not well. Berg was hospitalized twice by
Cornell. Berg got very thin while in Uganda. He has never
voluntarily received mental health treatment.

(U) Berg was hospitalized at the Cayuga Medical Center
at Ithaca, New York in the fall of 1998. He was treated for a boil
on his face and for depression.

(U) Berg worked for a temporary employment agency in May
and April 1999. He lived in Phoenixville, Pennsylvania for one
month. He rented an apartment in someone's house on Nutt Road.
Berg's grandfather, now deceased, lived in Valley Forge,
Pennsylvania and had a great influence on him while he was growing
up. Berg also took classes at Drexel University and at the
University of Pennsgylvania.

(U) Berg was hospitalized in the Spring of 1999 at the
Brattleboro Institute at Brattleboro, Vermont. His parents had him
hospitalized for depression.

.(U) During the summer of 1999, Berg worked at a nature
and science camp in Watkins Glenn, New Jersey for two weeks.

(U) Berg was again hospitalized in the summer of 1999 at
the Cayuga Medical Center at Ithaca, New York. He was again
treated for a boil on his face and for depression.

(U) Berg made pipe bombs with friends when he was in
high school. They would make these devices in Chester County,
Pennsylvania. They would use galvanized pipe with threaded *
endcaps, gunpowder, and model rocket ignitors. He did not build

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victim detonated devices, but if he were building a victim
detonated device, he would use mercury tilt switches out of old
thermostats in houses. He did use countdown type switches. Berg
then drew schematics of the mercury tilt switch and of time
activated detonators which he manufactured from simple circuits.
His friends handled the explosive part of the bomb making while
Berg handled the more technical detonator part of the bombmaking.

. (U) Berg stated that he had given information during the
2002 interview with the FBI because he wanted to be a part of the
investigation of the acts against the World Trade Center on
September 11, 2001. He stated that he did not know to whom he had
given his log-on and password and that he did not know the
nationality. Berg then admitted that he had in fact given his log-
on and password to an Arab male, but he did not know him except for
sitting next to him on the bus four or five times. Despite Berg's
previous assertions that he did not want to read the E-Mails
because he did not want to jeopardize his friendship with the
UNSUB, Berg was not friends with the UNSUB and does not know his
1dent1t1y .

(U) Berg then displayed a Jewish prayer shawl which he
wears underneath his clothing with the tassels tucked into hlS
pockets.

(U) Berg was then asked what he would do if he were in
the agents' shoes and were charged with protecting both the
coalition soldiers and the Iragi public and had the personal
responsibility of deciding whether or not Berg was a danger to
those the agents were responsible for protecting. Berg then
replied that if he were the agents, he would keep coming at Berg.
Another option, which he thought the agents were better than that,
would be to leave Berg with the Iragi Police.

(U) After the interview, United States Army soldiers at
the police station informed agents that the two things that Berg
was repeatedly asking questions about were the time and how to
start a Humvee.

(U) Berg lived in Phoenixville, Pennsylvania in the
spring of 1999. Berg lived on Nutt Road in Phoenixville.” He had
an apartment for which his father arranged. It was rented out of
someone's house. Berg's only previous tie to the Phoenixville area
was that his deceased grandfather had lived in Valley Forge,
Pennsylvania. During his stay in Phoenixville, Berg was treated
for another infectious boil and for depression at the hospital in
Paoli, Pennsylvania. Berg worked for a temporary job agency while
he lived in Phoenixville. Berg did not part on good terms with the
job placement agency because it was designed for permanent job
placement and not for temporary jobs. Berg did not have an
automobile when he lived in Phoenixville. He road a bicycle
everywhere he went including to job in Philadelphia.
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(U) Berg does not recall having problems with anyone in
the Phoenixville area except his landlord. He did not part on good.
terms with his landlord because Berg did not give him thirty days
notice before he vacated the premises.

(U) On his previous trip to Iraqg, Berg was arrested in
Diwaniya. This arrest occurred on or about January 15, 2004. Berg
was held overnight by the Iragi Police. He was on his way back to
Baghdad when he was pulled out of a taxi by the Iragi Police
because he looked suspicious. The Iragi police then held him
because they feared for his safety being a lone American in Iraqg.
At approximately 10:00am the next morning, Titan translators
happened to come by the police station and were able to talk to the
Iragi police and to corroborate his story.

(U) Two days after Berg's arrest in Diwaniya, on or
about January 16 or 17, 2004, Berg was in Baghdad. This was the
same day as a large car bombing at a checkpoint in Baghdad. Berg
encountered an unknown male while walking along the streets of
Baghdad. The male appeared to have something under his coat which
Berg presumed to be a pistol. Berg did not see what the item was.
The male then grabbed Berg's bag which was on his shoulder. Berg
then pursued the male on foot. When Berg lost the male, Berg asked
the police for assistance. Berg rode around with the police
looking for the male to no avail. The bag contained Berg's
notebook, his airline ticket, and $700.00 (US) worth of Iraqgi
currency. Berg was not personally affected by the loss of the
money because it was a friend's money. Berg had his own cash
hidden in different places on his person. Berg's father wired him
$2,000.00. The money and a commission was given by his father to-
an individual in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania who arranged for the
money to be transferred to Berg. Berg did not previously inform
the interviewing agents about his arrest in Diwaniya because he
forgot about the arrest. Berg did not discuss the robbery in
Baghdad because he did not feel it was significant.

-(U) On Berg's current trip to Irag, he spoke with John
and Jan at Division Main in Mosul. They are representatives of
Harris Communications. The FBI also has agents living on Division
Main in the bungalows to the left just inside the Patriot gate.
Berg then drew a map of Division Rear including the bungalows where
the Harris representatives and the FBI agents live. Before his
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detention by Iraqi police in Mosul, Berg originally planned to
travel to Baghdad once he left Mosul.

(U) While in Oklahoma, several of the individuals with
whom he rode the bus to the YMCA were flight students. One flight
student was 5'10, 160 lbs, spoke English, had kempt hair, was
Middle Eastern, and was some sort of class leader. Berg would talk
with him on the bus. Berg gave his University of Oklahoma computer
log-on and password to another bus passenger who knew this first
Middle Eastern male. The second individual was Middle Eastern, ]
shorter and heavier than the first individual, spoke some English,
and had a darker skin pigment. Berg first stated that he might be
able to pick out the name of the person to whom he gave his

password, but then Berg stated that he does not know the names of
either individual. )
